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FORWARD

This Lectionary (Series A, B, and C) has been my weekly task over the course of many
years.  It was possible for me to complete this work only with the constant support
and patience of first, my wife and family, who sacrificed a lot of their time with me so
the translations could go forward; second, the members of Holy Cross Lutheran
Church for the Deaf, St. Louis, MO., who allowed their pastor to dedicate so much of
his time to this work because they knew the importance of having God's Word clearly
speak through their eyes into their minds and hearts; and, third, but so important was
the guidance, encouragement, teaching, and insight of my sainted brother, The Rev. Dr.
Daniel H. Pokorny, without whom this work could never have been accomplished!  As
his Vicar, I realized his respect for ASL as a true language and could learn while
watching this master work so skillfully with that language.

It is this same respect that demands that basic sign language structure rule this
Lectionary gloss.   This is not a "simplified" English version, as those versions are
still English!!  Signs in English order do not, most often, clearly and easily speak into
the understanding of a person whose eyes structured their mind!  Laurent Clerc
observed this same truth with regard to French and the French Sign Language (Laurent
Clerc - The Story of His Early Years by Cathryn Carroll).  Additionally, do not
understand the "words" used in this gloss as English words in any way but understand
them as Sign Names.

It is an accepted fact that different people will want to sign some concepts in a
different order or by choosing a different sign.  It is also true that many signers will
choose different sign names for the same sign.  I made every attempt to present a sign
version that is as true as possible to the Bible's original concept and meaning, so when
signed, that same concept is understood by the sign receivers, the deaf people.  In the
decision for the sign order or for which sign to use, I followed a process as outlined
by Martin Luther in What Luther Says, first quoting #319:

"What purpose does it serve unnecessarily to abide by the words so rigidly and
strictly that people can get no sense out of them?  Whoever would speak
German must not use Hebrew idioms; but if he understands the Hebrew writer, he
must see to it that he grasps his meaning and must think: now let me see.  how
does a German speak in this case?  When he has the German words that serve the
purpose, then let him dismiss the Hebrew words and freely express the sense in
the best German he is capable of using" (emphasis added).1

and secondly quoting #324:

"We must not, as these jackasses do, ask the Latin letters how to speak German;
but we must ask the mother in the home, the children on the street, the common
man in the market place, how this is done.  Their lips we must watch to see how
they speak, and then we must translate accordingly.  Then they will understand
us and notice that we are taking German with them" (emphasis added).2

To see the parallel in the recent quote, substitute "English speakers" for "Latin
letters", and substitute "Sign Language" for "German".

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Therefore, do not understand this Lectionary version as the only possible sign
order or as the only possible interpretation or as the only possible way that someone
can sign a concept, but understand that I made every attempt to put forth an
interpretation which, when someone signs it, the deaf people "will understand and
notice that we are taking sign with them."

You would properly call many parts of this Lectionary, especially the Old
Testament lessons, an adaptation of English.  I compared many versions in making this
Sign gloss.  Though this Editor does not claim to be a Greek or Hebrew scholar, I
translated the vast majority of the New Testament lessons from the Greek New
Testament.  Interestingly, I found that the Sign order often followed the order found
in the Greek, certainly more often than English ever does!  At times, I had to change the
standard verse order when glossed into Sign so the concept would clearly sign the
intended meaning.  Also, for clarity, I had to repeat some sections from earlier verses
or bring some sections forward from later verses.  To alert the signer, I attempted to
try to always place those sections in "[ ]".

There are three separate English voice volumes (two, four, and six) that accompany
the gloss tests.  While the gloss is signed, another person can voice as necessary.  If
no voice person is available, I assume then that no English voice is needed!  You should
never use the voice English text as a Sign text but only as a reverse interpretation
of the Signed version.  I did not attempt to maintain a good sign order when I wrote this
reverse interpretation nor did I make sure to omit all the deadly passives from that
version.  I did, however, make every attempt to also present a Scripturally correct
reverse interpretation of the Signed version, catching and omitting as many passives
as I could.

Finally, if you encounter any of my unintentional omissions, I would appreciate it if
you would bring them to my attention.  Additionally, if you have any improvements in
the sign order or choice of signs which could improve the sign clarity of any verse or
any improvements for a better English rendering in the reverse translation, I would
appreciate receiving those and I will consider them in later editions.  The three ring
binder format will make updates a very simple process.

In addition to Pastor Pokorny and my family, many Seminary students and many
brother Pastors aided in this endeavor by their helpful suggestions.  I have a great
appreciation in my heart for the patience and endurance of the members of Holy Cross
Lutheran Church for the Deaf, St. Louis, MO., who field tested the translations over
many, many years and helped put together the finished books.

It has been my experience over these many years that God's Word has become a word
that the deaf can finally see.  Even though the English language will continue as a
second language for most of the deaf, God's Word, when someone clearly translates
it into sign, is the same powerful and clear word that can also speak to hearts that
sign!  "On that day the deaf will hear the words written in a scroll" (Isaiah 29:18a)!  It
is my prayer that His Word will speak clearly to many more hearts and change their
lives into lives that follow, worship, and serve Jesus!

this letter and sent it to that church.  the letter continues: ]

9.   we can greatly thank god in the joy which inspires rejoicing in us

before god, wow!   yes, we give thanks back to him because of you!

12.  people will gather to zion's mountain!  there, they will shout with

rejoicing!  the people will gather there to enjoy the lord's good

things.  yes, they will enjoy freshly harvested grain, new wine and oil,

lambs and calves.  their life will be good just as a garden that is rain

watered exactly right!  never again will they become hungry and die!

13.  the virgin girls will enjoy dancing!  men, the young and the old both,

will be happy together!  their suffering, i will change to become joy! 

their sorrows are over and i will comfort them and give them joy!
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the second lesson is hebrews 2:10-18

10.  god made all things and they are here to serve him.  his actions were

proper to succeed in bringing his sons [and daughters] into glory.  yes,

he, [jesus,] is god's saving work beginner and finisher.  god caused his

suffering to perfect him, enabling him to bring all of them perfectly

into glory!

11.  he who could cause them to become holy and those who became holy

are both of one family!  therefore, he is willing to name them: brothers

[and sisters].  yes, and he is not ashamed to do that!

12.  he says: "i will announce, informing your name to my brothers [and

sisters]!  yes, i will sing your praise in worship with the whole

congregation!"

13.  again he says: "i will trust depending upon him!"  and again, [he  says]:

"look!  i am together with the children god has given me."

14a.  therefore, [jesus' death], he who has the same body of flesh and blood

that those children have, yes, his death is able to destroy that devil's

16.  he did not accept the body of an angel to help the angels.  oh no, but

he accepted the body, [the flesh and blood] of the family of abraham

45.  searching for him.  they couldn't find him, so again they went to

jerusalem to search for him.

46.  finally, 3 days later, they found him in the temple, sitting among the

teachers.  he listened to them and he questioned them.

47.  those people listening were astonished at his wise answers.

48.  when his parents saw him, they were puzzled!  his mother said to him:

"son!  why did you do this recent thing to us?  why?  your father and i

have been worried, searching for you!"

49.  he said to them:  "why were you searching for me?  you knew i must do

my father's things!  you knew that, right!"

50.  they didn't understand the meaning of the word he said to them!

51.  he left with them and they arrived again in nazareth.  he obeyed them. 

his mother carefully kept all these things that happened as memories

in her heart. 

52.  jesus grew up before god and the people's respect for him also grew. 

he grew in wisdom as he grew in stature.

11.  notice that the earth itself causes sprouts to grow.   yes, the dirt

causes those seeds planted in a row to grow.  in the same way, in the

presence of all people, the lord causes his righteous actions and

praise to happen there!

1.   i will help zion, and therefore, i can't stay silent until her righteous

actions finally spread like a shining light!  and i will also help

jerusalem, therefore, i can't rest until her savior burns brightly and

succeeds in saving people!

2.    those other peoples will see your righteous actions and all kings will

see your glory!  the mouth of the lord will give you a new name!

3.   we bless our lord jesus christ's god and father!  for in christ, there in

heaven, [ the father ] has already blessed us, yes, with every spiritual

blessing, wow!

4.   in christ, long ago before he established the world he chose us to live

before him holy and with no sin!  his love

5.   decided this, accepting us through christ jesus unto himself as adopted

sons [ and daughters ].  this agreed with the pleasure of will,

6.   succeeding to the praise of his glorious grace!  his grace came to us in

the one, [ jesus ], whom he loved!

15.  people have informed me, [ paul, ] of your faith in the lord jesus and

about your love for all his people!  therefore, i 

16.  have continued to thank god because of you, remembering you in my

prayers.  i tell god of your works

17.  and ask him, the glorious father of our lord jesus christ, to give you

the spirit of wisdom and revelation to enable you to know him better;

18.  i also pray that [ the spirit ] will inspire the eyes in your heart with his

light enabling you to know that hope.  it is to that hope that the spirit

itself there having fish, animals and every growing thing!  he gives

breath and spirit to the people walking over all the earth!  it is he who

says:

1.   "notice!  he is my servant!  i support him!  he is my chosen one!  he is my

great pleasure!   i have put my spirit upon him.  he will give fair and

right judgements to all people!

2.   "as he goes in the streets, he will not call out with a loud voice at all. 

3.   "the weakly growing stem he will never break!  and that weakly

burning flame of a candle, he will never put out!  he will always act

faithfully, bringing fair and right judgements to people!

4.   "he won't ever give up!  he will never waver, continuing until finally he

has established right and fair judgements all over the earth!"  this is

as the lord says.

6.   and the lord continues:  "i, the righteous lord call you in

righteousness!  i will hold your hand, supporting you!  you become my

promise which i give to all people...a light shinning on all other people

groups!

7.   "he will open blind eyes so they can see again!  he will save those bound

people and he will lead to freedom those who sit in terrible dark jails,

yes!"
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the second lesson is acts 10:34-38

34.  and peter opened his mouth and said: "i understand his truth:  god

doesn't consider one person better, oh no!

35.  "and god will accept each one, from what ever home country.  yes, god

will accept each and everyone honoring god and doing righteous 

36.  "things.  his word, he sent to the people of israel informing them that

those who have jesus christ in their heart can have peace.  yes, jesus

is

37a. "truly the lord of all!  you know what recently happened, beginning in

galilee and then the news spread all over judea... remember that john

[the baptizer] proclaimed baptism, and then

38a.  "jesus, whose home town was nazareth, came

37b.  "and john baptized him.

38b.  "god anointed him with the holy spirit and with power.  because god

was truly with him, he traveled all around doing good, healing those

whom the devil oppressed and controlled."

the gospel lesson is luke 3:15-17, 21-22

15.  now those people were expecting the christ to come, and they debated

this in their hearts thinking that perhaps john was the christ...

16.  john answered, telling them all: "you push sin away and turn to god

and i baptize you with water!  but later one will come and he is the

stronger one, yes!  i am not worthy to open his shoe strings, no!  he

will baptize you with the holy spirit and fire, yes!

17.  "he, [jesus], will hold the wheat rake in his hand ready to separate the

good wheat from that which is no good.  he will completely clean the

wheat area gathering the good wheat into his barn and burning the no

good parts with fire that will never go out!"

....

21.  later, when john was baptizing all the people, he also baptized jesus. 

as jesus was praying, heaven opened

22.  and the holy spirit came down like a dove, coming down upon him.  from

out of heaven which was open, a voice announced: "you are truly my

son that i love... i truly have great pleasure in you, wow!"

the first lesson is isaiah  62:1-5

1.   i will help zion, and therefore, i can't stay silent until her righteous

actions finally spread like a shining light!  and i will also help

jerusalem, therefore, i can't rest until her savior burns brightly and

succeeds in saving people!

2.    those other peoples will see your righteous actions and all kings will

see your glory!  the mouth of the lord will give you a new name!

3.    yes, you will become a glorious crown in the hand of the lord, a king's

crown in the hand of your god who continues to hold you!  wow!

4.    and from now on people will not say that you are "a forsaken one" or

say that your land is "an empty, no good land"... oh no!  but your name

will be hephzibah and your land's name: beulah, because you are the

lord's pleasure and he will marry your land!

5.   yes, just as that young man marries that virgin girl, so also will your

builder marry you!  and just as that recently married man rejoices

about his new wife, so also will your god greatly rejoice about you!
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the second lesson is 1  corinthians 12:1-11

1.   now, brothers [ and sisters ], i [ paul want you ] to understand spiritual

things and not to continue ignorant, oh no!

2.   before you belonged to those other peoples.  their false god idols had

no voices and they were still able to lead you astray!

3.   <therefore>, i inform you that when god's spirit is in someone, that one

can never say:  "jesus be cursed."  no!  and he himself can't say:  "jesus is

lord,"  except with the holy spirit in him. then, yes, he can [ say:  "jesus is

lord!" ]

4.   now understand that the grace gifts are many and different, yes, but

all of the same spirit!

5.   and you have various different abilities to serve, yes, but the same

lord!

6.   and in people different works are done but the same god does these

things in everything around and in all people.

7.   but the spirit gifts itself differently in each one so the spirit can best

be able to help all.

8.   the spirit gifts one with the ability to say words of wisdom;  the same

spirit gifts another one with the ability to know and understand

spiritual things;

9.   the same spirit gifts another with the ability to do powerful things of

faith and another with the ability to heal various sickness;

10.  and others are gifted: one enabled to cause powerful things to happen; 

one as a prophet;  one with the ability to know the different spirits in

people; one enabled to immediately speak other various languages; one

enabled to interpret those other languages.

11.  and all these recent things are all of that one same spirit who gifts

each one specially as the spirit decides!
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the gospel lesson is john  2:1-11

1.    in the area of galilee in the town of cana there was a wedding

celebration that happened on tuesday.  jesus' mother was there.

2.    they also invited jesus and his disciples to attend the wedding.

3.    now the wine had run out and jesus' mother told him: "they don't have

any wine."

4.    jesus said to her: "woman, why do you involve me in their problem?  my

hour has not yet begun!"

5.    his mother told those servants:  "do whatever he commands you to do."

6.    there were six water jars setting there that were needed for the

jewish religious washing and each one held around 20 to 30 gallons.

7.    jesus told those servants:  "fill all of them with water."   they filled

all those jars full of water.

8.    and he told them: "now dip a cup and take it to the banquet master of

ceremonies.  they obeyed and gave it to him.

9.    that water had now become wine and the banquet master of ceremonies

tasted it.  he didn't know but wondered where that wine had been hidden. 

those servants knew they recently had dipped water.  the banquet

master of ceremonies called the bridegroom

10.   and he told him: "other men first offer the good wine and when the

visitors have drunk that, they offer the lousy wine!  but not you!  you

reserved the good wine and offer it now!"

11.   this recent powerful wonderful thing was the first jesus caused to

happen.  it happened in the area of galilee, in the town of cana.  the

people saw his glory and faith in his followers trusted him!
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THE THIRD SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY
(English to speak while another signs)

the first lesson is isaiah 61:1-6

1.   the lord god anointed me and, therefore, the lord god's spirit is on me. 

he enables me to preach a word of grace to those poor people.  god

also sent and enabled me to proclaim healing to those down of heart;

freedom to those bound people; and to tell those in jail that their 

2.   prison door is open.  he enabled me to proclaim that this is the year

that the lord accepts all people, proclaiming that the day of our

god's revenge is over!  he enabled me to comfort any people who 

3.   grieve, yes, to comfort those grieving who live in zion!  instead of them

sitting in their ashes, he enables me to give them new clothes.  instead

of their grief, he enables me to give them the oil of joy.  and instead of

their heavy, depressed spirit, he enabled me to cover them with praise

clothes!  therefore, other people will know that they continue strong

in righteousness, as righteous trees that the lord god himself planted

people will see their glory as it is the lord's glory!"

4.   you will build again that city that people destroyed.  where long ago

destruction has continued through the generations, yes, there you will

build that city again, repairing it to become a beautiful city again.

5.   the people that you don't know will feed your sheep.  the sons of those

other people will come here, plow your fields and trim your vines.

6.   those people will name you: "priests of the lord" and they'll name you:

"the servants of our god"!  the riches that the people of other

countries have, those riches will feed you.  you will shine with their

glory!

the second lesson is 1 corinthians 12:12-21, 26-27

12.  just as a body is one but has many parts and as the many parts are

13.  joined together in one body, so also is christ.  yes, that one spirit

baptized us, joining us into one body together, joining together jewish

people, greek, slave and free people.  yes, the one same spirit he gives 

14.  us all to drink.   now a body is not one part only, no, but has many 

15.  parts. now suppose a foot says: "i am a foot, not a hand, therefore, i

don't belong to the body!"  though a foot may think that, that doesn't

mean 
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16.  it is disconnected from the body, no!  and suppose an ear says: "i am an

ear, not an eye, therefore, i don't belong to the body!"  though an ear

may think that, that doesn't mean it is disconnected from the body, no!

17.  suppose that the whole body was only one eye... how would it hear? 

or suppose the whole [body] was only an ear... how could it smell?

18.  but now God joins each body part making one body just as he wants.

19.  suppose all parts were the same body part.  where would the body be?

20.  yes, there are many body parts but one body!  and also understand 

21.  that an eye can't tell a hand: "i don't need you at all!"  no!  and the

head can't tell a foot: "i don't need you at all!" no!  ....

26.  when one body part suffers, all parts suffer with it!  when one body

part is honored, all parts celebrate with it!

27.  truly you are the body of christ, yes, parts joined into his one body.

the gospel lesson is luke 4:14-21

john the baptizer baptized jesus and after that he was there in the

desert tempted by the devil...

14.  jesus came into the area of galilee, inspired by the power of the spirit. 

all around the nearby areas, rumors spread wondering who he was.

15.  he entered their jewish churches and taught them and everyone

greatly 

16.  honored him.  now he came into the town of nazareth where his parents

lived and raised him.  as was his habit on each holy worship day, every

saturday, he entered the jewish church.  he stood so he could read...

17.  [the church servant] gave jesus the scroll of prophet isaiah, which he

rolled through until he found the verse where isaiah wrote saying:

18.  "the lord's spirit is on me, anointing me so i could preach the good news

to those poor people.  and god sent me so i could proclaim.   yes, he

enabled me to proclaim freedom to those bound people in jail and to 

19.  "proclaim sight again to those blind people.  he enabled me to proclaim

that this is the year that the lord will accept all people, yes he will!"

20.  now jesus rolled the scroll closed, gave it to the church servant and

he sat down.  every eye in the jewish church was on him

21. and he said to them:  "while you listened to the recent scripture lesson,

since, now  and from now on, [ the Father ] has truly accomplished it!"
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THE FOURTH SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY
(English to speak while another signs)

the first lesson is jeremiah  1:4-10

jeremiah the prophet said:

4.   the lord's word came and informed me, saying:

5.   "i made you while you were in your mother's womb!  before that, i

already knew you.  yes, before your birthday, my holiness already

touched you and i ordained you as prophet to preach to those people."

6.   then i answered saying:  "oh no, lord god, oh no!  truly i am young! 

notice also that i can't speak!"

7.   but the lord told me: "don't say that you're young!  for truly,

wherever i send you, there you will go to all those places.  yes,

whatever words i command you to tell, those same words you will 

8.   "tell those people!  don't be afraid to face them, because i am with you! 

9.    i will save you!"  says the lord!  now the lord's hand touched my mouth

and the lord told me: "watch!  i place my word into your mouth!

10.  "notice that today i establish you to rule people and kingdoms!   you

will have the authority to pull things up by the roots.  you're able to

pull over tall things!   you can destroy and throw away!  you can

build and plant!

the second lesson is 1 corinthians 12:27 - 13:13

27.  truly you are the body of christ, yes, parts joined into his one body.

28.  in the church, god first establishes apostles; second, [he establishes]

prophets... third, teachers... next miracle workers [able to cause

powerful things to happen]... next those with the healing gift so they

can heal others... [next] those who help others... [next] those who can

manage things... [last] those who can speak various languages.

29.  all aren't apostles, no!  all aren't prophets, oh no!  all aren't

teachers and all aren't miracle workers, oh no!

30.  all don't have the gift to heal or can speak in various languages or

can serve as an interpreter of those languages, no!

31.  and yes, eagerly desire the next higher gift in priority.  that's all

right, but i [paul] now inform you of the most wonderful way:
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13:

1.   suppose that i could speak in all the languages that people or angels

have but i didn't have god's love...  what am i like?  i am only like a noisy

bell or a noisy cymbal!  it's true!

2.   suppose that i proclaimed a prophetic word or could understand deep

things or had all knowledge or had great faith so i could throw down

that mountain... but i had not god's love!  then what am i?  i'm an

insignificant nothing myself!

3.   if i use all my things to feed others and my body is offered as a burnt

sacrifice, but i don't have god's love, then my profit is nothing!

4.   god's love is patient.  his love is kind!  his love isn't jealous or boastful

of itself and has no pride in itself at all!

5.   god's love doesn't insult other people nor does it want to serve itself,

oh no!  it is not quick to become angry and [his love] won't continue to

remember past evil happenings!

6.   [his love] won't rejoice in the wrongs that happen, but will rejoice with

the truth!

7.   god's love cherishes all things, believes in all things, hopes all things

and endures all things!

8.   the places where prophetic words are announced... those will end! 

other languages will dissolve-away!  knowledge will become

unimportant... but, no matter, god's love will never fail!

9.   now only in part do we know...this is true!  and now only in part can

our prophetic words proclaim!

10.  but when god's perfection touches us, we won't know just part, but we

will know all!

11.  before, when i was a baby, i spoke baby words, thought baby thoughts

and made baby decisions...  but when i grew up into a man, i stopped

acting as a baby acts...

12.  truly now we see a murky story in a murky mirror... but then we will

see face to face!  now we know some but later we will know all just

as he knows everything in all!

13.  now these 3 continue:  faith, hope and god's love!  of these three, the

greatest is the third, god's love!
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the gospel lesson is luke 4:21-32

21.  and he, [jesus] said to them: "while you listened to the recent scripture

lesson that recent lesson came true!"

22.  all of them said good words in support of him... saying that his mouth

could proclaim such smooth and beautiful words of grace.  this truly

surprised them for they said: "this man is joseph's son, right?"

23.  he said to them: "you will tell me that old quote: 'doctor, heal

yourself!' and 'we heard about the things that you did the area of

capernaum and we want you to do the same things here in your home

country!'"

24.  and he [jesus] continued: "truly i tell you that the people of a

prophet's home area will not accept that prophet there.  this is true

about every prophet!

25.  "i inform you the truth!  long ago, during the [prophet] elijah's life, it

happened that [god] shut the sky [and there was no rain] for 3 years

and 6 months.  over all the country of israel was a terrible, terrible

hunger!   and yes, many widows lived in the country of israel,

26.  "but god didn't send elijah to any of those widows!  oh no, but god sent

him to that woman, a widow of the town of zarephath in the area of

sidon.

27.  "and long ago, [at another time,] during the life of the prophet elisha,

there were many lepers living in the country of israel!  yes, this is true,

but he healed none to become clean except he healed naaman whose

country was syria!"

28.  now when the jewish church people heard his words, great anger

inspired them all, wow!

29.  the group forced him, pushing him out of the city!  their city was

established on a hill with a cliff.  they led him there and their plan was

to throw him off the cliff!

30.  but he walked back, going right through the people.

31.  he went to that city named capernaum in the area of galilee.  on each

saturday, [each holy day], he taught the people.

32.  his teaching truly amazed them because his words truly had authority!
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THE FIFTH SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY
(English to speak while another signs)

the first lesson is isaiah 6:1-8

1.    when king uzziah died, during that year, i, isaiah, saw the lord sitting on

a throne exalted there!  the train of his [robe] filled the temple!

2.    there above me were two seraphim, each with six wings: two wings

covered the face, two wings covered the feet, and with two wings the

seraph flew.

3.    they called to each other saying: "holy holy holy is the lord, the

almighty one!  his glory is all over the earth!"

4.    at the sound of their voice, the temple door posts greatly shook and

smoke filled the house of the [temple]!

5.    now i, isaiah, said: "my eyes have seen the king there, the lord almighty

and so i am destroyed.  yes, that is terrible against me because truly i

am a man with unclean lips living among people of unclean lips!  i've

seen that and it will destroy me!"

6.    one seraph flew to the altar and, with tongs, took a hot coal from

the altar.  he now flew to me and

7.    with the hot coal, he touched my mouth and he said:  "see, this hot coal

has touched your mouth!  your guilt is taken away and your sin debt is

paid!"

8.    then i heard the lord's voice saying: "who can i send? ... who is  willing

to go serve for us?"  and i answered: "me!  here i am!  send me!  yes, you

can send me!"

12b.  because you are eager wanting spiritual gifts, seek to have the

spiritual gift that best enables you to encourage and support the

church!

13.  if someone speaks in a different language, he should pray that god

gifts him with the ability to interpret!

14.  if i pray in another language, my spirit prays, yes, but my mind remains

uninvolved completely and in no way can benefit me!

15.  therefore what do i do?  with my spirit i will pray and also i will pray

with my mind.  with my spirit i will sing and also i will sing with my mind.

16.  suppose that with a spiritually gifted [language] you praise god and

one is seated with others who don't understand you.  now you have

given thanks to god but how can that other person say the "amen"...

how?

17.  it is good that you give thanks, but it does not help, support or

encourage that other person at all!

18.  you and i can [speak other languages] and i thank god that i can speak

in many other languages more than you can!

19.  but during church, ten thousand words in other languages are worth

nothing and so i prefer that my mind speaks five words with which i can

teach those people!

20.  brothers [and sisters]: don't think childish thoughts.  when evil

thoughts appear then consider those as a baby thinks, [not doting on

those evil thoughts].  yes, grow up in your thinking and think as an

adult!
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the gospel lesson is luke 5:1-11

1.    now [jesus] stood near lake gennesaret, speaking god's word.  the

crowd of people, wanted so much to hear him that they gathered

closer, pushing very close to him.

2.    he saw two boats there waiting on the shore but the fisherman were

not in them.  they were up the shore, washing their nets.

3.    one boat belonged to simon and [jesus] entered it, asking peter to push

it out a little from shore.  he stood in the boat, teaching the people.

4.    later, when he finished speaking, he said to simon: "row your boat to

the deep water there and cast out your nets to pull in fish."

5.    simon answered:  "lord, we worked hard all night and caught no fish

at all!  but ok, because you tell me to do it, i will cast the nets out."

6.    they rowed the boat out and cast the nets.  they pulled in so many fish

that their nets began to tear!

7.    they motioned for their friend workers to come in the other boat.  they

rowed the boat out to help.  they filled both boats with fish, so many

in fact that both boats were on the verge of sinking!

9.    now when peter and all of them saw the fish they pulled in, they were

seized with amazement.

8.    and simon peter, seeing this, knelt before jesus and said: "lord, leave

from me for i am truly a sinful man!"

10.  those two son's of zebedee, james and john, were friend workers with

simon.  now jesus told simon:  "don't be afraid!  from now on you will

catch living people!"

11.  then those three rowed the boats back to the shore, left the boats

and left everything and followed him!
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THE SIXTH SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY
(English to speak while another signs)

the first lesson is jeremiah  17:5-8

5.   the lord says: "if that man's trust depends on people... and his strength

depends on the strength of his own body... and his heart does not

attend the lord but attends himself, then he surely is damned!

6.   "he is like that tree growing in a dry area.  he overlooks the good and

does not see it.  he lives in that hot, dry area where the ground is hard

and it is empty and salty... no one can live there except his home is

7.   "there!  now when that man trusts the lord god and his confidence is in

the lord, then he is truly a blessed man!

8.   "he is like that tree growing near the river!  its roots spread down to

the water.  later, he doesn't fear the hot day and the tree's green

leaves continue!  he doesn't worry when a dry year comes when there is

no rain... oh no!  for just like that tree, he continues to have fruit!"

the second lesson is 1 corinthians 15:12, 16-20

12.  but now christ died and the father rose him again which is just as our

proclamation informs you!  now how can some among you say that it is

impossible for dead people to rise again!  how can he say that, how? 
....

16.  now if dead people can't rise again, it means therefore, that christ

could not raise again!

17.  and if christ didn't rise again, it means that your faith is truly

worthless and that your sin continues to be your sin.

18.  if this is true, then you will die just as those people who have trusted

christ and are now asleep in their graves... [for if christ didn't rise

again], then those people are dead, period!

19.  also if our hope is christ, [and if he didn't rise again,] then our hope is

only hope during this life and so, yes, pity all people, but pity us the

20.   most!  but understand... yes, christ died and the father rose him again. 

it's true!  he is like the first fruit... first, he rose again and later, those

people who have trusted christ and are now asleep in their graves,

later, they will rise again, they will, yes!
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the gospel lesson is luke 6:17-26

jesus chose the 12 followers and they were with him in the hills...

17.  now they came down to the flat area.  he stood there before a great

crowd of his followers.  also there was a tremendous group of other

people.  they had gathered from all over the area of judea, from

jerusalem and from two towns, type and sidon, from the country near

the sea. 

18.  they all gathered to him wanting to listen to his words and wanting

him to heal any of their people who were sick!  and he also healed the

ones suffering from devil spirits inside of them that persecuted them.

19.  the crowd of people all tried to touch him because his great power

spread from him and truly healed them all.

20.  then his eyes looked at his followers and said: "poor people are truly

blessed because god's kingdom belongs to them!

21.  "hungry people are truly blessed ones because god will satisfy them! 

people who now cry are truly blessed ones for they will laugh!

22.  "when people hate you, reject you and insult you, doing things against

you like you have a bad name... know that they are against you because

you know the son of man... and also know you are truly blessed!

23.  "on the day when [they are against you], you can celebrate and jump

with joy because you can look there to heaven and see that gift which

will later be yours.  also understand that their fathers long ago did

the same against the prophets as they now do against you...

24.  "but now to you who are rich here... i [jesus] say a warning to you,

yes... understand that your comfortable life you now have means later

you will have no comfort!  and to you people who are now fully

satisfied with full stomachs... i say a warning to you, yes, for in the

future you will truly hunger!

25.  "and to you who now laugh... i say a warning to you, for in the future

you will endure terrible grief!

26.  "if all people say words of praise like you do well... i [jesus] warn you

because they are doing just as their fathers did.  their fathers praised

and spoke well of the false prophets of long ago!"
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THE SEVENTH SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY
(English to speak while another signs)

the first lesson is genesis 45:3-8, 15

3.   joseph said to his brothers: "i am joseph.  is my father still alive?"  but

his brothers could not answer because they were terrified being in his

presence.

4.   now joseph said to them: "please come closer."  when they had come

closer, he told them: "yes, i am your brother, joseph, the same one you

sold to become a slave in egypt.

5.   "but now don't worry or be angry with yourselves.  it was god who

sent me here so i could save your lives.

6.   "for two years now it has been dry and no food could grow.  this will

continue for five more years with no plowing or harvesting.

7.   "but first, god put me here to support and save a small group of his

family here on earth.  he will truly save your lives, he will.

8.   "therefore, understand that you did not send me here.  it was god that

sent me here!  he has established me like a father to the egypt king. 

yes, as lord i rule his house.  he also established me as ruler over all

the country of egypt!"

....

15.  now he kissed his brothers and cried with them.  then, his brothers

talked with him.
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the second lesson is 1 corinthians 15:35-38, 42-50

35.  but now someone will say: "how is it that dead people raise again...

how?"  and  "when they would come forth, what will their body be 

36.  like... what?" the one saying this is a foolish man!  suppose that you

plant a seed, sowing it into the ground... it will not grow and live

unless  first it dies!

37.  so also the seed that is sown and the plant that grows do not have

the same body.  no, the seed is sown as a seed only, like perhaps wheat

or any other seed.  it does not matter which seed,

38.  each seed grows into the body that god wants to give it.  yes, each

different seed grows into the different body that god gives it.

 ....

42.  this is as it is when dead people rise again.  the sinful body is put into

the grave like a seed is sown into the ground.  later that body will

rise again, holy and perfect, a pure body.

43.  a shameful body is put in the grave like a seed is sown into the ground! 

it rises again, a great and glorious body!  a weak body is put in the

grave like a seed is sown into the ground, only later to rise as a 

44.  strong body.  a natural body is put in the grave like a seed is sown

into the ground!  it rises again a spiritual body!  if there is a natural

body here, also understand that there must be a spiritual body too!

45.  as it is written in the bible saying:  "long ago, the first man, adam, with

god in him became a living soul."  with the last adam, [jesus], with god in

him becomes a life giving spirit.

46.  but the spiritual body isn't first.  no, the natural body is first

followed by the spiritual body!

47.  it was with the soil of the earth that he formed the body of the first

man.  later, he gave the second man, [jesus], a heavenly body.

48.  the same body from the soil of the earth is the same body we all have. 

the heavenly body he has will be the body people will have when they

go to heaven.

49.  the exact same image of that earthly man is the image that we have

had.   but, later, the exact image of that heavenly man is the image we

50.   will have in the future!  my brothers [and sisters], i, [paul], tell you

that flesh and blood can not inherit the kingdom of god nor can a

sinful body inherit a holy eternal body!

35.  "but now [with god's love in you,] you will love your enemies.  you will

do good, serving others and lend with no expectation of being paid

back.  then later, there in heaven, your gift will be truly great and

you will truly be children of the most high god.  yes, he is kind to all

people, no matter that they are unthankful and evil!

36.  "you must be merciful to others as your father is merciful to you!

37.  "don't judge others and god won't have any judgement against you at

all!  don't condemn others and god won't have any condemnation

against you at all.  you must forgive them and god will forgive you!

38.  "exactly as you give to them [god] will give to you... but that will be

pressed down, shaken and more added to overflowing, given in your

heart.  understand that just as you give to them, [god] will give to

you."

of that mountain is called pisgah.  opposite the mountain is the town of

jericho.  now moses walked up the mountain and the lord showed him all

of that large country.  he could see far up north to gilead and the 

2.   area of dan. he could see the area of naphtali including the areas of

ephrain and manasseh.  he could see the area of judah as far as the 

3.   western sea.  moses could also see the negev, the jericho valley and

the city of jericho.  that city's famous as the city of palm trees.   he 

4.   could also see south to the area of zoar.  now the lord said to

[ moses ]: "that whole country, the same country i long ago promised

while depending on my own honor... that country i promised to give to

abraham, isaac, and jacob when i said: 'this whole country i will give to

your future children!'  [ moses ], i will allow your eyes to look at it,

yes, but not to enter it!"

5.   now moses, the servant of the lord, died there in the area of moab as 

6.   the lord before had said.  he buried him there in a valley in the area of

moab across from the town of beth peor!  but no one knows where his

7.    grave is. moses was 120 years old when he died!  his eyes, however, 

8.   could still see clearly!  his body continued strong!  the children of

israel grieved and cried for moses for 30 days there in the flat area of

moad.  then the period of crying and mourning for moses ended.

9.   now the spirit inspired the son of nun named joshua, giving him wisdom

because moses had before laid hands up him.  now, just as the lord had

commanded moses, the children of israel obeyed and followed joshua!

10.  ever since moses, there has never been another prophet of israel the

same as him!  he alone knew the lord face to face!  he alone did the

11. lord's great, amazing and wonderful things that the lord sent him to do

to the country of egypt, against that king and against his officers.

12.  all the people of israel saw moses do great, powerful things and

actions... no other person has ever done things as moses did.
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the second lesson is 2 corinthians 4:3-6

3.   now is our good story that we announce about jesus hidden?  oh no! 

however, it does continue hidden in the hearts of those who will die!

4.   yes, they are without faith because that god that controls the world

here has blinded their minds so they don't see the good story of christ's

glory that we inform.  they are blind and don't see him.  he is 

5.   the image of the true God.  we never proclaim ourselves but [we

proclaim] jesus christ as the true lord!  we proclaim ourselves as your

slaves because we can then serve jesus.

6.   and so god said: "a light will come and shine through the darkness that

is all around."  that light shines in us, enlightening us to know the

glory of god, the glory we see there in the face of christ.

the gospel lesson is luke  9:28-36

28.  when jesus had finished talking, about 8 days later, he decided he

wanted to go and pray.  he led peter, james and john with him up the 

29a.  mountain.  while he was deep in prayer peter and the other two with 

32a.  him couldn't stay awake. while he prayed, his face changed, 

29b.  appearing different, and his clothes were gleaming white like 

30.  lightening! and look, there were two other men standing there talking 

31.   with jesus! they were moses and elijah!  they appeared in the glory of

[ heaven ] and the three of them talked about jesus' plan to go to

jerusalem.  they talked about his exodus, [ leading slave people free ], 

32b. that he would accomplish there.  now those three woke up fully and

saw [ jesus ] standing there with those other two men in shining glory.

33.  and when those two with jesus were leaving, peter said to jesus: "it is

good that the three of us are now here!  allow us to make three tents

34.  talking,  a cloud came and covered all around them.  when the cloud

listen to his word!"  when the voice went away, they saw jesus alone

(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is deuteronomy 26:5-10

5.   now you will proclaim before the lord your god, saying:  "in the past

my father was an armenian man.  he traveled around with his family and

they were few in number.  he traveled and arrived in the country of

egypt.  there, his family became great in number, a very great and 

6.   "powerful group!   but the egyptian people persecuted us and caused

our life to be terrible with great suffering, forcing us to work hard as 

7.   "slaves.  but then we called to the lord god, the same god that our

fathers worshiped, and he heard our call.  he saw our suffering, hard 

8.   "work and oppression and so the lord stretched out his arm causing

terrible things to happen against egypt.  he did things that showed us

that he was truly god, the one who could do great and wonderful

things!  the lord reached down and lead us with his hand, carrying us 

9.   "to freedom, bringing us here to this place, this country that he gave

us, yes to this country, where milk and honey flows!

10.  "and now lord... from the farm land that you gave me which grows a

harvest of fruit, the first fruits of the harvest i bring and give to

you!"  after you say the recent things, put your fruits before the lord

your god and worship him, bowing before him.

the second lesson is romans 10:8-13

8.   but [ god's book ] says what?  it says that the word is near you, in your

heart, making ready your mouth to speak.  yes, that word is the same 

9.   word of faith that we proclaim:  with your mouth you proclaim that

jesus is lord;  in your heart is faith that knows he died and that god

raised him again... when this is the faith in you, then he will truly save 

10.  you.   for a heart believes into righteousness and a mouth announces

faith into salvation.

11.  this is as the holy writing says:  "when he has faith that depends on

god, no one will be able to shame him in any way."
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12.  it makes no difference if the people are jewish or of other groups of

people!  all have the exact same lord ruling them.  everyone who

prays, depending on god, he will, as riches, come into those same ones.

13.  yes, truly everyone, praying, depending on the name of the lord, he will

save those same ones!

the holy gospel is luke 4:1-13

1.   now jesus, greatly inspired by the holy spirit, left from the river

jordan.

2.   the spirit led him into the desert.  now for 40 days, the devil tempted

[ jesus ].  he had nothing to eat during those 40 days and when they 

3.   were over, he was hungry.  now that devil came and said to him: "if you

are god's son, then command that rock to become bread!"  

4.   jesus answered him saying: "it is already written saying: 'people don't

live depending on bread alone, oh no!'"

5.   now he led him up to stand on a high place and in a moment of time he

showed him all the many kingdoms of the people of the world and the

6.  devil said to him: "i will give you the authority that allows you to rule

all those kingdoms and give you all that glory.  i can give this because

[ god ] gave all that to me and , yes, i can give it to anyone i want,

7.  "therefore, if you worship before me, all that will be yours!"

8.   jesus answered him, saying: "it is already written saying: 'worship the

lord your god and you must serve him alone!"

9.   now he led him to the roof of the temple in jerusalem, placing jesus

there on the roof and the [ devil ] said to him: "if you are god's son, then

jump down... throw yourself off the roof.  yes, you can do this,

10. "for it is already written saying: 'he will command his angels that they

zealously care for you.  they will protect you, carrying

11.  "'you in their hands, not allowing your foot to trip over a stone.'"

12.  jesus answered, saying to him: "[ god's book ] says: "you must not tempt

the lord your god!"

13.  when the devil had finished every possible temptation, he left jesus,

awaiting another opportunity to tempt him later.

the first lesson is jeremiah 26:8-15

8.   now the lord commanded jeremiah to tell the recent things to the

people, yes, to tell the people all of god's words.  when he finished, the

people, the priests and the prophets all grabbed him saying: 

9.   "truly, you must die!  why, as a prophet of the lord's name, have you

spoken words against this house and city?  why do you say this temple

will become as shiloh?  why do you say that this city will become empty,

a place where no people will live?   why do you say these things?"  and

all the people gathered into the lord's house and were all very much

against jeremiah!

10.  now the rulers of the country of judah were there in the king's house. 

they heard about what just happened.  they left that king's house and

entered the lord's house, sitting in their rightful place at the gate

called "the new gate".  that gate is one entrance into the lord's house.

11.  the priests and the prophets told the rulers and told all the people:

"you must judge this man.  he must die because he speaks prophet words

against this city, words that the people's own ears have heard!"

12.  now jeremiah told the rulers and all the people, saying: "the reason

the lord sent me here was to say all the prophet words against this

house and against this city... yes, all of those words you have all now 

13.  "heard!  now, therefore, you must change the plan your life follows

and change your actions.   from now on you must obey the lord your

god!  the lord's plan of destruction against you is just as i have

proclaimed!  you must change and the lord will not do this things that 

14.  "he plans!  but now, i am here and your hands control me.  you can do

against me whatever you think is a good and proper.  i will accept your

15.  "decision.  but understand clearly!  if you kill me, then you will bring

innocent blood against yourselves, against this city, and against all

who live in this city because the lord truly sent me, commanding me to

say all the recent words just as you have heard!"
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the second lesson is philippians 3:17 - 4:1

17.  brothers [and sisters]... now you must become copiers of my life,

following it!  notice the lives of those people who live just as our lives

18.  have already showed you.  but those others walk and follow a life of

which i have often told you and again now, with tears, i warn and tell

you... they live as enemies against the cross of christ!

19.  their end is that destruction because their god is their stomach god

and their only glory is their shameful life!  their minds constantly dote

on

20.  earthy things!   but we are not like that!  we belong to our home

country and that country is truly heaven.  we eagerly await the

21.  coming of our savior, the lord jesus christ, yes, he will come and his

power will change our weak earthly bodies to become just like his

glorious body!  his powerful action will succeed to rule all things!

4:1. so also you are my true brothers [and sisters], as you are the friends

that i love and want to see.  yes, you are my crown and joy, but you

must continue to stand, living in our lord jesus as his dear friends.

the holy gospel is luke 13:31-35

31.  in the same hour that jesus finished saying the recent things, a group of

pharisees came and told him: "you must leave this place and go there

because herod wants to kill you!"

32.  he told them: "you go tell that fox [herod] to watch me.  today and

tomorrow i work casting out devils from in people and healing them! 

yes, i work today and tomorrow and on the third day the goal of my

work will be perfectly finished!"

33.  "but no matter that he plans to kill me... today, tomorrow, and the

third day, i must travel and work, arriving in jerusalem because a

prophet can't die in another town except in jerusalem!

34.  "jerusalem!  jerusalem!  you kill the prophets and you stone to death

those that [god] sent to help you.  just as that bird gathers her baby

birds under her wing, so also have i wanted so often to gather your

children!   but you didn't want to come to me at all!

35.  "now look at your house that is left here... it is empty and not an

important house!  truly i tell you that you will not see me again until

you say:  that one is the lord's name coming to meet you!"
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THE THIRD SUNDAY IN LENT
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is exodus 3:1-8a, 10-15

1.   now moses was watching the flock of sheep that belonged to jethro,

his father in law.  jethro was also a priest of the country of midian. 

the sheep followed moses as he walked.  he went far across the desert

arriving at god's mountain called horeb.

2.   he noticed a bush that was on fire.  the fire did not burn up the bush

because the angel of the lord appeared in that bush.

3.   now moses was [curious] and said: "that is a strange thing, a burning

bush that doesn't burn up.  why is that?  i will go and see."

4.   now when the lord saw that moses came to investigate, the lord

called from in the bush, saying:  "moses... moses..."  and he said: "i am

here."

5.   the lord said: "stop!  don't come any closer.  remove your shoes so

your feet are bear feet because the ground on which you stand is holy

ground!"

6.   he also said: "i am god, the same one that your father worshiped; the

same god abraham worshiped; the same god isaac worshiped and the

same god jacob worshiped."  moses immediately covered his face

because he was afraid to look upon god.

7.   now the lord said: "my people are now living there in the country of

egypt... i have heard their cries because those slave masters oppress

them and force them to do hard work.

8a.  "i know their sorrows and so i came here to save them.  yes,

from now on those egyptian hands won't rule them...  i will save them,

bringing them to that country, that good and large country flowing

with milk and honey.

....
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10.  "now you, [moses], yes, i send you to go to that egyptian king.  you can

bring my children of israel out of egypt to a free life."

11.  but moses said to god: "who am i to go to that the egyptian king?  what

will enable me to bring the children of israel out of egypt?  who am i ?"

12.  and god said: "truly, i will be with you.  your proof that i sent you will

be that you will succeed and bring the people out of egypt.  you will

arrive here to serve and worship me here at this mountain.  that will be

your proof."

13.  now moses said to god: "suppose i do go to the children of israel ... and

suppose i tell them that the same god which your past fathers

worshipped has sent me to you... and suppose they ask me: 'what is his

name?'  then what do i answer?"

14.  god told moses: "i am the same as i am", yes, tell the children of israel: 'i

am has sent me to you.'"

15.  god also said to moses: "you tell the children of israel: 'god sent me

here to help you.  yes, he is the lord god whom your past fathers

worshiped.  he is the same god abraham worshiped, the same god isaac

worshiped and the same god jacob worshiped!'  i am is my eternal name

which people will remember as it continues to be passed down through

the generations!
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the second lesson is 1st corinthians 10:1-13

1.    brothers [and sisters]... i don't want you to continue in ignorance.   no,

but i want you to understand... our past fathers [traveled in the

desert] under that cloud and passed through the sea.

2.   he baptized them into moses as followers, baptized them in the cloud

3.   that covered them and in the sea.   they all ate the same spiritual food!

4.   they all drank the same spiritual drink.  they drank the water from

that spiritual rock that followed them [as they traveled].  that rock

was truly christ.

5.   but god did not find pleasure and was not happy with most of them.  

therefore, their many dead bodies lay all over the desert!

6.   they continually desired and doted on those terrible evil things.   what

happened to them is a story in history to teach us not to continually 

7.   desire or dote on those things.  understand another historical story... 

some of the people worshiped idols as it is written down already

saying:  "the people sat around, eating and drinking and then jumped up

to have an idolatrous pleasure party."  you [learn from that story]

8.   not to be idol worshipers as they were!  understand another historical

story... another part of the people had intercourse with any other

people with whom they wanted to have intercourse.  in one day, 23

thousand fall dead... wow!  23 thousand!   you [learn from that story]

not to have intercourse with just anyone you want as did they!

9.   still understand another historical story... some of the people

deceived the lord, tempting him, and snakes came and destroyed them. 

you [learn from that story] not to deceive the lord, tempting him as

they tempted him!

10.  and understand another historical story...  part of the people

gossiped and complained and the destroyer angel came and destroyed

them!  you [learn from that story] not to gossip and complain as they

11.   did. god shows us these recent historical stories of terrible things

happening against those people.  he has written them down because he

wants to warn and encourage us to live right as people living during

the times of the end.
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12.  yes, if someone thinks he is strong enough to stand himself... be careful! 

it is easy for him to fall!

13.  each temptation that grabs you is the same that has tempted all

people who have ever lived.  but you can trust god.  he acts to help

and he will help.  yes, he knows the limit of your endurance and will

not allow temptation above that limit.  but as that temptation comes,

he will open that way of escape, so you can overcome that temptation.

the holy gospel is luke 13:1-9

1.   when [jesus] finished saying these things, a group informed him about this

story:  some people from galilee were making [animal] sacrifices.  while

they did that, pilate killed them, mixing their blood with the animal

blood.

2.   [jesus] answered them, saying: "compare those people with all the

people in galilee!  do you think they were worse sinners so they had to

suffer these recent things that happened against them?

3.   "no, i tell you that you must push sin away and turn to god.  if you

refuse then you will also die as they did.

4.   "now those 18 people who lived in siloam... compare them with all the

people who live in the city of jerusalem... do you think their debt was

worse and therefore that tower fell and killed them?

5.   "no, i tell you that you must push sin away and turn to god.  if you

refuse then you will also die as they did."

6.   now he told them a story that taught about a heavenly truth...  he

said:  "that man had vineyard farm area where he also grew a fig tree. 

when he came looking for fruit on that tree, he found none at all.

7.   "and he told the vineyard servant: 'for 3 years now i have come looking

for fruit on that tree and have found none!  again now i find none!   so

chop it down!  it is also ruining that ground.'

8.   "but the [servant] answered him, saying: 'now leave that tree for one

more year and allow me to dig around the tree and feed it.

9.   then let's see what happens... if later it succeeds and has fruit... fine!  if

it has no fruit, you can chop it down.
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THE FOURTH SUNDAY IN LENT
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is isaiah 12:1-6

1.   on a future day, you will say: "i will praise the lord!  your anger was

against me in the past, yes, but now you have taken and thrown your

anger from me and you comfort me!

2.   "god, you truly are my savior whom i trust!  i will not be afraid at all. 

the lord, yahweh, is truly my strength, my song and my savior coming 

3.   "to save me!  therefore you can draw water from that well.   yes, that

water can save people, and you can drink that water with rejoicing!"

4.   on a future day, you will say: "give thanks to the lord!  call upon his

name!  you can proclaim to other people that it is his work that

succeeds among you.  and you can proclaim his name to them and they

will exalt it.

5.   "sing in worship of the lord because he has succeeded in doing truly

great and glorious things!  inform the people over all the earth about 

6.   "the great things he does.  you people of zion, [his people]:  'shout with

loud voices!  sing with rejoicing!   yes, for israel's holy one is great

and wonderfully exalted among you!"

the second lesson is  1st corinthians 1:18-31

18.  now consider the two groups:  in one group are those people whose

future it is to die in hell.  the other group are the people that he has

saved and that group includes us... now consider the story of jesus'

cross that we announce... that first group says that the cross is

nothing but foolishness, but we say it is truly god's power!

19.  as it was written long ago saying: "i will destroy the wisdom of those

wise people!  i will frustrate those intelligent people so they can't

succeed at all!

20.  where is the wise man?  where is the brilliant student?  where is the

philosopher, the wise debater of this world?  it makes no difference

who or where they are!   for god causes their wisdom that is of this

world to become foolishness!
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21.  this world's wisdom can't lead people to know god.   yes, it is god's

wisdom that has caused that to happen!  the [cross] which we proclaim

and preach...  the [cross] which the worldly group says is foolishness... 

but it truly pleases god that he can save people who have faith that

believe in the power of the cross!

22.  the jewish [people] demand to see miracles for proof.  those other

peoples seek wisdom here on earth.

23.  but we proclaim christ, the one whom people crucified.   yes, we

proclaim him, a stumbling block over whom the jewish people stumble. 

and other people think he, [jesus,] is himself a foolish one!

24.  but you know that truly christ is god's power and god's wisdom.  yes,

you, the one group that god made by calling the jews and the other

25.  people together into one group.  for, if you compared a foolish thing of

god, you would find that thing wiser than any wisdom of any person! 

yes, and if you compared god's weakest thing, you would find that thing

is itself stronger than the strongest thing of any person!

26.  now brothers [and sisters], consider who you were when god called

you... not many of you were wise as the world understands wisdom... oh

no!  not many of you were important powerful people here nor were

many of you children born into a king's family... oh no!

27.  but god chose you, the foolish things of the world, to shame the wise

ones of the world!  and god chose you, the world's weak things, to

shame the strong things of the world!

28.  and god used the unimportant things of the world... the things the

world hates, the nothing things... god used those to cancel the things

that people say are the real things.  god caused those things to 

29.  accomplish nothing!  therefore no one can boast before god!  no,

30.  for you exist in christ jesus only because of god's action!  our wisdom

is christ.  he is god's wisdom who has come here.  he is our righteous

cover!  he is our holiness!  he is our savior, having paid the debt to god

to buy us as god's friends again!

31.  therefore, it is true as it was written saying:  "you can boast only in

the success of the lord!"
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the holy gospel is luke 15:1-3, 11-32

1.   all the tax collectors and sinners gathered near to listen to [jesus].

2.  the two groups, the pharisees and the law teacher writers, both

complained and, in whispers, said to each other:  "that man welcomes

sinners and he eats with them!"

3.   now [jesus] told them a story that informed of a heavenly truth.  he

said:

....

11.  that man had two sons, 

12.  an older son and a younger.  the younger son said to his father:

"father,  my part of your things which i would later inherit, give me my

half now!"  the father divided everything he now had in life, giving half

to each one.

13.  a few days later, after the younger son had gathered all his things, he

left.  he traveled to that far country and there he wasted his things

in wild sinful pleasure living.

14.  now he had spent all this things and it happened at that same time that

there was a terrible hunger all over that country.  people did not

have enough food to eat and he needed someone to help him.

15.  he needed work and went to one person of that country who accepted

him to become one of his farm workers!  he sent him to feed the pigs on

his farm.

16.  he wished someone would allow him to fill his stomach with the pods

that the pigs ate but no one gave him any of that food.

17.  finally, a reasonable thought appeared in his mind saying: "the servant

workers that my father has, they all have bread enough to eat!  but

here there is not enough and i will starve to death!

18.  "i will stand up and travel back to my father and i will say: 'father, i

have sinned against heaven and before you!

19.  "'from now on, i am unworthy to have the name: "your son", but cause me

to become one of your servant workers!'"
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20.  so he decided this and stood up to go to his father.  when he was

coming but still far off, his father saw him.  mercy inspired the heart of

his father!  the father ran to him and, with excitement, grabbed and 

21.  hugged him, welcoming him with a kiss!  now the son said to him: "father, i

have sinned against heaven and before you!  from now on, i am

unworthy to have the name: 'your son'!"

22.  but the father commanded his servants saying:  "quickly!  bring the

finest and best robe and put it on him!  also get a ring for his hand and 

23.  "shoes for his feet!  kill the calf that is fat and ready.  bring it and

prepare a feast party for us to celebrate!  

24.  "because my son was dead and now lives again.  i have found again the

one i had lost!"  they began to party and celebrate!

25.  now the older son who had been working on the farm came home and as

he neared the house, he could hear music and dancing, so

26.  he called [one] boy servant to come to him and he asked him: "what's up

with the music and dancing?"

27.  he told him: "the reason for the feast is that your brother has come

home!  your father has him here again and he is healthy and safe.  for

that reason your father has killed the calf that was fat and ready

and is celebrating!"

28.  the older son was very angry and refused to enter the house.  now, his

father came and begged him to come in!

29.  but he answered him: "father, i have served you as a slave worker for

many years and have obeyed your commands.  i have never strayed from

them!  but not [one] goat did you ever give me so i, with my friends,

could party!

30.  "but when that son comes home after being with prostitute girls and

having wasted the things of your life, you honor him and kill the calf

that was fat and ready!"

31.  and the father told him: "son, you continue always with me!  all my

things are truly your things!

32.  "but now we must be happy and rejoice!  for he, your brother, was dead

and now lives again.  you had lost him, but now you have found him!"
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THE FIFTH SUNDAY IN LENT
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is isaiah 43:16-21

16a. he, god, can open that sea.  yes, he can open a way through that

powerful sea, wow!

17.  all those chariots, horses, and the army with all their great strength,

he leads them into that way.  [ he closes the water ] and they all lay

down together dead, never to stand up again!  like a candle, he blows

them away, putting them out!

16a: that lord says:

18.  now you forget those long ago things.  yes, push aside the past things

upon which you continue to dote and

19.  see that new thing which i begin to do!  will you overlook that without

understanding it?   you watch what i do... wow... i will build a road in

that dry area and, yes, cause springs of water to flow all over that

area!

20.  all of the wild animals, jackals and owls, will honor me because i

cause them to have water there in that dry area.  and i will give water

to my people and there they will drink.  yes, they are those people that

i have chosen!

21.  they are those people that i have established as my people... they will

proclaim my praise, they will!
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the second lesson is philippians 3:8-14

8.  but the most important thing is to know christ jesus, my lord. 

therefore, i, [ paul ] understand all other things as not important at

all!  i drop those things, what ever those things are.  yes, i drop them

because i understand them as trash so i can have christ in my heart!

9.  he, [ god, ] finds me with [ jesus ] in my heart, not having a righteousness

of my own, a righteousness of the law, oh no.  but he finds me with faith

in christ having god's righteousness in me, a righteousness that depends

on faith,

10.  so i can know christ; [ knowing ] the power of his resurrection, sharing

his sufferings and having his death joined to me.  yes, he succeeds and

that death of christ changes me.

11.  i died and will receive a resurrected life!

12.  not that i have already received all he has for me...no, not yet!  not

that i have already now become perfect... no, not yet!  but i follow him

and will truly receive all he has for me just as christ jesus has

completely accepted me!

13.  brothers [and sisters]: i truly have considered and know that i have

not yet received all he has for me.   but one thing i do:  i forget past

things, pushing them aside, and i continue to try to achieve that future

goal.

14.  yes, with christ jesus in my heart, god is calling me heavenward, to the

way he established, leading me into the prize i will receive... wow!
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the holy gospel is luke 20:9-19

9.   now he, [ jesus, ] told them a story with information of a heavenly

truth.  he began by saying this to them: "that man already planted that

vine area and there grapes grew.  when he had rented it to those farm

workers, he traveled away, staying away a long time!

10.  "later, he sent his servant to those farm workers so they could give

him his share of the grapes.  but those farm workers beat him and sent

him away with nothing!

11.  "and he tried again sending another servant to them.  but again they

beat and insulted that one and sent him away with nothing.

12.  "still again he tried sending a third [ servant ] to them.  but they

terribly hurt that one and threw him out!

13.  "now the vineyard owner said: 'what can i do? ....  i know!  i will send my

son, my beloved one, to them!  maybe, they will respect that one!'

14.  "when those farm workers saw him coming, they discusses with each other

saying: 'in the future, this one will receive the vineyard.  so now we can

kill him and the [ vineyard ] will then belong to us.'  this was their evil

15.  " plan. so when he entered the vineyard, they threw him out and killed him!" 

now, therefore, what do you think the vineyard owner will do?

16.  "he will come to those farm workers and destroy them terribly!  then he

will give that vineyard to other people!"  now, after they heard this

story with information about a heavenly truth, they said: "never let that

happen, no!"

17.  and he looked at them saying:  "therefore, then, what is the meaning of

what's already written that says: 'the stone that the builders rejected,

that stone has become the most important corner stone!'

18.  "for everyone, when they trip and fall on that stone, it will break them,

it will!  but when it falls on someone, no matter who, it will crush them,

crumbling them into nothing!"

19.  now those high priests and law teacher scribes knew that his story with

information about a heavenly truth was said against them!  yes, that

same hour, they wanted to grab him with their hands.  but they were

afraid of the people coming against them, [ so they waited ]!

1.   moses and the children of israel sang, worshipping the lord, saying: "i

will sing and worship the lord for his glorious victory!  he has thrown

the many egyptian horses and riders into the sea!

2.   "the lord is my strength and my song and he has truly become my

savior.  he is my god and i will praise him!  he is the same god my past

fathers worshipped!  i will exalt him!

3.   "the lord himself is a true soldier and, yes, his name is the lord!

4.   "he has thrown the egyptian king's war chariots and army into the sea.  

yes, all of them even including the best egyptian officers!  they all

drowned in the red sea!

5.   "the deep waters covered them!  they sank like a stone!

6.   "lord, your right hand has truly gained a glorious victory!  lord, with

your right hand you have destroyed the enemy and we see them no more! 

wow!

7.   "they came against you but by your exalted greatness, you truly

defeated them!  your anger as a fire came against them and like straw

they were gone to where no one will see them again!  wow*!

8.   "in the deep center of the sea, you blew the water and your breath

pushed the water into walls that stood as if frozen!

9.   "that enemy boasted saying: 'we can chase and catch them and divide

their things.  with our swords, we can cut them to pieces, destroying

them.  this we will truly enjoy doing that and that will satisfy us!'

10.  "but by your breath, you blew and closed the powerful sea and like

lead, they sank under it!

11.  "are there any other gods like you?  who?  naugh, there are none!  you

alone are glorious and holy, having honor and praise!  yes, you alone

do great things, wow!"

1.    brothers [ and sisters]: i, [ paul ] inform you about [ his ] good story of

grace, yes!  i have preached the same story to you as i have received,

the same word you continue to live!

2.    [ his ] word that i have preached is true and can save you when

confidence in him continues!  if you don't continue with confidence in him,

your faith is worth nothing!

they didn't believe them!

THE SECOND SUNDAY OF EASTER

12.  it happened at the solomon porch area of the temple where the hands

of the [ 12 ] apostles did amazing and wonderful things.  they were

among many people and all were of one mind, united together!  ....

[ jesus ] is the faith witness who died and was the first to rise again;

13.  among them [ i saw ] one as the son of man.  his robe went from the top 

14.  of his head down to his feet... all about his chest was a gold covering. 

15.  his hair on his head was white as wool, white as the  snow.  his eyes

were as hot fire.  his feet were as very pure bronze as only fire can 

16.  purify.  his voice was as very loud falling water.  in his right hand

were seven stars.  from his mouth came a sword, with two sharp edges.  

17.  his face shone like the sun shines at its brightest!  when i saw him, i fell

at his feet as if i were dead.  he laid his right hand upon me saying:  "do

not fear, oh no!  for i am the first and the last.

18.  "[ i am ] the living one who became death and, behold, i am alive

continuing forever!  and i have the keys locking death and locking hell!
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the holy gospel lesson is john 20:19-31

19.  now [ on sunday ], the first day of the week, in the early evening, the

disciples were all together in a room with locked doors because they

feared the jews.  jesus came and stood among them.  he said to them: 

20.  "peace be with you!"   after saying this, he showed them both his hands

and side.  therefore, the disciples saw the lord and rejoiced!

21.  jesus again told them: "peace be with you!  as the father sent me, so

also i send you!"

22.  after saying this, he breathed on them and said: "receive the holy spirit!

23.  "yes, the sins of any people that you forgive... they truly have

forgiveness.  but any of them that you can't forgive... they have no

forgiveness!"

24.  when jesus came, thomas was not with them, but he was one of the

twelve disciples.  he is also called didymus [ which means twin ].

25.  therefore, the other disciples told him: "we have seen the lord!" but

thomas told them: "first, the nail crucifixion marks in his hands...yes, i

must see and touch those same marks with my finger.  also i must put my

hand into his side.  until i do, i will not believe!

26.  eight days later, in the same house, again his disciples were together

and thomas was with them.  the doors of the room were locked, but

still jesus came and stood among them saying: "peace be with you!"

27.  then he told thomas: "come with your finger.  see the marks in my hands! 

and put your hand into my side!  don't continue faithless, no, but

believe!"

28.  thomas answered and said: "my lord and my god!"

29.  jesus said to him: "you believe because you see me?  truly blessed are

those that have not yet seen me but, no matter, they believe!"

30.  understand that many and other wonderful amazing things jesus also

did.  the disciples saw him do all these other actions also!  the other

things are not written down in this book [ of john ].  no,

31.  but the things are written here so that the faith in you knows that

jesus is truly the christ, god's son, and, with his faith in you, you enter

into his name and will have life!
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THE THIRD SUNDAY OF EASTER
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is acts 9:1-20

1.   [ in the city of jerusalem ] saul continued speaking threats of murder

against the followers of the lord [ jesus ].  then he went to

2.   the high priest and asked him to write a letter addressed to the jewish

church in the city of damascus.  then if he found men or women that

belonged to the "way" [ another name for christian ], the [ letter would

allow him ] to tie them up and bring them again to jerusalem!

3.   now he traveled to the city of damascus.  as he was nearing the city,

suddenly a light from heaven shone around him.  he fell, lying face 

4.   down on the ground.  he heard a voice saying: "saul, saul, why do you

persecute me, why?"  he said: "lord, who are you?"  

5.   that voice said: "i am jesus whom you persecute!

6.   "but now go into that city and someone there will tell you the things

you must do!"

7.   now, those men traveling with [ saul ] heard the voice but saw no one

talking.  they stood there with mouths gaping and saying nothing.

8.   they stood saul up and as he opened his eyes, he could see nothing! 

they took his hand and led him into the town of damascus.

9.   for three days he could not see.  he ate and drank nothing.

10.  now one disciple named ananias lived in that town of damascus.  he saw

a vision where the lord said to him: "ananias."  he answered: "yes lord, i

am here."

11.  and the lord said to him: "you stand up and go to that street named

straight.  enter the house of judas.  there you seek a man named saul

from the town of tarsus who is now praying a true prayer.

12.  "in a vision he has seen a man come to him.  that man's name is ananias

and he will lay his hands upon him so he can see again."

13.  ananias answered: "lord, i have heard the stories that many people

have told about the evil things he did in jerusalem.  yes, many terrible

evil things he has done against [ your ] holy people.
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14.  "now he has a letter of authority which the chief priest gave him.  he

can arrest any people who pray in your name!  this letter of

[ authority letter allows him to do it ]!"

15.  but the lord said to him: "you go, because that man is my worker which i

chose.  he will bring my name before other peoples, before kings and 

16.  "also before many of the children of israel!  he will serve my name and

so must suffer many things, things of which i will now inform him!"

17.  ananias went and entered the house.  he laid his hands upon him saying:

"brother, saul, when you were coming on road here, jesus appeared to

you.  the same lord jesus sent me here so you can see again and be filled

with the holy spirit!"  his eyes were covered with like fish scales.

18.  [ when he laid his hands upon him ] immediately what was covering his

eyes fell away.  he could see again.  he stood and [ ananias ] baptized 

19.  him... he took food, ate it and his strength improved.  for several days

he continued with the disciples who lived in that town of damascus.

20.  immediately he entered the jewish church and proclaimed words about

jesus.  he said: "that one, jesus, is truly god's son!"

the second lesson is revelation 5:11-14

11.  john is speaking:  i saw many angels around god's throne and i heard the

sound they made.  also there were [ the four ] living things, [ one on

each side around the throne ], and the elders were [ around the

throne ].  how many angels were there?  wow, there were ten thousand

times ten thousand and thousands times thousands!  wow!

12.  with a loud voice they said: "that lamb, [ whom ] people before killed,

receives power, riches, wisdom, strength, honor, glory and praise!  yes! 

truly he is worthy!"

13.  now, everything:  those in heaven, those over all the earth, those in

hell, those traveling on the sea, and everything(!) in them... yes, i heard

all of them saying: "give praise, honor, glory and power to that one

sitting upon the throne and to the lamb forever and ever!"

14.  the four living things [ one on each side around the throne ] also said:

"amen!"  the elders [ around the throne ] bowed and worshipped!
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the holy gospel lesson is john  21:1-14

1.   after the recent things happened, jesus himself again appeared.  this

time it happened near the sea called tiberias.  [ jesus ] appeared there

and the disciples saw him.  these followers were together there: simon

2.    peter, thomas, also called didymus [ which means twin ], nathanael

[ from the town ] of cana in the area of galilee, [ the two ] sons of

zebedee and two other disciples.  simon peter said: "i am now going net 

3.   fishing." they said to him: "we will go with you."  they went, entered a

boat and went out on the lake.  all night, they fished with nets,

working hard, but catching no fish... not one!  but now, early in 

4.   morning, in the dim light of the rising sun, jesus stood on the shore of

the sea.  the disciples didn't know that it was jesus there.  so jesus

told them: "children, 

5.   have you caught any fish yet?  they answered: "none!" so he told them:

6.   "throw your nets out in the water on the right side of the boat.  yes,

you will find [ fish ] there!"  so they threw their [ nets ] out there.  now

the nets were not empty!  wow, there were so many fish in them that

they couldn't drag the nets into the boat!

7.   now that disciple whom jesus loved [ meaning john ], that disciple told

peter: "truly, there is the lord!"  [ peter ] had taken off his coat.  now,

when simon peter realized that the lord jesus was there, he put on his

robe again and jumped into the water swimming to the shore.

8.   it was not far, only around 100 yards.  those other disciples came to

shore in the boat, pulling with them the net full of fish.

9.   when the boat arrived at the land, they left it and noticed a fire of

hot coals there with fish lying there cooking.  also there was bread

10.   there.  jesus told them: "now bring a few of the fish that you recently

caught with your net."  simon peter went and pulled the net full of fish 

11.  onto the land.  wow, all together there were 153 fish but the net didn't

tear!  jesus told them:  "come!  eat breakfast!"

12.  none of the disciples were bold enough to ask: "who are you?" no, but

they knew he was the lord!  jesus came, took the bread 

13.  and gave it to them.  he also [ gave them ] some fish.

14.   since [ jesus ] had died and rose again, this was the third time that he

had appeared so the disciples could see him.
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THE FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is acts 13:15, 26-33

now paul with a group of his friends traveled to the town of pisidian

antioch.  on the holy worship day they went to the jewish church.

15.  after the reading of the lesson from the law and the prophets, the

church rulers sent their servants to say: "men, brothers, do you have

any word which you can inform the people and encourage them?  if so,

now speak it!" .... [ paul stood to say: ]

26.  "men, brothers of the family of abraham, his sons, and any others

among you who truly respect god... [ understand this ]!  we inform you

the same word about the savior of which god informed us!

27.  "before, those people living in jerusalem and their rulers, all did not

recognize [ the importance of ] that man, [ jesus ]!  every [ saturday ],

the holy worship day, they read the [ words ] which the various

different prophetic voices said and as the prophets said, they judged

him

28.  "and punished him with death.  they had no proof but anyway they asked

pilate to destroy him.

29.  "they did against him everything that the scripture writings said that

they would do against him.  jesus [ died ], hanging on the wooden

[ cross ], and then [ men ] took him and laid him in a tomb, dead.

30.  "yes, but god raised him again!

31.  "from then on he appeared on many occasions to those people, the same

people who before had traveled with him from the area of galilee to

jerusalem.  now they are his witnesses, informing people all over of

32.  "that good story.  it happened just as god promised our many fathers

saying that it would happen.  that same promise did happen as our

preaching informs you!

33.  "now we are their children and jesus, the one god raised again, is his

promise fulfilled to us.  it is just as psalm two says: 'you are my true

son!  today, i have begotten you!'"
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the second lesson is revelation 7:9-17

john continues to explain his vision:

9.   after i saw those recent things, wow look... there is a great group, so

many that no one could count them!  wow!  the group included people

of every country, every tribe, every various group of people, and

people of every language!  they all stood before the throne and

before the lamb [ jesus ]!  he clothed them all with white robes and they

waved palms in their hands!

10.  with their loud voices, they said: "our god who sits on the throne and

the lamb alone could save us!"

11.  all the angels stood around the throne.  also, before the throne were

the elders and the four living things [ one on each side around the

throne ].  they worshiped god, bowing with their faces to the ground,

12.  saying: "amen!  give all praise and glory and wisdom and thanks and

honor and power and strength to our god forever and ever.  amen!"

13.  now one of the elders answered saying: "who are these whom god

clothed with white robes?  from where did they come?"

14.  i said to him: "my lord, you know!"  he said to me: "after enduring that

terrible persecution, they came here!  they washed their robes...  yes,

they washed their robes white in the blood of the lamb,  wow!

15.  "now they are there in god's temple, serving him all day and all night. 

they are before god's throne and the one who sits on the throne

covers them with his tent!

16.  "from now on, they will never hunger or thirst again!  the sun or

anything hot will never shine on them again!

17.  "truly, the lamb at the center of the throne, will shepherd them.  he

will lead them to drink that water which springs forth to life!  wow! 

and yes, god will wipe every tear from their eyes!"
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the holy gospel lesson is john 10:22-30

22.  now the time was winter.  it was a celebration day in jerusalem,

remembering the day when the people completed the temple building and

blessed it.

23.  jesus walked in the temple area called solomon's porch.

24.  now those jews gathered around him and said to him: "we have waited

and waited for your clear answer... are you the christ?  when will you

clearly tell us?"

25.  jesus answered them: "i have told you, but you don't believe me!  the

miracle works which i do in my father's name, they themselves clearly

tell you, but you don't believe at all

26.  "because, no, you do not belong to my sheep!

27.  "those sheep, my sheep, attend my voice.  i know them and, yes, they

follow me!

28.  "i give them eternal life and they will never suffer the death of hell!  i

hold them in my hand and no one can take them out, no!

29.  "those [ sheep ] are all those that my father has given me!  he is the

most exalted one!  they are in my father's hand, and no one can take

them out!

30.  "i and the father are one!"
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THE FIFTH SUNDAY OF EASTER
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is acts 13:44-52

paul and his friends stayed in the city of antioch until

44.  the next saturday, the holy worship day.   most of the people of that

city now gathered together, wanting to hear him speak god's word.

45.  they were a great crowd of people.  when those jewish people saw

them, they became very jealous,  so they harshly contradicted the

things paul said.

46.  paul and barnabas boldly said to those jewish people:  "we had to first

tell you god's word!   however, as you have already decided, you are

not worthy of life eternal because you have ignored [ god's word ]. 

therefore, from now on, we will go to those other people, not our own

people.

47.  "this is just as the lord commanded us saying:  'go all over the earth,

yes, for i have established you to shine my saving light, [ jesus ], to

other groups of people.'"

48.  now those other people had gathered there.  they were not jewish.  

they rejoiced when they heard [ paul ] say that and they glorified the

word of the lord!  god gave life eternal to all of them that he had

chosen and they believed!

49.  now they carried the lord's word and spread it all over the area.

50.  now there in that town were women and men that had the respect of

the people... the women attended to the worship of god and the men

were the important men of that city...  those jewish people encourage

them and they become excited against paul and barnabas.   they

persecuted them and forced them to leave their area.

51.  [ paul and barnabas ] shook off the dirt from the bottom of their feet

against them!  then they traveled to the city of iconium.

52.  there the disciples rejoiced greatly and the holy spirit inspired them.
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the second lesson is revelation 21:1-5

john continued to explain his vision saying:

1.  i, [ john ], saw the new heaven and new earth.  now the past heavens,

[ the stars, moon, sun, and so forth ] and the past earth had dissolved

away.  from now on there was no sea!

2.   i saw the holy city, the new jerusalem, there with god.  he prepared it

and, when ready, it came down and was as a beautiful woman clothed,

ready to marry her husband.

3.   i heard a loud voice announce from the throne, saying:  "behold, god's

tent is with people.  he will live with them.  his people are of all

various different peoples together and god himself will continue with

them.

4.   "god will wipe away every tear from their eyes and death will be no

more!  also there will be no grieving, crying, wailing or pain."

5.   now the one sitting on the throne said:  "behold!  yes!  i will make all

things new!"  and [ to me, john, ] he said :  "you must write down the

recent word that i spoke because faith can depend upon those words. 

those are words what will truly happen!"

the holy gospel lesson is john 13:31-35

31.  therefore after judas had left, jesus said: "god will glorify the son of

man [ meaning jesus ] and his life will glorify god!

32.  "if his life glorifies god, god will glorify the son in himself and, yes,

33.  " will right now glorify him!  children, now i am with you and soon [ i

will go ] and you will search for me, wanting to see me!  but, just as i

have already told the jewish people, so also i tell you that you can't

go with me now to the place where i go... no, not now!

34.  "a new commandment i give you:  with god's love in you, the love with

which i have loved you, so also, you must love one another!

35.  "if, with his love you love each other, all people will recognize you as

my followers.  yes, they will will all know and recognize that you

belong to me!"
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THE SIXTH SUNDAY OF EASTER
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is acts 14:8-18

8.   in the town of lystra there lived a man who had been a cripple ever

since his mother gave birth to him.  he could never walk.  he sat there

with no strength in his feet.

9.   he listened as paul spoke.  paul looked at him and knew that he had

faith and god could heal him.

10.  in a loud voice, he said: "stand up because your own feet will support

you to stand tall!"  from lying there, he jumped up to stand and he 

11.  walked!  when the crowd of [ people ] saw what paul did, [ healing him ],

they called out in lycaonian language, saying: "these two are gods

that have come down here with us, looking like men."

12.  they named barnabas, zeus, and [ they named ] paul, hermes because he

was the main speaker.

13.  just outside the city's gate was a temple for the god zeus and his

priest was there.  he brought a cow and green wreaths to the gate

because he and the people planned to sacrifice the cow [ to zeus ] to

14.   [ worship those two ].  but when the two followers [ of jesus ],

barnabas and paul, heard about his plan, they tore their clothes and

they hurried into the crowd shouting:

15.  "why are you doing these things?  we are the same as you are: men born

from woman.  we came here preaching that those "gods" are nothing at

all so push them away and turn to the true living god!  he is the one

who made the heavens there, the earth, sea and everything in them.  

16.  "yes, he has made it all! he has allowed other peoples to decide to go

their own ways and for generations he has allowed them to go their

17.  " way. but ever since he has witnessed to himself.  yes, his good and kind

actions proved himself, giving us rain from the heavens, growing fruit

and satisfying us with food.  he gives us a great joyful celebration,

rejoicing in our hearts!  wow is he good!"

18.  that crowd's plan was to sacrifice in worship of them and they almost

did that!  but whew, paul succeeded and his recent words prevented

them, whew!
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the second lesson is revelation  21:(9)-14, 22-23

john continued to explain his vision:

recently we learned of those seven angels having seven bowls that

were full of the seven last terrible punishments poured against the

earth...  now one of the angels came to me, john,

10.  and that angel took me, in the spirit, bringing me to that exalted and

great mountain... he put me there, wow.  he showed me that holy city,

the new jerusalem, [ that city ] there in heaven with god, now coming

down here.

11.  god's glory radiated from that city.  wow it was like a precious

colored stone, shining just like jasper, clear as crystal glass, wow.

12a. that city had a strong high wall with twelve gates,

13.  three gates on the east wall, three gates on the north wall, three

gates on the south wall, three gates on the west wall.  there were

12b.  twelve angels, one standing at each gate and each gate had one name

on it.  one name of the twelve families of the [ twelve ] sons of israel 

14.  was written on each gate.  the city wall had twelve foundations. 

written on each foundation was one name of one of the lamb's twelve

followers.   ....

22.  that city had no temple that i could see!  but the lord god almighty

himself and the lamb was its temple.

23.  that city didn't need the light of the sun or the moon for its light

because god's own glory gave light to the city!  and the lamb is the

city's shining lamp!
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the holy gospel lesson is john 14:23-29

23.  jesus answered, telling [ the other judas, not the betrayer ]: "anyone

who loves me will follow and obey my word.  yes, obey my word and my

father will love him and we will come to him and establish our home in

him!

24.  "the one that does not love me, will not obey and follow my word, no! 

the word you attend, is not my word but my father's word and he sent

me!

25.  "i inform you of these recent things while i am here among you.

26.  "but the comforter, the holy spirit, whom the father will send here will

come in my name and he will teach you all things!  that one will cause

you to remember all the things that i have told you!

27.  "peace, i leave here.  i give you my peace.  my peace is not the peace as

the world gives, no, so don't worry in your hearts or fear at all!

28.  "you heard me tell you that i am going and later i will come back here

again.  now if you love me, you will continue to rejoice that i go to the

father because my father is the most exalted one!

29.  "now i have told you these things and later when the exact same

things happen, you will believe!"

THE ASCENSION OF OUR LORD JESUS 

(See Series B - pages 78 - 81)
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THE SEVENTH SUNDAY OF EASTER
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is acts 16:6-10

6.   paul with his friends traveled around the areas of phrygia and

galatia.  he could not travel into the area of asia to proclaim god's

word because the holy spirit prevented him.

7.   [ they traveled ] and arrived at the border between mysia and bithynia. 

they decided they wanted to turn and enter bithynia but the spirit of

jesus would not allow them,  so they traveled

8.   between [ bithynia and ] mysia, traveling down to the city of troas.

9.   during the night, paul had a vision, a dream, in which that man from

macedonia appeared, standing.  he begged [ paul ], saying: "come across

into macedonia and help us!"

10.  when [ paul ] finished seeing the vision, we quickly got ready and left,

going to macedonia.  we understood that god truly had called us and

we could inform them about good news story of jesus.

john continued explaining his vision:

16a. "i, jesus, [ say ]:

12.  "behold!  me am coming again soon!  yes, i am bringing my trophy gifts

with me!  i will gift each one according to the work he has done in my

kingdom.

13.  "i am the alpha and the omega, the first and the last, the 

14.  "beginning and the end.  those are his blessed ones.  they have washed

their robes pure and clean.  their robes are their authority to go up to

the tree of life and to pick from it and eat.  also their robes are their

authority to enter the city by its gates!

15.  "those living outside the city [ included the people who live like ] dogs...

the doers of magic... those who don't care and have intercourse with

any people... the murders... the idol worshippers... the lovers of lies

and liars.  yes, all [ live outside the city ]!

16.  "i, jesus, have sent my angel and he informed you, [ john, ] about these

recent things.  you can then inform the seven churches about those

things!  i am the root and son of [ king ] david's family, the bright

morning star."

17.  the spirit and woman ready for him to marry, they say: "come!"  the one

attending his good news says: "come!"  and the thirsty one can come! 

the one wanting the water of life can come, take and drink.  

.....

20.  i am the witness of these recent things and i say: "yes! i come quickly!" 

[ and john says: ]  "amen!  [ amen! ]  come lord jesus, come!"
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the holy gospel lesson is john 17:20-26

20.  [ jesus ] prays saying: ]  "[ father ]... i not only pray that you help these

but also [ i pray ] for those [ others ].  these ones here with me will

later inform those others about me.  i pray that their word will

succeed and those others will have faith in me.

21.  "i pray that all of them unite to become one, just as you, father, are in

me, i in you, so also they can be in us.  yes, [ father ], this is so the

people all over the world will have faith knowing that you truly sent

me!

22.  "the same glory that you have given me is the glory that i have given

them that they can become united as one just as we are one.

23.  "yes, to perfectly unite them as one, i am in them and you, [ father, ] are

in me.  their unity will inform people all over the world that you truly

sent me and that you love them with the same love you love me!

24.  "yes, father, [ long-ago ] when you had not yet made the world, you

already loved me.  therefore now, as i will, those whom you have given

me can live in the same place that i live.  they will behold my glory!

25.  "righteous father, the [ people ] of the world don't know you at all. 

but i truly know you and these know that you truly sent me.

26.  "and yes, i have informed them of your name.  from now on i will

continue to inform them of your name and will live in them so that the

same love with which you have always loved me will be the love that

will live in them.  yes, [ father, i pray this ]."
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PENTECOST SUNDAY
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is genesis 11:1-9

1.   now the whole earth had one language, all speaking the same words

2.   and were one group in the east.  the group traveled to the flat plain

of shinar to live there as a group.

3.   they discussed with each other saying: "come on!  we can make bricks

and cook them dry and hard.  instead of rocks we can make walls of

bricks and between each brick layer, we can use [ hot ] black asphalt

[ just as now is used to make black top roads ].  yes, we can use black

asphalt and spread it between each layer."

4.   and they [ proudly ] discussed with each other saying: "come on!  we

ourselves can build a city with a tower whose top can touch heaven! 

we, ourselves, can establish our name, a famous name.  therefore, we

will remain united as one and never become scattered over the earth!"

5.   the lord came down to look at the city and the tower built by the

son's of men.

6.   and the lord told himself: "wow! the people are truly united as one

people, having one language!  notice there!  wow!  they now only begin

the things they will be able to accomplish.  from now on, everything

they plan, they can do and everything will succeed, wow!

7.   "therefore, we will go there and we will mix up their language, giving

them various languages.  therefore, they will not understand the

speech of each other!"

8.   therefore, the lord scattered the people all over the earth!  wow!

they had to give up their plan to build the city!

9.   now that place is named babel because it was from one language there

that the lord mixed up the languages of the earth and scattered the

people all over the earth!
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the second lesson is acts 2:37-47

37.  now those people attended the word [ peter ] spoke and their

consciences, their hearts, bothered them.  they said to peter who was

with the other disciples: "men, brothers, what do we do... what?"

38.  and peter told them: "you must push your sin aside, turning from it to

god!  god will baptize each of you into the name of jesus christ,

forgiving your sin.  you will receive the gift of the holy spirit!

39.  "his promise is for you to receive it; for your children to receive it; and

for those many people living far away.   to any who call upon the lord

our god, yes [ they also will receive his promise ]!"

40.  with many other words he, [ paul, ] witnessed, seriously telling them

and warning them saying: "push aside this terrible evil generation and

this life here.  save yourselves!"

41.  the disciples baptized those who happily welcomed his word and that

same day, the spirit added around 3000 souls into [ his group ].

42.  they zealously continued attending the apostle's teaching, fellowship

together, the breaking of the loaf [ the lord's supper ], and prayer.

43.  deep, heart felt respect and awe inspired every soul, wow!  the

apostles did many wonderful works that proved themselves, proving

their words!

44.  all the believers and all their things they shared united together.

45.  among them, when any one had a need, the [ others ] satisfied that need. 

any who had land, houses, or various other things, they sold those

things so they could give and satisfy the needs of all!  wow!

46.  daily, they zealously continued to attend the temple.  also, [ daily, ]

they ate together in different homes; one home today and a different

one tomorrow.  with happy, honest and kind hearts, they shared their

food... wow!

47.  in their [ hearts ] they praised god.  all other people liked and

respected them.  daily, the spirit saved people and added them to their

group.
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the holy gospel lesson is john 15:26-27 and 16:4-11

jesus is saying:

26.  "i will send that spirit, the comforter, who proceeds from the father. 

he comes to inform people of the truth.  [ that spirit ] will witness

about me so you understand me!

27.  "you will also become my witnesses because you have been with me since

the [ beginning of my work ]!

.... 

16:

4.   "but i now tell you these recent things, so later, in the hour when the

same things happen, you will remember that i already informed you

about them!  i haven't informed you of these things from the beginning of

my work until now because i have been with you.

5.   "but now i go to the same one who sent me.  none of you ask: "where are

you going?", no you don't ask at all

6.   "but yes, because of the recent things about which i now inform you,

great grief is in your hearts.

7.   "but i am telling you the truth that it is necessary for me to go.   it is

the best way that i can help you.  if i don't go, the comforter, can't

come!  but if i go, i can and will send the comforter to help you!

8.   "when that one comes, he will prove to you that the world is mistaken; 

mistaken about three things: misunderstanding sin... misunderstanding

the righteous life... and misunderstanding judgment...

9.   "yes, the world misunderstands sin because those people don't believe in

me!

10.  "they misunderstand the righteous life because i go to the father and

from now on you can't see me!

11.  "they misunderstand judgment because the father has already judged

the ruler of this world!"

the first lesson is proverbs 8:22-31

wisdom itself speaks, saying:

22.  "long ago, before god began his plan to create everything, he already

possessed me.

23.  "yes, since eternity and before the earth was here, he established me,

and later, when he made the earth, i was already here.

24.  "he gave birth to me before the deep water of the sea and the flowing

fountains were here!

25a. "before he set up the mountains and before the hills were even here...

26.  "before [ he ] made the earth, the soil where things grow or even any of

the dirt of the earth

25b. "he had already given birth to me, [ wisdom ].

30a.  "i was like a skilled worker, a designer.   yes, i, wisdom stood beside

him,

27.  "with him when he spread forth and established the heavens, [ the stars

and things ]  there.  i was with him even when he drew the circle between

the water and sky, the arc horizon of the earth.

28.  "when he established the area above the earth, the sky, and made the

oceans with the flowing currents in the water the earth,

29.  "yes, i, wisdom was with him when.  when he established the limit for the

waves, the line that the water must obey and not cross...  and yes,

when he planned and measured the foundations of the earth,

29.  "'my name there will be there.'  now all day and all night allow your

eyes to dote on this temple here.  yes, please listen while i pray before

30.  "this temple here.  your people of israel are here with me praying

before this temple.   now please attend our prayer and show mercy on

us.  yes, we pray before heaven, the place where you live...  please

attend, yes, attend and forgive.  ]

41.  "  now that person from another country doesn't belong to your

people israel... but he can come from his far

42.  "country and is able to worship your name here.  he already knows of

the your wonderful name, of your powerful hand.  yes, he knows of

your arm of authority.  your fame has spread there!  he will come here

43.  before the temple and he will pray.  lord, living in your home of heaven, 

"you will attend [ the prayer of that person from that foreign land ]

and, yes, everything for which he prays, you will do and answer!

6.   i, [ paul ], am truly amazed... wow*... yes.  why?  because christ's grace

7.   and that is not a good news at all!  but it seems that group themselves

want to confuse you and want to pervert the good news story about

christ.

8.   we have already preached his good news story to you!  but later, if

someone... it could be we ourselves or an angel there in heaven... it

makes no difference who that someone is... if that someone preaches a

different story to you, then God will put him in Hell forever!

9.   as we already just said, now also again i tell you:  you have received

his good story and if someone preaches a different story to you, then,

yes, God will put him in Hell forever!

10.  what do i want?  do i want people to give me the thumbs up, or do i

want god to say well done?  which?  do you think i am trying to please

or satisfy people?  suppose that i do continue to want to please and

satisfy people... then i have not been a servant of christ at all!

1.   with their ears, those people listened to all the words that jesus

taught...  when he finished, he entered the city of capernaum.

2.   now that soldier, that officer's servant, had been sick and was near

death!   that officer greatly loved that servant!

6.   now jesus went with the group.  the house was not far.  now that

soldier captain sent a group of his friends to jesus to tell him: "lord,

don't trouble yourself to enter under my roof, for i am not worthy

that you should enter!

8.   "i am a man established by another's authority and i must obey him.  also

i have soldiers of my own who must obey me.  i tell that one to go, and

he goes!  and [ i tell ] another one to come, and he comes.  [ i tell ] my

servant to do that, and he does it!

7.  "therefore, i am not worthy to come and meet you myself... oh no.  but

you can say a word and heal my servant.  yes, this you can do!"

now elijah lodged with a widow woman and her son.  the people had

only a little bit of food in that area.

18.  the [ woman ] said to elijah: "you are a man who serves god!  why are

you against me?  what's the reason?   why did you come here?  did you

come here to remind me of my sin?  did you come here because you

wanted to kill my son?"

19.  and [ elijah ] said to her: "give me your son."  now she was holding her

son in her arms.  elijah stayed in a room upstairs.  he took her son and

carried him up to his room.  he laid him on his bed.

20.  then he called out his prayer to the lord saying: "lord, my god...  this

widow allows me to live here in her house.   now why have you brought

this terrible thing against her and killed her son?"

21.  the boy lay there and elijah lay himself over him three times.  he called

out his prayer to the lord saying: "lord my god, allow the boy's soul

to come back to him!"

22.  the lord heard elijah's voice and the boy's soul came back and he lived

again.

23.  those two were still in the room upstairs.  elijah picked the boy up,

brought him down stairs, entered the room and gave the mother her son

saying: "look!  your son lives again!"

24.  now the woman said to elijah: "your action proves that you are a man

who serves god!  i now know that and i know that your mouth speaks

the lord's word, yes, you speak the truth!"

11.  now it is the next day.   [ jesus ] traveled into the town of nain.  his

disciples along with a very large crowd of people traveled with him.

12.  as he came near the gate into the city, a very large crowd of people

from that city approached with that widowed mother in the middle of

the group.  they were carrying a [ coffin, a box ] in which her only son

lay dead!

son ] and later gave birth to his son.  now these actions of david did

not please the lord at all.

12: 

1.   now the lord sent the prophet nathan to david and he told david a

story, saying:  "two men lived in the same town.  one was rich.  the

other was poor.
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2.   "the rich man had a great many sheep and cattle

3.   "but the poor man had only one baby female lamb that he had bought. 

he fed it and as it grew up, it lived with him and his children.  it ate his

food and drank from his cup.  he took it in his arms to sleep with him as

4.   "a baby, as his daughter.  now a traveler came to visit the rich man. 

the rich man prepared food to feed the guest, however, he did not kill

one of his own sheep or cattle, but he stole and killed that poor man's

one female sheep and prepared that food."

5.   now david's anger burned against that man and he told nathan:  the

lord truly lives and yes, that man's actions truly earn death.

8.   "'saul was as your lord and i gave you his house and his wives.  i also

gave you israel and judah.  had i not yet given you enough?  then i was

willing to give more.'

9.   "the lord's eye has seen your evil actions, so why do you hate his

word?  you took a sword and stabbed uriah, the hittite, and he is dead. 

you stole his wife to become yours.  oh yes, the swords of the

ammonites are as your swords that you used to kill him.

10.  "so now a sword will always continue against your family because you

hate me and also because you stole the wife of uriah, the hittite, to

become your wife.  so a sword will always continue against your

family."

13.   now david said to nathan:  "i have sinned against the lord."  nathan

answered him saying: "the lord has already taken away your sin and

14.   "you won't die.  but your recent son who was born, he will die.   yes,

this will happen because your actions have cause the lord's enemies to 

15.   continue to hate him."  now when nathan went home, the lord caused

david's son from uriah's wife to become sick.
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the second lesson is galatians 2:11-21

11.  it happened that when cephas [ also called peter ] came to the city of

antioch, i, [ paul, ] challenged him face to face because his own actions

blamed and convicted him!

12.  [ now understand the story as it happened.  there in jerusalem was the

disciple ] james.  that group thought that everyone must first be

circumcised.  this is what they believed.  [ peter ] ate together with

people of any nationality until that group came and arrived in antioch. 

then he withdraw from the other people, separating himself from those

other people because he feared that group from jerusalem!

13.  the other jews followed his hypocrisy and also withdrew from those

other people.  barnabas also went astray, joining the group of

hypocrites and withdrew from the other people.

14.  but when i, [ paul, ] saw that their actions did not agree with the truth

of the good story of jesus, in the presence of them all, i said to peter: 

"if you are a jew but you do things in your life just as the other people

do, then your actions are not the actions of a jew.  then why do you

try to force the people of other nationalities to first become jewish?

15.  "we are jews by birth!  we were not born from the sinful people of

other nationalities!
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16.  "a person, by following and doing the things of the law, isn't able to

become holy before god.  oh no!  but, yes, only by faith in jesus christ

[ is he holy before god! ]  we know this because it is the same faith in

christ jesus upon which we depend so we are holy before god.  it is not

by following and doing the things of the law in any way.  truly people

in no way are able to become holy before god by following and doing

the law.

17.  "suppose that we who are in christ want to be holy before god, but our

own actions are obviously the actions of a sinner... does this mean that

christ then encourages us to sin?  no!  never!  no!

18.  "but when i again accept to set up the things that i have destroyed

long ago, i prove myself to be a sinner!

21.  "now if following and doing the things of the law was able to give me

god's righteousness, christ's death succeeded in nothing at all!  but i

will never throw way god's grace.

19.  "notice that i served the law and the law gave me death!  therefore,

now i can serve god with my life as already crucified with christ!

20.   "from-now-on the life in me is not my own life, no, but it is christ who

lives in me!  the life i live in the body here is the life of faith in the son of

god who loved me and gave up his life [ unto death ] to save me!"

slaves separate from free people or male separate from female, no...

for christ jesus in you unites you as one true group!

29.  now if you belong to christ, you also are truly of abraham's family

and, just as he promised, you are truly his heirs!

the holy gospel lesson is luke 9:18-24

18.  one day the disciples went with [ jesus ] to a private place.  jesus was

praying.  then he asked them saying: "who do those people say i am?"

19.  they answered saying: "one group says that you are john the baptizer. 

another group says you are elijah.  however, others say you are a

long ago special prophet who now has risen again."

20.  he said to them: "but who do you say i am?"  peter answered saying: "you

are god's christ truly come here!"

21.  now he strictly warned them that they were to tell no one of what

22.  recently said.  he said: "the son of man must suffer terrible things! 

those people, the wise teachers, important priests, and bible writers

will reject and kill him!  but three days later, he will rise again!"

the first lesson is 1 kings 19:14-21

the wind, the earthquake and the fire all stopped, but god wasn't in

them.  then in a quiet voice, god said: "elijah, why are you here?"

14.  he said: "with zeal, i have served the lord almighty.   yes, with zeal! 

notice the actions of the people of israel:  they have forsaken your

promise agreement;  they have destroyed your altars;  they have killed

your prophets with their swords.  i am the only prophet still living and

they are trying to seek me out to kill me."

15.  now the lord told him: "go back the same way by which you traveled

here.  go again to the desert area of damascus.  when you arrive, meet

hazael who lives there.  anoint him king to rule the area of syria.

16.  "also jehu, whose father is nimshi, meet and anoint him king to rule the

area of israel.  and elisha, whose father is shaphat and home area is

abel meholah... meet and anoint him as the prophet to replace you.

17.  "hazael will kill those children of israel idol worshippers with his

sword.  jehu's sword will kill any who escape.  

18.  "and again, elisha's sword will kill any who escape! a group of 7000

israel children are my people.  they are separate for me!  their knees

have never bowed to worship baal nor have ever kissed him!"

19.  [ elijah ] left from that mountain.  he went and found elisha whose

father is shaphat.  now [ elisha ] was plowing, having 24 oxen yoked

with wood, two by two, [ all together there were 24 oxen ].  he was

standing, holding the plow handles behind those last 2 oxen that were

connected to the plow.  now elijah came walking up, took off his

prophet's coat and, as he past him, he put it on him.

20.  he continued on.  [ elisha ] left the oxen, ran and caught up to him

saying:  "my father and mother are there.  please allow me to kiss them. 

then, i will follow you."  [ elijah ] he told him: "that's fine!  go!  my

actions do not prevent you in any way!"

21.  now elisha turned from him and went.  he killed the two oxen connected

to the plow.  he burned the plow itself to cook the oxen meat.  he gave

it to the people to eat.  when he finished eating, he stood up and he

went to follow and serve elijah.
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the second lesson is galatians 5:1 and 13-25

1.   truly christ succeeded giving you freedom so, yes, you can live free!  so

continue to stand, free, joined to him, never again accepting the

shackles of slavery.

....

13.  my brothers [ and sisters ]... god has called you into his free life!  that

freedom doesn't mean you're allowed to continue in the sinful things of

the flesh!  no, but his love in you enables you to serve each other!

14.  truly the law is all summarized by one word: "love"!  you must love

your neighbor just as you love yourself!

15.  now suppose you continue to bite each another, to selfishly use each

other... suppose you continue doing these recent things i say... now i

warn you:  you will destroy each other!

16.  but i, [ paul ], tell you:  live in the spirit and from now on you won't

lustfully desire the sinful flesh so you will never obey and do that at 

 17.  all!  the lust desires of the sinful flesh are against the spirit!  the

spirit is against what the sinful flesh does!  they are enemies of each

other!  therefore, the things you want to do, you can't do!

18.  but when the spirit leads you, you are not a slave of the law!

19.  the actions of the sinful flesh are very clearly seen and they include:

people who don't care and have sexual intercourse with any others; 

other impure sexual actions;  pleasure parties;

20.  [ those acts of the flesh include: ]  idol worship;  devil magic;  hatred

of people;  arguments;  jealousy;  angry tempers;  selfish ambitions;

disagreements;  groups against groups; 

21.  zealously wanting things;  drunkenness;  wild group sex parties and

other like evil actions.  now, before you do them, i warn you now, just

as i've warned in the past; anyone who does these recently named

things will in no way ever inherit god's kingdom!

22.  but actions of the spirit include:  god's love;  joy;  peace;  patience; 

kind actions;  good actions;  trust that you will do as you say;

23.  humility;  control of your actions.  no law at all forbids these things

of the spirit!
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24.  now if you belong to christ jesus, you have crucified your sinful flesh

with its sinful desire and its lust.

25.  for if we live by the spirit, we will walk in step the same as the spirit

walks!

the holy gospel lesson is luke 9:51-62

51.  god's plan will happen in the near future when he will bring [ jesus ] to

heaven.  now [ jesus' ] face was set to go to jerusalem!

52.  before arriving, he sent those announcers into a town in samaria to

prepare for his arrival.

53.  but, because his face was set to go to jerusalem, those people refused

to welcome him!

54.  when the two disciples, james and john, saw their actions, they said:

"lord, allow us to command that fire from heaven to destroy them

completely!"

55.  but [ jesus ] turned and scolded them!

56.  they traveled on and would later enter another town.

57.  as they traveled on the road, one person said to him: "wherever you

go, i will follow!"

58.  [ jesus ] told him: "foxes have dens in the ground for homes.  birds that

fly in the sky have nests in trees for homes.  but the son of man has no

place at all to lay his head."

59.  [ they continued traveling ] and  [ jesus ] told another man: "you

follow me!"  but he said: "wait!  my father died.  first, allow me to go

and bury him."

60.  but  [ jesus ] told him: "you allow those that are dead to bury the

others who are dead!  but now you go and proclaim god's kingdom!"

61.  now another man said: "yes, lord, i will follow you but first allow me

to go say goodbye to the people living in my home."

62.  but jesus said to him: "if someone takes hold of the plow but then

continues to look back and dote on past things, that one can't rightly

serve god's kingdom!"
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THE SEVENTH SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is isaiah 66:10-14

10.  you love jerusalem, right!  be happy and rejoice together with her! 

when she grieves, no matter, you can be happy together with her.

11.  at her breast there is peace and comfort... she will feed and satisfy

you.  yes, her breast is truly able to feed you, satisfying your heart's

deepest thirst and she can inspire you!

12.  the lord proclaims saying: "notice!  i offer you that peace like a river. 

you can have that peace!  the glory and riches of other peoples will

flow becoming your riches!  at her breast and in her arms she will feed

you and, like a baby, she will carry you, bouncing you on her knee!

13.  "just as a mother comforts her little one, so also i will comfort you. 

yes, you will live there in jerusalem and i will truly comfort you!

14.  "when you see that happen, your heart will greatly rejoice and you

will grow new just as grass that grows new.  the lord's powerful

hand will support his servants who will experience his power.  his

enemies will experience his anger!"

the second lesson is galatians  6:1-10 and 14-16

1.   my brothers [ and sisters ]:  suppose that a person's sin traps and

defeats him...  you who have his spirit can gently lead that one back. 

while doing this, be careful and watch yourself because that same

temptation is able to tempt you!

2.   each one has burdens and you can each help carry the burdens

together.  in doing so, you are following the command of the law of

christ.

3.   suppose that someone thinks that he is so very important.  truly he is

not important but his thoughts are able to deceive him and he only

fools himself!
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4.   but each one of you can consider and analyze your own action and can

boast in your own successes without needing to compare your actions

with those of others.

5.   each one is responsible and must willingly accept and carry his own

burdens!

6.   you should share all the good things you have with the one who

teaches you god's word.

7.   now perfectly understand this:  no one can succeed and ever deceive

god... no you can't!  whatever seed you sow, that harvest you will get! 

don't try to deceive god!

8.   what harvest will grow if you sow seed into the sinful desires of

yourself, sowing them into the soil of that evil heart?  you will grow

and harvest that hell's destruction!  but what harvest will grow if

you desire spiritual things and sow spiritual seed into the soil of that

spirit's heart?   you will harvest life eternal!

9.   don't give up or become tired of doing good things and living right.  no,

don't give up!  for if we continue living the good life, then in his perfect

future time you will get the harvest of life eternal.

10.  therefore do continue to do good and serve people.   yes, at each

opportunity we have, do good things and serve every one, but most

importantly serve his family of faith!

....

14.  i, [ paul ], have no boast of myself at all.  i boast nothing except that

cross of our lord jesus christ!  yes, in that cross i can boast for on

that cross i crucified my relationship with the world and my serving of

the world.  there on that cross it died with christ!

15.  therefore, circumcision itself is nothing important nor does it matter if

the person is circumcised.... but what is [ the important thing ] is a new

heart inside!

16.  now god's peace and mercy rest on everyone whose life follows and is

in sync with this recent principle and they are truly the israel of god!
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the holy gospel lesson is luke  10:1-12 and 16[ -201 ]

1.   the lord [ jesus ] chose seventy other men and sent them forth.  they

traveled two by two.  he now sent them first into the towns where he

2.   later planned to go.   he said to them: "wow is the harvest ready there

but the workers are few!  the lord is the one who harvests and gives

the harvest!  therefore, pray that he sends workers who will harvest 

3.   "his harvest!  you go!  for yes, i send you as lambs among those that 

4.   "are like wolves!  while traveling, don't bring a purse or bag or shoes

at all.  also if you meet someone while traveling on the road, don't say 

5.   "hello or visit with any one at all.  now when the two of you enter any 

6.   "house, first say: 'peace bless this house.'  if those living in that house

have no peace, your peace will not bless them in any way.  they will

reject your peace which will return to you.  but if one lives there in

peace then your peace blessing will rest on those accepting it and will 

7.   "remain there.  you two enter and continue to stay with that family. 

accept for your food and drink whatever they offer you to eat and

drink because it important that the worker receives the pay he has 

8.   "earned.  do not move to various different houses.  if you enter any

town that welcomes you two, then eat whatever of their things that 

9.   "they offer and spread before you and heal any the sick who are there.  

10.  "proclaim that god's kingdom is near them!  if you enter other towns

that don't welcome you two, then go out into the streets of that city,

11.  "stand and say: 'we wipe off the dirt of your town that sticks on the

bottom of our feet and shake it against you in protest!  but now

understand that god's kingdom truly did come near you!'

12.  "and i can surely tell you that in that future terrible day of

judgement, yes, judgement will come against the town of sodom but so

much more terrible will be the judgement against that recent town!  

....

16.  "that one attending you attends me!  that one rejecting you rejects me. 

yes, but also he rejects him, [ the father ], and the [ father ] sent me!"

[ 171. now those 70 followers [ went and ] returned very happy.  they said:

"lord, we depended on the power and authority of your name and those

devils must obey us."

the first lesson is deuteronomy 30:9-14

10.  if you obey the voice of the lord your god, following his commandments

and following the rules already written down in the book of the law;

and if with all your heart and all your soul you turn back again to the

lord your god, then he will bless you.

9.   yes, he will give success to the work of your hands... give your family

many children... add animals to your ever growing group of farm

animals and your farm will grow a lot of good food... the same blessed

life as he gave your past fathers is as the lord your god will rejoice

and give you.  yes, the same wonderful life!

11.  you can follow the commandment which i give you this day!  it is not

difficult for you and is not far away in heaven where you can't touch

it.

12.  no, so you don't have to say: "who will ascend to heaven and bring

that commandment to us and tell it to us so we can attend and do it?" 

no, my law is not far away in heaven... no!

13.  [ and my commandment ] is not across the sea so you don't have to say:

"who will go across the sea and bring that commandment to us so we

can attend and do it?"  [ no it is not across the sea! ]

14.  but that word is near you.  yes truly, that word is in your mouth and in

your heart so you can do that word!  oh yes it is!

1.   yes, as a follower of christ jesus, i, paul, write this letter. all this is

just as god's will decided it.  also here with me is timothy, my brother.

2.   the two of us send this letter to you, our brothers and sisters living in

the town of colossi.  yes, we send it to you who are god's holy and

faithful people united with christ.  the grace and peace of our god, our

father, will bless you...

3.    yes, we always consider you and pray thanks to god the father.  he is

the father of our lord jesus christ who came here.

4.   we [ always ] thank him because [ epaphras ] has informed us and we

already know of your faith in christ jesus and the love in you that

serves all god's holy people.

5.   the faith and love that you have are because of the hope god reserves

for you there in heaven where you will receive it... it is that same hope

which in truth you heard in his good news story!

6.   [ this good news jesus story ] came into you and faith succeed in action

that has spread all over the world causing faith in action. it is

happening just as it began in you and spread among you.  that is the

meaning of god's kindness in action.  now you truly understand that

meaning!

7.   yes, epaphras, our dear servant, told you this good news jesus story

and you learned it.  now he is here serving christ as your faithful

servant.

8.   just as he informs us that god's spirit has caused god's love to be

wonderfully evident in your actions,

9.   so also then we have since continued in prayer that god helps you. 

yes, since [ epaphras ] informed us we have not stopped praying that

god inspires you with all the knowledge of his will filling you to have

the spirit's wisdom and all understanding!

10.  [ we prayed this ] so that you will walk, living the same life he wants

11.  [ yes we pray ] that he will give you his glorious power and strength,

enabling you to endure everything, having the patience you need and

with continual joy in you...

30.  jesus answered his recent attitude and said:  "that man traveled from

jerusalem to the town of jericho.  as he walked, robbers grabbed him,

tore off his clothes so he was naked, beat him terribly and left him lay 

31.  "there almost dead. later, on that same road, a priest came and saw

him.  he wouldn't touch him but walked around him and left.

32.  "again later, a levite came upon him.  when he saw him, he shirked any

responsibility he had, walked around him and left.

33.  "now one came from the country of samaria, traveling on that road. 

as he came upon him he saw him lying there and he had pity on him.

34.  "he went up to him, poured his oil and wine upon his hurt body and

wrapped his wounds.  he picked him up and sat him upon his donkey,

leading him to that hotel.  he cared for him in the hotel all night.

35.  "the next day, he took out 2 denarii coins, gave them to the hotel

manager and said: 'you care for him.  when i return i will pay what ever

additional money it cost.'"

36.   [ that concluded the story.  now to that law expert ], jesus said:

"now what do you think.  which of those recent three men was a

neighbor to that man whom the robbers trapped and hurt... which one?"

37.  the expert said: "that one who showed him mercy and helped him... he

was his [ neighbor ]!"  jesus told him, saying: "yes, you go and copy his

life, doing as he did!"

wash your feet.  when you are finished, you can sit here, resting in the

8.   young man servant who hurried off, killed and cooked the cow.  when

ready, he brought butter milk cheese, milk, and the cow meat,

spreading it before them.  he stood near the tree while they sat in 

9.   the cool of the tree and ate. when they finished eating, he said to

abraham: "where is sarah, your wife?"  he answered: "she is in the tent 

10a. there." he said: "next year at this same time i will again come here and

your wife sarah will then have a son."

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[ 111.  now abraham and sarah were very old, up in years.  sarah's

menstrual periods had stopped 

10b:  and she was unable to become pregnant.  the tent was behind [ the

lord ] and sarah secretly listened, standing in the tent at the door

12.  and inside herself she laughed saying: "now i am very old as is my lord,

[ my husband ].  now can i have the pleasure and become pregnant?"

13.  now the lord said to abraham: "why did sarah laugh and say: 'i am so

old and now can i become pregnant and have a son... how?' 

14.  "why did she say that? i am the lord, right?  what great thing is there

that i can't do... what?  anything?  now understand that when i come

here next year at this same time, your wife sarah will have a baby, a

son, yes, she will!" ]

the second lesson is colossians 1:21-28

21.  in the past, your evil attitude has come out in evil actions, showing

that evil heart and separating you from god.

22.  but [ jesus ], a true man, died, bringing you back into a relationship

with god again.  he sees you in his presence with no sin or blame or

guilt before him.

23.  yes, but it is necessary that you continue in faith which means that

you continue to stand on that strong foundation of hope... the

foundation that god's good news story of jesus established.  it is

that same good news that you already attended, the same good news

that i, [ paul, ] serve and which has spread over all the earth which

god made under heaven.

24.  now i serve you and i happily and willingly suffer because it is my

part of the sufferings of christ.  this i willingly accept in body so i

can serve the body of christ which means his church.  yes, while i serve

his church i willingly suffer.

25.  i became a servant of his church when, on the same day as god

decided, he gave me his work to do, that of proclaiming his whole

word!

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27b. wow, this deep, hidden thing is christ's life in you, wow!  he is your

hope that you will have his glory!

26.  that same deep hidden thing which was god's secret, hidden for a long

time, hidden for years and generations since... wow, that same deep

hidden thing is now the secret he informs his people!

27a. it is that deep hidden thing, that glorious one, the information of

whom spread so his people over all the earth would know him.  this is

as god wanted it to happen.

28.  we proclaim this same good news of jesus and we teach people, wisely

leading them to understand so everyone will grow up, becoming

christ's people of faith before god!

the holy gospel lesson is luke 10:38-42

38.  now jesus traveled with his disciples.  he entered that town.  that

woman named martha welcomed him into her home

39.  and her sister, mary, was there.  mary sat near the table at the

lord's feet, listening to his word.

40.  now martha couldn't attend him because she was busy, feeling it

necessary to do her work.  she was upset, came to him and said: "lord,

my sister takes advantage of me and leaves me all the work to do

myself.  don't you care?  now command her to help me."

41.  the lord answered her: "martha!  martha!  you worry about the many

things over which you fuss and which upset you!

42.  "but only one thing you truly need.  mary has chosen the right thing

and i will not take that one thing from her!"
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THE TENTH SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is genesis 18:20-32

remember that in the lesson last week, the lord appeared and visited

abraham.  abraham fed them and then he walked with them as they

traveled.

20.  and the lord said to abraham: "terrible complaints have come to me

against the cities of sodom and gomorrah, yes, a great many

complaints against their terrible, terrible sins!

21.  "now i must go and see for myself if the complaints are true or not

true.  let's see which.  i will see and will know the truth!"

22.  then those 2 men traveled on to the city of sodom but abraham stood

before the lord, 

23.  and coming near to the lord, he said:  "suppose holy people live among

those evil people... will you destroy them all anyway?  

24.  "if 50 holy people live among them, will you also destroy those 50?  yes,

suppose 50 innocent people living among those in that city... you won't

destroy that city, right?

25.  "it is so wrong if you would kill the holy people along with the evil

people among whom they live!  you will never do that!  for you to do

wrong is something i can't imagine.  truly you are that one judge of the

whole earth who will make right and fair judgements!"

26.  the lord said: "if i find 50 holy people living among those in the city of

sodom, i won't touch that whole city but leave it alone safe so i can 
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27.  save those 50 people!"  again abraham said:  "i have a body of dirt and

ash but allow me to ask you to consider this... 

28.  "suppose there are 45 holy innocent people... what will you do?  that is

5 less than the 50... 45 people, but will you destroy them all?"  the lord

said: "if i find 45 living among them i won't destroy it."

29.  again abraham said: "suppose you only find those 40 people living among

them?"  the lord answered: "i won't destroy the whole city so i can

save those 40 people!"

30.  he said: "lord don't be angry against me and allow me to again speak: 

suppose you only find 30 holy people?"  he answered: "if i find 30 living

among them, i will not destroy it!"

31.  abraham said: "now allow me to boldly ask you to consider what you

would do if you found 20 living among them?  the lord answered: "i will

not destroy it so i can save those 20!"

32.  and abraham said: "please lord don't be angry against me and allow me

to speak once again and that will be all:  suppose you only find 10

among those others?"  the lord answered: "if i find 10 who live among

them, then i won't destroy it so i can save those 10 people!"
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the second lesson is colossians 2:6-15

6.   now as you welcome the lord jesus christ as he lives in you so also you

should continue to live as the people of christ would!

7.   it is faith as we taught you, faith that is strong supporting your life...

it is faith that roots you deep in christ and causes hearts that give

thanks and lives of thanksgiving!

8.   now i warn you to be very careful because someone can steal that

faith from you by using the world's empty philosophy that leads you

astray.  that person does not follow christ,  oh no,  but instead he

follows the world's philosophy, following lies and traditions and

doing things that follow the world's idea of what is right!

9.   truly know that god himself came and lived in the body of christ.  yes,

10.  and he lives in you and you are god's person that he has made, wow!  

christ is the lord ruling every ruler and authority here!

11.  christ living in you has circumcised you.  this does not mean a

circumcision by man's action.  oh no, but christ circumcised you when he

succeeded in taking away your sinful, corrupt flesh.

12.  this happened the day god baptized you, bringing you with christ and

burying you with him.  baptism also raises you again to begin life again

in faith that trusts god's power, the same god that raised [  jesus  ]

again.

13.  you were dead because of your failures and your uncircumcised

corrupt flesh!  but he forgave all your sinful actions and failures. 

with christ, god succeeded in causing you to live again.

14.  that law was already written down with all its many rules.  god

established that which blames us.  but truly god cleaned away that

blame which he took and crucified it on the cross.

15.  god succeeded and he dissolved away all the power of those rulers

and authorities as he celebrated christ's victory on the cross.  that

victory overcame them and this happening is as people saw god

succeed!
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 11:1-13

1.   when jesus finished praying in that special place, one of his followers

said to him: "lord, teach us how to pray just as john [ the baptist ]

taught his disciples to pray."

2.   he told them: "when you pray, say: 'father, your name is truly holy... 

come establish your kingdom...

3.   "give us the daily bread we need...

4.   "forgive our sins just as we forgive the sins of every other one.  don't

allow that temptation to tempt us!"

5.  he also told them:  "if you have a friend and it's midnight and you go to

him and say: 'friend, lend me three loaves of bread

6.   "'because another one of my friends traveled here, surprised me with his

visit and i have no food to serve to eat!'

7.   "perhaps your friend in his house will answer saying: 'oh no, don't

bother me!  i have already locked my door and my children are together

with me here in bed so i can't get up and give it to you!'

8.   "truly he doesn't want to stand up and give it to you.  but, i tell you

the truth, he will come and give you all you need.  yes, he does this

because he is his friend but the other reason is because of your

boldness."

9.   and i, [ jesus ], tell you:  "ask and you will receive!  seek that and you

will find it!  knock on that door and it will open for you to enter.

10.  "truly everyone asking will receive!  that one seeking will find!  and

one who knocks, that will open for him to enter!

11.  "if a child asks his father for a fish, what will the father do?  not give

him a fish but instead give him a snake?

12.  "if he asks for an egg, what will you do?  not give him an egg but

instead give him a poisonous scorpion bug?

13.  "now you are evil people and you know what good gifts are and how to

give them to your children, right!  therefore, truly understand that

you will ask and your heavenly father will give that greatest gift,

yes, he will give you the holy spirit!
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THE ELEVENTH SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is ecclesiastes 1:2, 2:18-26

the preacher is david's son.

1:2.  "nothing is important at all," says the preacher, "no goal i have

succeeds in anything!"

2:18.  "i hate this hard work i do here with the sun in my eyes because later i

must leave it all and that other man will come and get the benefit

19.  "and i don't know who that will be.  maybe he is wise.  maybe he is

foolish.  but that doesn't matter anyway!  because all my hard work

here with the sun in my eyes, yes, all that my wisdom could succeed and

accomplish will all benefit that other one.  yes, he will control it

20.  "all!  why have any goal?  wow this frustrates me!  yes, now my hard

work done with the sun in my eyes truly depresses me!  yes, i said, 

21.  "why have any goal because here someone with wisdom, knowledge and

skill, works and his work succeeds.  but later, when he finishes his

work, another will get all the good his life earned and that other one

didn't work to earn anything at all!  i am so frustrated!  yes, this is 

22.  "truly a terrible event! for what do people work so hard and struggle

for?   for what profit do people work with the sun in their eyes?

23.  "the time of their life from beginning to end are days of terrible pain...

a burden of hard work that they can't endure.  all night they think

and think and the mind can't rest.  so truly their goal is not important 

24.  "at all!   so the best anyone can do, yes, your best action is to eat,

drink and receive pleasure and satisfaction from your work.  i know

that this is the best, just as god's hand of blessing gives it!

25.  "and consider one who doesn't have god living in his heart...  is he able

to eat and have pleasure?  no, he can't have any!  god gives wisdom,

26.  "knowledge and joy so you can do what pleases god!  but god will give

another one hard work.  he will earn great wealth because he

continues in sin.  but later all his things he must give to that one who

does what pleases god!  yes, the things that others do are worthless. 

it is doing work that is like chasing the wind and trying to catch it!"
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the second lesson is colossians 3:1-11

1.   you rose again with christ so dote on heavenly things, attending those

things there at god's right hand where christ sits.

2.   continue to consider those things.  don't continue doting on earthly

things,

3.   for you already died and your true life is there with christ, hidden in

god there! 

4.   yes, christ is your true life.  later, when he appears again, you will

appear with christ there in glory!

5.   so those earthly sinful things of this sinful life must all die.  these

earthly things that must die include the actions where people who

don't care and have intercourse around with other people; [ they

include ] other wrong sexual actions and wrong sexual thoughts,

lusts and desires;  [ they include ] the selfish, zealous mind always

considering things.  that is the same as worshiping that false god, that

idol!

6.   it is those things that cause god's terrible anger as a fire to come

terribly against those people.  they are those who don't obey god!

7.   yes, in the past, your life followed and involved those [ evil ] things.

8.   but now you have thrown all those things away, including anger, hot

tempers, hatred, saying false words against other people, and

speaking dirty words... yes, you've thrown all of them away

9.   and you don't lie to each other!  you were that old, past person who

did these things and you've taken that old person and thrown it away!

10.  and from now on you are that new living person.  you live as that new

one where knowledge inspires you to become the new one god wants. 

yes, god is the one who made that new one for you to become!

11.  after you become that new one, you don't see separate groups of

people like jews separate from other people and like the circumcised

separate from those not yet circumcised...  [ you don't see ] uneducated

people separate from wild people separate from slave people

separate from free people... no, you don't see separate groups, but you

see christ alone as everything that we have and yes, he is the one

living in everyone!
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 12:13-21

13.  someone from within the crowd of people said to jesus: "teacher, my

father died and my brother has all the things he left here!  command

him to divide them, half with me."

14.  [ jesus ] answered: "man, who establishes me as judge, a divider of his

and your things?  who?"

15.  and he said to those people: "i warn you to be careful... a person's true

life does not mean he has a great many things.  and understand that

you need to guard yourselves from greed in all its various forms...

you need to push it away!

16.  now [ jesus ] told them a story that informs a heavenly truth:  "a rich

man's wonderful farm land grew a great amount of food.

17.  "now that man considered in himself: 'wow !  all the food i have

harvested !  where will i put it to store it?  i have no store houses big

enough to store all that...  now what will i do?'

18.  "it popped into his thoughts:  'i know what i will do !  i will destroy

those old storage houses in which i have stored my things and i will

build new, bigger storage houses where i can store all that food i've

grown and harvested along with all my other things!'

19.  "'and i can tell myself: "self: you have saved a great many good things

enough to satisfy you from now on for a great many years.  so now

you can retire from life.  you can eat, drink, and be happy!"'

20.  "but god says to him: 'you fool!  tonight, i require your soul which will

leave you!  now who will get all your great many things you prepared

to serve yourself with pleasure... who will get them now?  who?'

21.  "this same story will happen to someone, anyone, who stores things

here as his treasure to serve himself.  yes, when the riches of god in him

don't serve god in anyway, [ this recent story will also happen to

him.]"
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THE TWELFTH SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST

(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is genesis 15:1-6

recently, lot's family escaped before god destroyed the city of

sodom...

1.   now, after those recent things, the lord's word appeared to abram in a

vision that he saw.  the lord said: "abram, don't be afraid!  for i am your

shield and your most wonderful gift!"

2.  abram said:  "lord god almighty ruler.  now what gift can be of such

great importance, what?  for i have no son of my own!  when i die, my

house will belong to eliezer who is from damascus.   yes, he will get it

all!"

3.  and he said: "because you have given me no true son of my own, in the

future, that servant son of mine alone will get my family's name and all

my things!"

4.  again the lord's word appeared in a vision and he said: "when your life

ends, your family name and things won't belong to that man.   oh no, but

will all belong to that one, a true son of yours!"

5.  then the lord led him outside and said: "look there at the stars.  can

you count them?  well,  no matter.  just as many as they are will be

your many future children!"

6.  in faith, abram believed his word and faith gifted him as truly

righteousness!

the second lesson is hebrews 11:1-3, 8-16

1.  now faith understands that our hope will happen.  yes, faith sees yet 

unseen things as already true!  

2.  it is this same faith that his people have always had and for which he

commends them!

3.  it is our same faith that understands that god's word of command made

everything in the universe!  how did it happen?  faith knows that god

caused things we can't see to become things we are able to see!

....

now abel, enoch and noah had faith and god accepted them...
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8.  now abraham... faith called abraham to go into that place that god

promised would be the future home he would inherit.  he didn't know

where he was going, having never touched nor seen that place.  but 

9.  that didn't matter.  [ faith ] in him obeyed god and went!  he traveled to

that land area, making it his home as god promised.  there he lived in

tents like a foreigner and later [ his two sons ], isaac and jacob, would

live there also.  it was faith that caused him and them to do this.   yes,

those two were in him and so received god's same promise !

10.  abraham was willing to go because his hope looked forward.  he saw

that city which god designed and built which had foundations that god

established.  yes his hope could see that great city!  that same faith 

11.  cause him to be able to be a father when he was very old and was

himself unable to be a father.  also sarah's menstrual period had long

ago stopped.  but no matter, faith cause him to be able to be a father

because he knew god would faithfully carry out his promise!

12.  now he as one man was like dead already.  but no matter, god could

cause his children to spread and become many people, many as the many

stars in the heavens.  wow!  god could cause his children to spread and

become many as the sand on the sea shore that people can't count.

13.  those people of long ago  [ including abel, enoch, noah, abraham and

sarah ]  all lived and continued in faith until their bodies died.  that

promised they had not yet received but they saw that promise far in the

future and could welcomed it now.  they said they were as foreigners,

14.  yes, traveling here on earth as foreigners !  when other people say the

same things that those people said, they too mean that their hearts

search for and want that heavenly home country for their home and 

15.  we understand that the country they continued to think about did not

mean that country that they had just left.  no, but it was a different

country because they could have traveled back to that country here.

16.  so they didn't mean a country here but that better country was their

goal, wanting that heavenly country so god accepted them.  he

allowed them to name him their god.  he was not ashamed of them at all

for he prepares a home city for them there in heaven, wow !
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 12:32-40

(jesus continued teaching, saying:)

32.  "you small group... your father's pleasure decided to give you his

kingdom... so don't fear !  

33.  "sell the things you have here and give to satisfy the needs of the

poor.  doing this causes that treasure purse there in heaven where it

does not become old or run out.   [ there ] moth [ bugs ] can't eat it. 

[ there ] no thief can come near it or touch it!

34.  "but understand, the same treasure place, either here or there, is the

same place where your heart will be!

35.  "dress you body always ready to serve.  light [ your ] lamp to burn

36.  "because you are like those people waiting.  yes, their lord's wedding

feast is ready for they have already prepared it.  they now wait for

him to come and knock on the door.  they will quickly open it for him to

enter.

37.  "suppose those servants continually watch and are ready for him to

come.  when the lord comes and finds them ready and waiting he will

truly bless them!  he will dress himself ready to serve and will

command them to recline about the table and will come serve them!  i

tell you the truth!

38.  "it makes no difference if he comes at midnight or early in the morning.

when he finds those servants ready and continuing to watch, he will

greatly bless them!

39.  "now understand... if the lord of that house knew the exact hour that

a thief planned to come, he would not allow him to force the house

open to enter!  no, that's the truth!  you know it!

40.  "and so you must also always wait as ready because the son of man

will come again.  that future hour when he comes will be an hour you

don't expect.  [ so you must always wait as ready ! ]"
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THE THIRTEENTH SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST

(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is jeremiah 23:23-29

23.  the lord says: "i am a god that is near you and also a god who is far

away!

24.  "can any one have a secret place where he can go and hide, where i

can't see him?  no one can!  for i tell you that i live in all places in the

heavens and on the earth.

25.  "yes, i hear those prophets proclaim my name but they lie!  they say:

'god informs me in my dream.'  but they truly lie

26.  "and those prophets continue to lie.  in them, their hearts is a plan to

deceive people!  when will they stop, when? 

27.  "they inform each other of their dreams so they can cause people to

forget my name.  it is just as their fathers long ago forgot my name

when they worshiped baal!"

28.  the lord says: "just like comparing straw and wheat... that straw is

no good and that wheat is good... so also those prophets and the one

that has my word... those prophets can dream and tell their dream to

people.  that one has my word and he can rightly and clearly proclaim

my word!

29.  "my word is like a fire and like a hammer.  that hammer swings and hits

that rock and it crumbles away.  isn't that right?", the lord asks.

the second lesson is hebrews 12:1-13

1.   those are the many people of faith as a crowd of faith witnesses

around us.  wow, so we continue to compete and go that way of

competition before us.  never give up but continue to attend that way

and take any thing that hinders you and throw it away.  yes, continue

to attend that way and push away every sin which tries to divert

your attention!

2.   attend to jesus!   he begins faith in us and he is faith's goal.  he

continued to dote upon the future joy so he could endure death on

that cross and ignore the shame in that death.  he succeeded and sat

down at that exalted place, the right hand of god's throne!
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3.   jesus endured all the terrible sin enemies against him.  yes, he endured

that so now, as you consider him, don't become weary and never give

up!  [ yes, consider jesus ]

4.   and you can struggle against that sin and you can resist it.  you can

endure that because your struggling has yet to kill you!

5.   don't forget the encouragement of god's word where he talks to you

as his children.  he says: "my sons  [ and daughters ], attend the lord's

right teaching to train you and during that don't give up!"

6.   you know that he loves you and therefore that's the reason he teaches

to train you.  yes, every son  [ and daughter ]  that he loves and

accepts, he truly teaches to train and change him!

7.   you endure his teaching to train and change you.  yes, he is training you

just as a true father will rightly teach to train his children.

8.   suppose that he rightly teaches to train those other children but does

not train you in any way.  that means you are not sons  [ and

daughters ]  of god's family!

9.   also we respect our earthly fathers here when they teach to rightly

train us... right?  how much more important is it that we should obey

god's authority!   he is our spiritual father and obeying him we will

live!

10.  here, during the few days of our lives, those [ fathers ] rightly teach

to train us as best they can!  but god teaches to rightly train us for

our good that we can become holy as he is holy!

11.  we don't enjoy the times of teaching to rightly train us because right

teaching to train us does not give us joy but pain!  however, when we

learn from god's right teaching to train us, we will do right and so

have true peace!

12.  now, strengthen your tired hands and your weak knees

13.  and walk that straight way!  yes, continue to walk that way so your

hurt foot will not become worse but your foot will heal!
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 12:49-53

49.  [ jesus says: ]  "why did i come to earth?  i came to cast fire upon the

earth and i wish that fire had already begun!

50.  "i must endure that baptism and endure that great burden until that

baptism is finished.

51.  "do you think that i came to bring peace, to give peace to the earth? 

no, not peace but divisions!  yes, i came to truly divide people!

52.  "from now on, in a family of 5 people, there will be three divided

against two and two against three!

53.  "a father will be against his son and a son against his father!  a

mother will be against her daughter and a daughter against her

mother!  that husband's mother will be against his wife and his wife

against his mother!  [ yes, my coming truly brings division ] !"

THE FOURTEENTH SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST

(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is isaiah 66:18-23

the lord says:

18.  "i know all the things people do and think!  i will come and gather

people no matter what country they're from or what language they

speak.  they will come and see my glory!

19.  "i will establish that special happening among them.  then i will send

those few who escape and continue to live to many countries.  they

will go to the countries of tarshish and libia.  they will go to the

people of lydia that live by shooting bows.  they will go to the

countries of tubal and greece.  they will go to far away island

countries across the sea where they have not yet seen or know the

fame of my glory!  yes, i will proclaim my glory among all peoples!

20.  "for as the children of israel long ago brought their grain offering in

a clean jar, offering the food of their harvest to the lord here in his

temple house, so also those people from various countries will gather

here riding on horses, in chariots, being carried in wagons, riding on

donkeys and riding camels.  they will lead their family members, their

brothers and sisters who live in every country, they will lead them to

come here.  they will offer them here at my holy mountain jerusalem,

offering them to the lord as a good grain offering!
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21.  "from my chosen group i will establish some to be priests and levites to 

22.  "serve me as i the lord say.  i will make that new heaven and new earth

to continue before my eyes!  yes, i proclaim that also your future

children and your name will continue before my eyes!

23.  "the people will worship me from the full moon this month until next

month's full moon.  they will worship me from this week until next. 

they will gather and continue to worship before me!"

the second lesson is hebrews 12:18-24

20b. notice that mountain

18b. that burns hot, is dark, is fearful, where there's a wind storm, a loud 

20a.  ringing trumpet and a loud voice that said that they were to stone

and kill anything, even any animal that touches the mountain!  your

long ago family couldn't endure that command!

19.  when they listened to it, your family of long ago said: "that's enough! 

stop speaking!  we can't endure it!"

21.  even moses was very afraid when he saw that mountain.  he trembled

and said: "i am terrified and greatly tremble!"

18a. it's not something like that [ mountain ] that you've come and touched

and felt here!  no,

22.  but you've come to that heavenly mount zion, god's city.  yes, you've

come to the one living god, to that heavenly jerusalem.  you've come

and will see thousands of angels gathered before god rejoicing!

23.   you've come to see his first born children, his church, his children

whose names are already listed there in heaven!  you've come before

god, the judge, who rules all people.  you've come to see the righteous

spirits of many people that god accepted, who are now prefect to

enter into life eternal!

24.  yes, you've come to meet jesus, the bringer of god's new promise. the

sprinkling of his blood proclaims a better word than abel's blood!
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lesson holy gospel is luke 13:22-30

22.  jesus' goal was to travel finally to jerusalem, to that important

town.  he taught people while he traveled through large and small

towns.

23.  someone asked him: "lord how many people will you save ... only a few?" 

he told them:

24a. "that door is narrow.  it is important for you to make your goal, your

best effort, to enter it, you must.  understand that

25a.  "the lord will come to his house and close that door.

24b.  "i tell you that many other people will come, wanting to enter it but

they won't be able to enter it!

25b.  "they procrastinated and now it is too late.  they will stand outside

the door and knock, begging him saying: 'lord, open the door for us to

enter now,'  but he will answer saying: 'where do you come from... who

are you?  you are the people of the devil and i don't know you.'

26.  "they will begin their answer by saying: 'before, we ate and drank

together with you.  and yes, you traveled our streets teaching us!'

27.  "but he will tell them: 'where do you come from!  who are you?  i don't

know you unrighteous workers who do unrighteous things!  go away

from before my face!'

28a. "'abraham, isaac, jacob and all the prophets will live there in god's

kingdom.

29.  "'yes, people from the east, west, north, and south will all gather into

god's kingdom feasting there while lying down around his table!

28b.  "'you yourselves will see that but god will cast you out to where

there exists weeping, terrible grinding of teeth, and suffering, wow!'

30.  "and understand!  when someone here is last, there in god's kingdom he

will be first!  and when someone here is first, there he will be last!"
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THE FIFTEENTH SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST

(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is proverbs 25:6-7

6.   do not exalt yourself in the presence of the king nor decide for

yourself to stand in that place reserved for important people.  oh no

7.   but wait.  for if you to decide to come to that place and later the

prince comes, he will have to send you to stand another place.  this

will truly embarrass you having seen the prince eye to eye!  don't

decide for yourself but first wait for someone to tell you to come and

stand in this place.  that is truly better, yes!

the second lesson is hebrews 13:1-8

1.   with brotherly love, continue to love one-another!

2.   you don't know those people but remember to welcome them into your

houses because maybe they are angels.  then you will welcome them as

faithful people did long ago when truly they welcomed angels!

3.   remember those prisoners just as if you were a prisoner yourself! 

[remember those] whom people wrongly persecute as if you are with

them and your body must endure their same sufferings!

4.   marriage is important and people must honor it.  keep the wedding bed

pure for those two that are married, the husband and wife, to sleep

together only!  god will judge those who don't care and have

intercourse around with various partners and who commit adultery.

5.   don't be a lover of money but continue to live satisfied with the things

you have.  remember god himself said: "i will not leave you.  i will never

forsake you, no never!"

6.   therefore, we can boldly say: "the lord is my true helper!  i fear

nothing at all!  those people are only of the earth so what can they

do to hurt

7.   me?  remember those people that are your leaders, for they preached

god's word, informing you of that word!  god succeeded in their lives. 

consider their lives and copy their actions of faith, doing as they did!

8.   jesus christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever!
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 14:1, 7-14

1.   today is the holy worship day and jesus came into a house that

belonged to a leading pharisee to eat bread.  those people watched his

every action.

....

7.   the pharisee had invited many people who came.  quickly they grabbed

the important places reserved for honored visitors and they reclined

at his table.  when jesus noticed this, he told them a story with a

heavenly meaning.  he said:

8.   "if someone invites you to a wedding celebration and feast, don't

recline yourself in the important place of honor at the table.  no, for

he might also have invited a very important person and

9.   "when that important one later arrives, the man who invited you both

will command you saying: 'move from your place where you recline so

he can recline there!'  this will shame and embarrass you as you go to

that unimportant place at the table!

10.  "you don't want this to happen.  so if someone invites you, go recline at

that unimportant place at the table.  later, when the one who invited

you arrives, he will say to you: 'friend, come recline at this place near

me,' and those other visitors will see you and greatly honor you!

11.  "understand:  if someone exalts himself, another will humble him by

force!  but when someone humbles himself, another will exalt him!"

12.  now [ jesus ] told the one that had before invited him: "when you spread

a feast at noon or in the evening and you invite people... who do you

invite to come?  only your friends or your family members?  only your

other family relatives or your rich neighbors?  oh no!  don't invite them

for they can pay you back giving you an invitation at a later date!

13.  "no, instead when you plan a party, invite the poor, crippled,

wheelchair bound, and blind people

14.  "and great blessing is yours because they can't pay you back!  but

later, god will pay you back when the people that god accepts rise

again.  then he will repay you!"
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THE SIXTEENTH SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST

(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is proverbs 9:8-12

8.   don't you scold any mocker!  oh no, because he will hate you!  you can

scold to teach any wise man, and he will love you!

9.   any wise man that you teach becomes wiser!  any righteous man that

you teach will improve in his learning!

10.  in the fear and respect of the lord is the beginning of wisdom!  in your

knowledge of the holy one is the beginning of true understanding!

11.  i will multiply your days to become many years that i will add to your

life!

12.  if you are truly wise, your wisdom can help you.  however, if you are a

mocker, when the life of that mocker ends, he will endure that end

alone, he will!
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the second lesson is philemon, (which has 1 chapter), verses 1 and 10-21

1.   i, paul, am a servant of christ jesus as a prisoner here with my brother

timothy.  i write this letter and send it to philemon.  god true loves

that one and he is a friend worker with us. ....

10.  now onesimus, my child, [whose name means "one you can use",]... yes, i

beg you to consider him....  while here in jail i truly become his spiritual 

11.  father.  before he was your no good servant, worthless, but now he is

a valuable servant for you and me both!

12.  i cherish him in my heart; our relationship is as if he is a very important

part of me [like my arm]... [but no matter,] i send him back to be yours

again!

13.  i considered in my own mind that he could stay here with me as i am here

in jail so he could serve here in your stead.  also in your stead, he

could proclaim god's good word here, serving me here...

14.  but i won't decide this myself.  first you must make the decision because i

don't want you to feel forced.  i want you to make your own decision

to help me.

15.  understand that maybe he left you and came here for the reason that

now your can have him forever!

16.  from now on he is not a worldly slave, but better than that.  he is now

my cherished brother and one you can greatly cherish because he is

both a special person and now a christian!

17.  now if you continue to consider yourself a friend worker with me, then

welcome him as you would welcome me!

18.  and if he has done anything wrong against you or owes you anything,

charge it to me,

19.  paul and i will pay you back.  this i promise as i now write this letter

with my own hand... i will pay you back.  remember that you truly owe

me your life, but it is not necessary that i tell you that again!

20.  for with the lord in us we are brothers so you can do the right thing,

serve and comfort me as christ will inspire the heart.

21.  i now write this letter and am confident that you will do as i recently

said.  yes, you will do everything i have asked and even more.  yes this i

know for sure!
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 14:25-33

25.  there was a great crowd of people gathering around and traveling

with [jesus].  now he told them:

26.  "if those people come to me, holding their fathers, their mothers, their

wives, children, brothers or sisters in their hearts and are not ready

to abandon them... if they are not ready to give up their own lives ...

then they can't be my followers for they are not ready to follow me!

27.  "understand also that just as they don't want to shoulder their

crosses, so also they don't want to follow me and they truly can't be

my followers!

28.  "now if someone among you wants to build that tower, he would first

sit and figure how much money would be necessary so he could have

enough money to begin the building and finish it.

29.  "this is important because if he begins the foundation [and his money

runs out], he can't finish the tower.  then those who are watching will

mock him,

30.  "and say: 'that man began the building but is unable to finish it!'

31.  "suppose a king plans to send his group to war against another king... 

what will he first do?  he will first sit and consider if his 10,000 soldiers

can defeat the other king's 20,000 soldiers... he will consider this

32.  "and now suppose that he feels his soldiers would not be able to

defeat them... then what will he do?  while that other group is still far

away, he will send negotiators to discuss the necessary words to

allow a peace agreement with him.

33.  "so also, if any of you want to become my followers... you can't unless

you are willing to give up everything, [your family] and all things [and

then you can follow me]!"
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 THE SEVENTEEN SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST

(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is exodus 32:7-14

the lord's mountain was there.  moses stayed there on the mountain for

forty days and nights.  those jewish people waited and then decided to

make an idol, a false god.

7.   now the lord said to moses: "you go down from the mountain because

your people, the ones who lived in the country of egypt and who you

brought here, yes, your people have decided to do a terrible sin!

8.   "i have commanded them to live my way of life but they quickly have

gone astray!  they have formed that thing like a cow, bowed and

worshiped it.  they even offered animals they killed as sacrifices to it! 

they say: 'israel look!  this is your god.  before you lived in the country

of egypt and this god brought you here!'"

9.   now the lord told moses: "i have seen that these people are very  stiff

necked and stubborn, wow!

10.  "now, therefore, here alone i will consider my hot anger that will burn

against them to consume them!  i will establish from you a new, ever

increasing group of people... a group that will become great!"

11.  but now moses begged the lord his god for mercy and moses said: "they

are your people, the ones who before lived in the country of egypt and

whom your powerful hand, your almighty power brought out of egypt! 

why bring your anger against them?  oh no, don't,

12.  "because those egyptians will say: 'he led them into the mountains

because he wanted to hurt and kill them, cleansing the earth so you

couldn't find any of them!  don't hurt your people... don't do it.   push

your terrible anger aside.  turn away from it!
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13.  "remember your three servants: abraham, isaac, and israel.  remember

that, depending on your own honor, you promised them saying: 'i will

multiply your future children.  they will become many as the stars are

in heaven.  i will give them this whole country as i have already said... a

country, a land, forever as their inheritance... yes, remember your

promise!"

14.  the lord decided not to do anything against them as his recent word

had said.

the second lesson is first timothy 1:12-17

12.  christ jesus, our lord, has given his strength to me, [paul].  yes, and i

thank him...  for he decided that my faith's action would continue and he

chose me to serve him!

13.  long ago i was a blasphemer, a persecutor and a terribly cruel person. 

but no matter, he had mercy on me because i was then not yet a believer

and my actions were in ignorance without understanding.  yes he had

mercy on me,

14.  pouring the grace of our lord into me with the faith and love of christ

jesus... wow!

15.  in comparison with all sinners, i am the worst most terrible sinner.  but

christ jesus come here to the world to save all sinners!  this recent

word is very important and, yes, all of you should accept it.

16.  of sinners, i am the worst most terrible and so he could have mercy on

me.  it was with the great patience of christ jesus in me that he could

use me as such an example, to show other people who later would be

his people of faith and receivers of eternal life.

17.  he is the king eternal, the living one whom we can't see, the only true

god!  from now on and into forever we give him honor and glory

forever, amen!
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 15:1-10

1.   now those tax collectors and sinners were gathering near to listen to

2.    jesus. but those pharisees and bible teachers and writers gossiped

terribly, complaining against him saying: "he welcomes sinners and eats

with them!"

3.   jesus told them a story that informed of a heavenly truth... he said:

4.   "suppose that a man among you had 100 sheep and one sheep went astray

and was lost.  what would he do?   he would leave the 99 sheep in the

farm area and search for the one lost sheep, continuing to search

until he succeeds and finds it!

5.   "when he finds it, he will pick it up, put it over his shoulders and walk, 

6.   "rejoicing greatly as he comes into his home.  then he will call his

friends and his neighbors saying: 'come here with me!  yes, rejoice and

celebrate for i have found my lost sheep!'

7.   "so also suppose that there are 99 holy people here and one sinner...

those 99 feel they have no sin from which to repent but the one sinner is

sorry and pushes his sin away, turning to god.  now there is no

rejoicing in heaven caused by the actions of the 99 but wow is there

great rejoicing in heaven caused by the sinner! wow!"  now to 

8.   a second story...  "a woman had 10 coins of money and she lost one coin. 

what does she do?  she lights a candle, sweeps all of her house,

continuing to search everywhere until she finds the coin!

9.   "when she finds it, she calls her friends and calls her neighbors saying: 

come here, rejoice and celebrate with me, for i have found my lost coin!

10.  "so also i tell you: the action of one sinner who is sorry and pushes his

sin aside, turning to god will cause a great rejoicing in heaven, yes,

even there before god's angels, wow!"

4.   hey!  those people have needs and you walk them under your feet,

pushing them over.  those are the poor over all the earth and you

destroy them!  now attend my words!   you say:
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5.   "we am so eager for the new moon season to end so we can sell our

harvested food!  oh yes, we want the holy worship day to hurry and

end so we can sell the food we harvested.  our measuring cup is not a

true measure... our prices are expensive and our scales are not honest!

6.   "now with our money we can buy the poor people!  our shoes are like

money and with them we can buy those people who need shoes.  we can

mix the no good hay part of the harvest with the food and sell it!"

7.   now the lord remembers the honest life of jacob and promises saying: "i

will never forget their every wrong action...never!"

the second lesson is 1  timothy 2:1-8

1.   first, i, paul, encourage you to pray... pray for any need... pray every

prayer... pray for any one who needs god's help... and pray any thanks

in have in your hearts... pray for the needs of all people!

2.    pray that god helps the kings and all people of authority so that we

can live in quietness and peace, having holy and honest lives!

3.   your prayers are good things to do and please god our savior!

4.   yes, he wants to save all people and for them to come to know and to 

5.   learn all truth!  for there is only one god and between people and god

is the one man christ jesus.  he is the peace bringer who prays for god

to help you. 

6.   by the sacrifice of his own life, he paid the debt god required and he

took away sin to save all people.  that good message is able to save

all people, from the earth's beginning and from now on.

7.   god chose me, paul, as an announcer of that good message, sending me

as a proclaimer of that story, enabling me to teach that faith, that

truth to those groups of other people.  yes, i tell you the truth and am

not lying!  

8.   therefore, i want all people from every where to push away any anger

from in your hearts and push away all arguing and then to lift holy

hands and pray.  yes, all people should pray!
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 16:1-13 [ 14-151 ]

1.   and jesus told the disciples: "that rich man had a manager who managed

his business.  but now someone blamed him and told the rich man that he

was wasting his things.

2.   "so the rich man summoned the manager and said: 'someone has reported

to me...  now what have you done?  from now on you will not be a

manager here!  so add up your book that contain the information about

your management work and bring it to me to analyze.'

3.   "in himself, the manager said: 'now what will i do?  my boss will fire me

from my management work.  what can i do?  i am not strong enough to

dig.  i am to ashamed to beg!

4.   "'aha!  i know what i will do and later, when my boss fires me, those

people will welcome me in their homes!'

5.   "now he summoned each one who owed his boss.  he said to the first one

who came:  'how much do you owe my boss?'

6.   "he said: 'i owe 800 gallons of olive oil!'  he said: here is your debt

paper... quickly, take it, sit down and change the [ 800 ]; write 400!'

7.   "he said to the second one:  'how much do you owe?'  he said: '1000

baskets of wheat!'  he said: 'here is your debt paper... quickly, take it

and now write 800!'

8.   "that boss applauded that unrighteous manager because he was

cleaver... yes, when you compare the world minded people and the spirit

minded people, you find that the world minded manage world things

better, working with other people.

verses 14 and 15 are optional
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9.   now i [ jesus ] tell you:  "often people use world things and money to do

dishonest things!  but you spend your money and cause those to become

your friends.  later, when your life ends, they will welcome you there

in that eternal home!

10.  "if one manager is able to honestly manage a few things, that one is

able to honestly manage many things!  if that one is dishonest in

managing a few things, he will be dishonest in managing many things!

11.  "now we know that world things and money are used to do dishonest

things.  suppose that you also do the same and dishonestly manage

things here...  who will be able to trust you to manage those true

riches?  who could trust you?

12.  "also suppose that you don't honestly manage the things that belong

to another... who will trust you and give you things that are your

own?

13.  "one house servant can't serve two bosses, he can't!  either he will

hate that one and love the other, or he will eagerly honor that one

and really hate the other.  yes, it's true!  you can't serve both god and

things of the world, money... you can't!"

[ 141.  now those pharisees, [ jewish priests ], loved money.  after listening

to jesus, they mocked him.

15.  now jesus told them:  "you do things before people trying to show

yourselves as truly holy.  but god knows the things that are in your

heart.  the things that people feel are so important are the things

that god vomits in disgust!" ]

the prophet amos says:

1.   i warn you...  yes, you live in the comfort of zion.  also i warn those

that feel safe near mount samaria!  yes, i warn you important leaders

of other countries who the people of israel visit!

2.   now travel to calneh and look around.  then travel from there to the

great city of hamath to look around.  from there travel to the

philistine city of gath.  do you find any better kingdom there?  is their

land greater than your land?

3.   the future day of destruction will happen and if you procrastinate

feeling that it will never happen.   then you cause god's terrible

destruction to come soon.  yes, you cause it to happen!

4.   yes, it will be terrible that comes against you who continually lie on

your fancy ivory beds and who lie down across your comfortable soft

chairs... yes, you who eat young sheep and baby cows who were

recently born;

5.   you who invent harp songs like david did, listening to the sounds to

satisfy and serve themselves... yes, it will be terrible that comes

against you

6.   who guzzle bowls of wine.  you have the best lotions for the skin all

over your body but you don't care and ignore the sufferings of joseph's

family...  yes it will be terrible that comes against you!

7.   so understand!   first, it will come against you when those soldiers

force you into slavery and lead you to live as slaves in that country

there.  yes, your lying around table and feasting will come to an end! 

yes, that will certainly be finished!
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the second lesson is 1 timothy 6:6-16

6.    you people who are satisfied with the things you have, then, yes, god's

holy life in you is able to greatly benefit you!

7.    we brought nothing with us when we entered the world.  when we

escape from here, we can carry nothing out with us!

8.    but, yes, having food and clothes satisfied us!

9.    if anyone's goal is the want for riches, he falls into temptation and

those foolish lustful things trap him.  those dangers drown people.

those things completely destroy and ruin them!

10.   loving money is like a root from which all various evil grows.  those

people who desire riches go astray from the goal of faith.  their

hearts zealously want money and they attend to that.  they cause

themselves many griefs and hurt themselves!

11.   but you who are god's person, are to avoid that and escape.  your

heart is to zealously attend that holy life of faith, love, endurance,

and humility...  it is that same life that god praises!

12.   continue struggling that good faith struggle...  hold to life eternal!

god called you to that life which you now have.  that same life you

announced before many people who saw your life as proof.

13.   i encourage you before god who gives life to all things and whose eye

sees you...  [ i encourage you ] before jesus christ whose eyes see you

and who made his good announcement standing before pontius pilate

who judged him...

14.   yes, i [ paul ] demand you to obey all his commands, exactly following

and obeying him until our lord jesus christ comes and appears here

again.  then, he won't blame you or fault you in any way!

15.   [ yes, jesus will appear again ] at the time agreeing with god's

decision... god is the blessed one, the only ruler, the king ruling kings

here and the lord ruling lords here.

16.   he is the only one having immortal life, who never dies.  yes, he lives

there in bright light to which people are unable to approach... he is the

one that no person has ever seen and who people now can't see! 

eternal honor and [ eternal ] power are his alone!  amen!
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 16:19-31

jesus tells a story that informs about heaven saying:

19.  "there was a rich man.  he wore a purple robe and fancy clothes.  he 

20.  "had pleasure everyday of his life!  there was a poor man whose name

was lazarus.  his regular life was to lay at the rich man's gate.  his 

21.  "body was covered with sores.  he wished to eat the food falling from

the rich man's table to satisfy his hunger.  but his only satisfaction and

comfort came from the dogs who licked his sores.

22.  "the poor man died and angels came to carry him into abraham's heart. 

there he lay as a baby.  the rich man also died, was buried

23.  "and went into the terrible suffering of hell.  he looked afar and saw

abraham with lazarus laying in his heart

24.  "and he called saying: 'father abraham, have pity on me.  i suffer in this

terrible fire here.  send lazarus with a cup of water to dip his finger,

touch and cool my tongue with the water.'

25.  "but abraham said: 'child, remember you received your good things

during your life!  lazarus, however, received only bad things!  now,

here, he has comfort and you suffering there!

26.  "'this i say is true but also, established between us is a wide and deep

valley with no bottom.  therefore, someone wishing to go over to you,

can't, nor can someone come over from you with us here!'

27a. "he said: 'father,

28a. "'i have five brothers.

27b. "'they live in my father's house.  so, i beg you to send

28b. "'[ lazarus ] as a witness, to warn them so they don't come here to this 

29.  "'terrible place of suffering!'  he said: 'they have the books of moses

and the prophets.  they can attend those words!'

30.  "he said: 'oh no, father abraham... no!  but suppose someone who has died

rises again and goes to them, they will push sin away and turn to god!'

31.  "he said: 'if they won't attend the books of moses and the prophets,

then they will also refuse when someone who had died, rises again and

goes to them.  he won't convince them either!'"

3. "why does he show me that sin and wrong action there, that wrong

judgement that does not help?  why does he cause me to see the

trouble and evil there?   people grab everything, destroy things and i

watch their terrible actions!  there are struggles and arguments,

wow!"

2:

1. "i stand here at my place where i can watch... continuing to stand here

on the wall.  i stay in my own place, watching and waiting to see what

his vision will tell me.  i will wait and see what god's answer is about

my complaint."

2. "now the lord answered me saying: 'clearly write that vision down so

people can easily read it!

3. "the vision will happen at a future time as i've decided!  it has not yet

happened but is moving towards that goal.  that is no lie!   it will

happen!  suppose it is put off for awhile... you just wait... finally, it will

happen.  it won't be late but the vision will finally happen!

4. "look at that proud person... in his soul is no righteousness!  but faith in

that one is righteousness in him.  that one will live because faith

actions will always be his actions!"
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the second lesson is 2 timothy 1:3-14

3.   i, [ paul ], thank god.  yes, with a clean conscience in me, i am able to

worship him, the same god my fathers worshipped... i remember you, [

timothy ], and i pray all day and all night.  in my prayers i continue to

4.   dote on you.  i look back and remember your tears and i want to visit,

to see you so joy can greatly inspire me again!

5.   i look back and see your honest faith.  yes it is the same [ faith ] your

grandmother lois had and the same [ faith ] your mother eunice had. 

yes, it is the same [ faith ] i know that is truly in you!

6.   now god's gift in you is a fire in your heart, which he gave you when i

laid my hands upon you... yes, fan that into a great blaze in you!

7.   his gift of the spirit in us is not a [ spirit ] that's afraid, shy and weak.

no, but that spirit is power [ in you ]... is [ god's ] love [ in you ]... is self

control [ in you ]!

8.   therefore, don't you ever feel ashamed as you witness of our lord! 

also don't feel ashamed of me here as his prisoner.  but god's power in

you enables you to suffer with me...  yes, you can!  we suffer because of

his good story that we proclaim... continue to proclaim it!

9.   he saved us both when his holy call had called us.  it was not because

of our actions!  no, but his own plan and kindness!  yes, that happened

long ago when the world was still not yet here.  god's future plan

was that christ jesus would come and show god's kindness to all!

10.  but now our savior, christ jesus, has appeared and brought grace here

to us!  he, on the one hand, destroyed our death and, on the other hand,

his good story informed life eternal into us!

11.  he chose me to be an announcer, follower, and teacher of his good 

12.  story which is the reason i now suffer here.  but i am not ashamed, no,

for i know he is able to protect everything he gives me as a trust to

manage.  yes, he can protect it until that future last day!

13.  in the faith and love of christ jesus, you remember the good, exact

word i taught you and the word that you learned.  so also you should

plan to copy, follow and practice it!

14.  the holy spirit lives in us.  his good story is like a deposit in you that he

trusts you to manage...  he will help you guard and manage it, he will!
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 17:1-10

1.   [ jesus ] and his followers were there.  he told them: "that situation

will certainly tempt people, causing them to stumble and sin.  that will

try to lead people astray from god.  but that temptor that tempts

them to sin, i truly warn him!   wow, terrible blame will come against

him! 

2.   " what is a better plan instead of him doing that?   it would be better

to have a large stone tied around his neck and thrown into that water

to drowned there!   yes, that is better so he can't tempt those children,

any one to sin!

3.   "be careful what you do.  suppose your [ christian ] brother [ or sister ] 

does that sin... you scold him, wanting to help him.  later, suppose he is

sorry, pushes his sin away and turns to god.  then you can forgive him!

4.   "now suppose in one day he sins against you seven times... and [ suppose ]

that he comes back to you seven times and says he is sorry... what do

you do, what?  you must forgive him!"

5.   now those 12 followers said: "add more faith to our [faith]!"

6.   the lord said: "suppose the faith in you is small as a seed of mustard...

now, notice that mulberry tree there... [that faith in you] is able to

command that tree saying: 'tree, lift up yourself and jump into that

water to grow there!  yes, roots and all now go grow there'... and

that tree will obey the faith in you!

7.   "suppose one of you has a servant... that one is now working the plow

or is caring for the sheep... now he finishes his farm work and comes

back home.... what do you tell him: 'come now, recline and eat?'

8.   "oh no!  but you command him: 'now prepare my food.  change your

clothes and serve my food and drink to me.  when i'm done eating and

drinking, your serving will be over and you can eat and drink!'

9.   "is it necessary for you to thank that servant?  no, because he simply

did everything thing you commanded him to do.

10.  "so also with you!  you do everything commanded of you and when

finished, say: 'we are truly unworthy servants and we have done our

duty!" 
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THE TWENTY-FIRST SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST

the first lesson is ruth 1:1-19a

1.   long ago, when the judges ruled, there was a great hunger all over

the country.  that man, whose home was the town of bethlehem in the

area of judah, decided to travel to the area of moab to live.  his wife 

2.  and two sons traveled with him.   his name was elimelech.  his wife's name

was naomi.  his two son's were named mahlon and chilion.  their family

was ephrathah whose home town was bethlehem in the area of judah.

6.   now she, with her two daughters in law, decided to travel from the

area of moab to the area of [ judah ] because she heard a story which

told of the lord coming to visit and help his people, giving them bread

and food.

7.   so the three together left from the place they had lived, walking

together on the road, going towards the area of judah.   now naomi 

8.   said to her two daughters in law: "you two now go back.  each of you

can go to your mother's house.  you have shown kindness to me and to

your husbands who died.  now i pray that god will bless you with the 

9.   "same kindness you have shown me, praying that the lord give each of

you rest, living safely in the houses of the new husbands he gives you." 

now she kissed them and they cried out with loud voices.

10.  they said: "oh no!  we will travel back with you to your people."

11.  she answered: "no, my daughters, you go back!  why would you travel

with me?  do i have sons new in my womb?  when born, can they grow up

for your husbands?  no, i can't give any to you!

12.  "no, my daughters, go back.  i am very old and not able to marry again. 

yes, even if i had hope and right now, tonight, had a husband and right

now became pregnant and gave birth to another two sons...
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13.  "would you two wait until they grow up, waiting without husbands? 

no!  the lord's hand is terrible against me.  yes, my life is bitter but

your lives do not have to be bitter like mine."  again they cried, in loud

14.  voices... they really cried.  orpah kissed her mother in law and began

to go back.  but ruth continued to hug her,  so naomi said: "look!  your 

15.  "sister in law is going to her people and to her gods!  so also you go

and follow her."  but ruth said: "don't force me to leave you... no,  

16.  "don't force me to go away from you... any place you go is the place to

which i will follow you...  the place you stay is where i will live... your

people are also my people...  your god is my god...  the place you die 

17.  "and where your grave is will be where i will die and where my grave

will be.  death alone is what can separate the two of us!  if i allow

anything else to separate us then the lord can punish me, yes, terribly 

18.  "punish me!"  now naomi could see that this was her strong position and

she wouldn't change her mind so their conversation ended.

19a. those two traveled together, finally arriving in the town of

bethlehem.

the second lesson is second timothy 2:8-13

paul said to timothy:

8.   you continue to consider jesus christ, born of david's family.  he died

and  god rose him again.  this is the wonderful good news story that i

continue to proclaim

9.   and so i suffer that evil against me and they shame me because of it. 

they arrested and put me in jail!  but god's word is never bound!  never!

10.  i am willing to endure everything so god's word can spread to his

chosen people.  the good news about christ jesus as savior can come

into them and he can save them so they receive eternal glory with him!

11.  [ timothy...]  you can trust his word that i now tell you!  jesus died and,

yes, if we die with him, so also we will live with him!

12.  if we continue to endure, we will rule with jesus where he rules!  if we

reject him, that one will reject us, he will!

13.  if we go astray from the actions of faith, that one will continue the

way of faith in action, for he is truth and will never stray from it!

16.   understand that god breathed every verse, inspiring every word in the

encourage them to settle down and work, earning money so you can

buy bread for themselves to eat.

13.  and you, brothers [ and sisters ], continue doing right!  don't stop and

never give up but continue doing right!

1
These are alternate lessons for 3rd Last Sunday in the Church Year
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 21:5-19

5.   those people looked over the beautiful stones and special

decorations, saying how wonderful they are.  the gifts of people to

honor god were wonderful temple decorations.  but now jesus said:

6.   "now you see these things here, beautiful stones on top of stones.  but

in the future these will not be lift but they will be pushed over flat. 

yes it will happen leaving not one stone on another!"

7.   they asked him saying: "teacher, when will this happen, when?  what

will warn us before that future day happens, what?"

8.   he said: "watch carefully!  someone can easily deceive and lead you

astray!  yes, many will come saying my name and also say: 'i am he, yes

me!' soon that time will come but don't you follow them, oh no!

9.   "you will hear stories of wars and revolutions.  don't you be afraid at

all because these recent things must happen first, yes, but the world

won't quick end?  no, not yet!"

10.  and [ jesus ] told them: "the counties army will come against another

country and one kingdom will come against another kingdom!

11.  "terrible earthquakes will happen at various places.  terrible

sicknesses will spread and many will die.  hunger will kill many.   in the

heavens will happen truly fearful things and terrible things you will

see there.

12.  "but before any of these recent things happen, people will grab you

with their hands, persecute you and bind you.  they will lead you into

the [ temple for judgement ] and throw you into jail.  kinds will force

you to stand before them and before governors because you serve my

name!

13.  "yes, this will be your opportunity to succeed as witness announcers!

14.  "but now decide in your mind and know that it is not necessary to

practice the words to use to defend yourselves.  no, don't prepare

them
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15.  "because i will enable your mouth, [ your signs, ] to say wise words.

your enemies who blame you will not be able to resist those same

words, [ signs, ] and they won't be able to contradict you.

16.  "mothers, fathers, brothers, [ sisters ], family members and friends will

betray you!  those people will kill some of you!

17.  "yes, all people will hate you because you serve my name!

18.  "but of the hair upon your head, not one hair will die... not one!

19.  "from now on, continue to stand strong and your benefit will be the

life in heaven which your soul will receive!"
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THE THIRD LAST SUNDAY OF THE CHURCH YEAR

(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is exodus 32:15-20

moses was on god's mountain.  god had finished writing the two

commandments stones with his finger and now

15. moses turned and went down the mountain carrying the two

commandment stones in his hands. god had written on both sides, front

and back. 

16. god had made the tablets; god had wrote, engraved, the words on the

tablets.

17. [ as moses went down the mountain, he met joshua and the two continued

walking. ]   when joshua heard the noise of the people shouting, he said

to moses, "there is the sound of war in the camp."

18. moses replied: "it is not the sound of victory... it is not the sound of

defeat... it is the sound of singing that i hear." 

19. when moses approached the camp and saw the calf and the dancing, his

anger burned.  he threw the tablets out of his hands, breaking them to

pieces at the foot of the mountain. 

20. he took the calf they had made and burned it in the fire.  then he ground

it to powder, soil like, and mixed it with the drinking water.  moses

forced the israelites to drink it.

the second lesson is 2 thessalonians 3:1-5

1.   finally, brothers [ sisters ], pray for us that the message of the lord

may spread rapidly and people honor that word.  this is just as it

happend with you. 

2.   pray that god will save and protect us from wicked and evil men,

those and others that have no faith in them at all.

3.   but the lord will accomplish the things that he promises!  he will

strengthen you and protect you from the evil one just as he promises.
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4.   we have confidence in the lord that you are doing and will continue to

do the things we command. 

5.   we pray that the lord direct your hearts into god's love and christ's

perseverance in you will succeed.

the holy gospel lesson is luke 17:20-30

20.  one day, those pharisees asked jesus:  "when will the kingdom of god

come?"  jesus replied, "the kingdom of god does not come with your

careful observation, 

21.  "nor will people say, 'here it is,' or 'there it is.'  no, because the kingdom

of god is within, [ among ] you." 

22.  then he said to his disciples, "the time is coming when you will long to

see one of the days of the son of man, but you will not see it. 

23.  "men will tell you, 'there he is!' or 'here he is!' do not go running off

after them.   no, dont!

24.  "understand that the day of the coming of the son of man will be like

the lightning that flashes and lights up the sky from one end to the

other.

25.  "but before that happens, he must suffer many things and the people of

this generation must reject him." 

26.  "just as it was long ago in the days of noah, so also will it be in the

days of the son of man.  [ the actions of those people will be just like

the actions of people on that future day. ]

27.  people were eating, drinking, marrying and being given in marriage up to

the day noah entered the ark.  then the flood came and destroyed them

all. 

28.  "it was the same in the days of lot.  people were eating and drinking,

buying and selling, planting and building. 

29.  "but the day lot left sodom, fire and sulfur, [ that is yellow burning

fire, ] rained down from heaven and destroyed them all.

30.  "it will be just like this on the day the son of man appears again."
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THE SECOND LAST SUNDAY OF THE CHURCH YEAR

(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is jeremiah 8:4-7

4.   jeremiah tells them saying: "the lord himself says: 'if people fall, they

will later stand again, right?  when people go astray, later they will

come back, right?

5.   "'so why do those people go astray?  why does jerusalem go astray

again and again?   they hold to that lie, following it and they don't

come back!  no, they refuse to come back!  why?

6.   "'i listen to what they say but they say nothing right!  any someone,

himself living that evil life, is not sorry and doesn't push it away and

turn to god because he says: "what's wrong with my life?  there is

nothing wrong with it!"  yes, each one goes his own way like a horse

charging to war!

7.   "'now storks know when the time is right for flying!  doves, swifts and 

thrushes all obey when its time to fly south.  but my people don't know

and don't care what the lord requires of his people!  they don't follow

it in any way!'"
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the second lesson is 2nd corinthians 5:1-10

1.   now suppose that our earthly body is as a tent in which we live here. 

suppose it is destroyed and is gone.  we know that we have an eternal

heavenly building that god makes.  yes, that one not made by the hands

of people!

2.   now, while we live in this house, (this tent), we suffer, wishing that

heavenly house would come and clothe us!  yes, truly we wish that

would happen!

3.   then with that heavenly house clothing us, he won't find us naked at

all!

4.   while we are in our bodily tent here, we truly groan under this burden. 

it is not because we wish to remove this body, but we wish to put on

that heavenly one.  then this body of death is swallowed up by that

victory of life... wow!

5.   the reason god himself made us was for that future happening.  he

makes us ready and his spirit is as a deposit in us so we truly know that

his future promise will happen true.

6.   therefore, we are always confident.  we know that while we live in our

body as our home here it means that we wait for our home with the lord

there.  yes, we live separate from him here.

7.   our life depends on faith, not depending on things we see!

8.   but we are confident and say that we prefer to leave from our body

tent home here and go home to live with the lord.  yes, we think that is

best!

9.   therefore, it makes no difference if we continue our life in this body

tent or if we leave this body and go there ... our goal is still to

zealously continue to live to please him.

10.  yes,  we will all stand before the judgement throne of christ so he can

give us the reward that agrees with our actions during our life in this

body.  yes, if our actions are good then we will receive a good

reward... if our actions are worthless, evil actions then we will

receive evil!
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 19:11-27

11.  they listened to the word jesus taught them.... he told them a story

that informed of a heavenly truth.  this happened near jerusalem and

the people thought god's kingdom would now appear, so he told this

parable... 

12.  he said:  "that man was born of a royal family.  he had to travel to

that far country to accept his crown.  later, he will come back to his

kingdom here...

13.  "now he called 10 of his servants and gave them 10 mina coins, one to

each.  he told them: 'i will come back and until i arrive, use the coin in

business, managing it carefully.'  [ now he went away. ]

14.  "the people living in that country really hated him and sent a group to

proclaim saying: 'we don't want that man to rule us!'

15.  "but those people crowned him king anyway and he came back.  now he

called the 10 servants who received the money to see the profit that 

16.  "each one earned. the first one came saying: 'lord, with the 1 mina coin i

made a profit of 10!'

17.  "his lord answered saying: 'you good servant!  way to go!  you did

great!  yes, there are 10 cities for you to rule because you did good,

managing the little bit that i gave you.  you proved that i could trust

you to manage all that!'

18.  "the second one came saying: 'lord, with the 1 mina coin i made a profit

of 5!' 

19.  "his lord answered saying: 'there are 5 cities for you to rule.'

20.  "another one came saying: 'lord, notice here is the 1 mina coin you gave

me and now i give it back to you... i wrapped in a napkin and held on to

it since you gave it to me.  i kept it safe.

21.  "'i was afraid of you because i knew you as a strict and exact man!  i

knew you could store nothing away but profit greatly...  i knew that

you didn't have to sow seeds, but you have a great harvest anyway!'
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22.  "his lord answered saying 'you evil servant!  with your recent words, i

will judge you!  you knew me as a strict and exact man; that i didn't

store away anything but i profited anyway;  that i didn't sow seeds 

but i harvested anyway!

23.  "'therefore, why didn't you deposit my money and when i came back you

could give me the interest as my profit?'

24.  "now he said to those standing near him: 'take his 1 mina coin and give it

to the one with 10 coins!'

25.  "they said: 'lord, he already has 10 coins!'

26.  "he answered:  'i tell you: to someone who already has, i will add and

give him more!  but from one who has nothing, i will take away the 

27.  "'things he has!  now those enemies of mine who did not want me to rule

them... you bring them here and kill them in my presence!'"
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THE LAST SUNDAY OF THE CHURCH YEAR

(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is malachi 3:14-18

the lord says:

14a. "you have said:

15.  "'those proud people are greatly blessed indeed.  yes, those evil doers

have glorious riches, wow!  they challenge and tempt god and they go

free!'

14b. "therefore, [ you say ]: 'why serve the lord?  it is of no importance at

all!  why do we follow his law?  how does it profit us?  why do we

walk around before the almighty god and grieve in sorrow about our

sin?  why?'"

16.  now those truly respect the lord and the lord listened to what they

said while they talked with each other...  now, therefore, the lord

wrote their actions down in a book to remember them in that book

continually before him!  he will remember those people who honor the

name of the lord, whose names are in that book.

17.  the lord almighty says: "on a future day they will become my very

special treasure.  yes, they belong to my people!  i will succeed and

save them just as that man saves his son who serves him!

18.  "in the future you will be able to know the difference between the

people whose actions are righteous and the people whose actions are

evil.  the righteous serve god and the evil don't serve god at all!"
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the second lesson is revelation 22:6-13

6.   that [ angel ] told me, [ john ]: "the word that you just heard is the

truth and you can trust it, yes!  the lord god, whose same spirit

inspired the prophets, now sent me, his angel, here.  now i can inform all

of you the vision of future things, showing you his servants the things

that soon must happen."

7.   "and look!  yes, i, [ jesus ], am coming soon!  i will truly bless those

people who follow the prophetic words written down in this book!"

8.   i, john, heard and saw that vision for myself.  when i finished hearing

and seeing it, i bowed at the feet of that angel, ready to in worship

that one who recently showed these things to me.

9.   as i bowed down ready to worship, he quickly said to me:  "no!  don't!  i

am a servant as you are... i serve with you and with your brothers, the

prophets, and with those who follow the words put down in this book! 

you worship god!

10.  now the [ angel ] told me: "don't shut and seal the prophetic words

that you put down in this book.  no, don't, because the time of the

prophetic words will soon happen!

11.  "so you allow him who does wrong to continue to do his wrong actions! 

and allow that one who zealously does evil to continue to be

zealously evil!  allow the one doing righteous things to continue to

do righteous things!  allow the one living holy to continue living

holy!"

12.  "now look! ... i, [ jesus, ] am coming soon.   yes, i am and i will bring my

victory gifts with me.  i will gift each one agreeing with the actions of

their lives.

13.   "i, [ jesus, ] am the alpha and omega, the first and last, the beginning

and end!  yes, i am!"
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the holy gospel lesson is luke 12:42-48

42.  the lord [ jesus ] said: "now the lord chose and established that one to

manage all his house and servants.  that one will manage their food

portion, giving it to them according to the [ lord's ] right time!  who is

the faithful and wise manager, who?

43.  "later, suppose the lord comes and finds him continuing to do right...

the lord will truly bless and commend that servant.

44.  "i tell you the truth!  he will establish him to manage all his things...

yes, he will!

45.  "but now suppose that the servant says in himself: 'the lord delays his

coming back' and so he decides to become mean, to beat the male

servants and also the female servants.  suppose he also eats, drinks,

and succeeds in getting drunk!

46.  "now when the lord of that servant comes, it will be a the future day

when he doesn't expect him to come.  he will surprise him at an hour

during which he doesn't know anything.  he will cut him down with his

sword and throw him to that place where he will be together with all

those who have no faith at all!

47.  "suppose the servant knows what the lord's will is but does not

prepare himself at all and his actions do not agree with the lord's

will... the lord will terribly whip him, yes, terribly!

48.  "now suppose that another one doesn't know to do the things [ the

lord wants ] and does things that earn the whip... the lord will whip

him only a little bit!  now understand that the lord requires much from

someone to whom he has given much.  yes, and when the lord deposits

much with someone to manage, he expects and wants greater service

and action from him!"
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REFORMATION SUNDAY
(English to voice while another person signs)

the first lesson is jeremiah  31:31-34

31.   the lord himself says: "during a future time, i will establish a new

promise agreement with those people, israel, and with those people,

judah."  yes, that will happen just-as the lord himself declares!  

32.   "with your family, your fathers before, i had a promise agreement.  yes, 

before  they lived in that country,  egypt.   during that time i took

their hand and i led them free!   i was like their husband.  this new

promise agreement is not like the past one.  the past promise agreement

they did not follow at all!

33.   "this new promise agreement that  I have with the family of israel... 

what is it?"  the lord himself  declares: "my law I will put into your

minds.  my law I will write in your hearts!  i am their god and they 

34.   "are my people!  their evil actions i will forgive!  their sins i  will not

remember anymore at all!  therefore, from now on, must you teach

each other saying: 'know the lord'?   no!  from now on must a man

teach his neighbor?  no!   from now on must a man teach his brother?  

no!  those people will all know him.    the youngest person ... the

oldest person...  age no-matter... every person  will know him!"  that

will happen, yes, just-as the lord himself declared!

[ righteousness ] into them.   god proclaims that with  christ's

righteousness In those people, yes, he can accept those people!

23.   it's true!  all people have sinned.   could any person himself come up to

the level of god's glory?  no!  impossible!

24.   jesus christ accomplished the work that saves people.   and god's

grace freely gave to you what?   righteousness!
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25.   [ all ] sin... what sacrifice could succeed and take away sin?  it is

himself that god offered to himself!    faith  trusts christ’s  blood 

sacrifice that succeeds In a righteousnes.   therefore, right now you

are  like  standing before christ, before his mercy throne and god

accepts you.  his [ jesus’ ] offering  proved that he was righteous.  

yes, up until jesus' sacrifice could succeed, god patiently overlooked

sins.  he did not punish sin!

26.   god waited  until his jesus  offering  succeeded.  his action proved

that he is able to accept you right now.  his plan also proves that he

is a righteous, perfect judge.   yes, with jesus’  faith   In  people,  he can

proclaim them as christ righteous people and He can accept them!

27.   therefore, how can we boast?  what boast do we have?  our boast is

truly  nothing at all!   we don't follow the law principle meaning a

person must work to become himself righteous, no!   therefore, truly

we have nothing to boast about.   no!   but  faith  is our principle.

28.   for we truly know that  faith  itself proclaims righteous that person

and  god accepts that person.  yes,  we know that truly!   how?  do

your own actions succeed In righteousness following the law?  no! 

your actions can’t succeed at all!    actions following the law can’t

help  faith!   but faith  alone succeeds!  
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the holy gospel lesson is john 8:31-36

31.   now those jewish people had  faith trusting jesus.   therefore, jesus

said to them: "continue following my word and you are truly my

followers,

32.   "you will know the truth!   yes, the truth will free you!"

33.   they answered him: "we are truly abraham's children.   no one has ever

enslaved us... no, never!   now you say that we will become free...

how?"

34.   jesus answered them:  "i tell you the truth!  any one sinning... that sin

truly enslaves him!

35.   "is a slave truly  a family member?   no!  does a slave live forever in

the family home?  no!    but a son is a true family member.  yes, a son

lives forever in the family home!

36.   "therefore, if the son frees you, then you are truly free!"
