Five significant publications, indicating a return of Fundamentalism
to & state of sanity in the doctrine of the Last Things. Fundamentalism
has since its beginning as a movement, twenty years ago, been strongly
influenced by chiliastic notions, especially under the influence of such lec-
turers as Gaebelein and Gray and of the Scofield Bible. One of the leaders
of those whom we like to think of as representing the essentially Christian
element in Reformed Christianity is Mr. Philip Mauro, the Boston lawyer.
1. In the first title he analyzes, anatomizes, and completely refutes the
theology of the Scofield Bible with its theory of seven dispensations. Not
only does Mauro point out that “the method by which they have been ar-
rived at is purely arbitrary, fanciful, and destitute of Seriptural support”
(p-28), but he shows that dispensationalism involves a serious error re-
garding the plan of salvation. Some of us have noted the strong infusion
of Judaistic tenchings in the Scofield Bible. It required a detailed and
keen analysis like that of Mr. Mauro to bring out how directly the new
dispensationalism contradicts the Word of God in respect to matters of the
first importance, such as the consequences of the sacrifice of Christ. The
quotations submitted make it very clear that this new doctrine “proclaims
& salvation different in kind from (and of a distinctly inferior grade fo)
that ‘common salvation’ (‘common,’ that is, to all races and classes of men
the world over) which the Gospel of Jesus Christ offers to all men every-

,where, upon the essential condition of individual repentance and faith”

and proclaims “a second chance” for some who reject God’s mercy now

offered through the Gospel. The book treats with particular fulness also
the expected conversion of the Jews, which bulks so large in the mew
Chilinsm.— 2. The Hope of Isracl, mentioned in the title of the second
treatise, is the chilinstic hope of a future recomstitution and earthly
dominion of the Jewish nation; when the day of grace is ended and the
Lord Jesus Christ is revealed from heaven in flaming fire, He will (it is
believed) convert the whole Jewish nation then on earth and reestablish
them in Palestine. For this restoration of Israel there is to be a “tribula-
tion period,” which is to intervene between this present day of grace and
the “millennial day.” The author says that he himself at one time accepted
that doctrine without the faintest idea that it involved the denial of im-
portant truths. But in course of time, after prolonged study of the Word
of God, he was compelled to acknowledge that this so-called “hope” of the
Jews is in effect “another gospel” and involves a fundamental error.
Mr. Mauro analyzes all the texts cited for a general conversion of the Jews.
Rom. 11, 26 he refers to the conversion of all the elect (we believe that
Stoeckhardt is to be followed in his limitation of Israel to the elect Jews).
Fundamentalists should be careful in quoting EKarl Barth (p. 230).—
3. The Present Antichrist is another proof of a return to more Scriptural
principles of interpretation. The treatise is intended to show that the
Papacy fulfils the description of the Man of Sin in 2 Thess.2. We cannot
agree with the author’s interpretation of the Seventy Weeks of Daniel. —
4. The Great Tribulation referred to in Christ’s prophecy, Matt. 24, 21, is
regarded as fulfilled in the destruction of Jerusalem. Again we dissent
from the writer’s interpretation of the Seventy Weeks. McKnight writes
a trenchant and spicy style. — 6. The last title discusses the various inter-
pretations of Matt. 24, pointing out the difficulties of each and stating the
author’s reasons for believing that no absolute result can ever be reached
as to whether Matthew combines in the answer of Jesus the two subjects
indicated in the question ns Matthew has expressed it, that is, the destrue-
tion of Jerusalem and the Second Advent. However, on the author’s own
showing it appears quite feasible to draw a dividing line between those
predictions which refer to the destruction of the Holy City and those which
are eschatological in the narrower sense. TH. GRAEBNER.

Turning-Points of General Church History. By Edward L. Cutts, D. D.
Condensed and revised by William OC. Piercy, M. A. 323 pages,
71, X5. Price, $2.25. (Macmillan Co., New York. Printed in Great
Britain.)
This is an attempt, the author tells us, to give within the limits of
a small book some adequate idea of the history of the Church of Christ to
the thousands of intelligent church people who have little previous acquain-
tance with the subject. The editor of the present volume gives the follow-
ing interesting apology for its republication: “The fact that Cutt’s Turn-
ing-points has, since its publication in 1877, sold to the number of upwards
of seventeen thousand and is still in demand led the committee of the
S.P.C. K. to decide that a book in a form that has proved so useful should
not be allowed entirely to go out of print.” The editor also adds his
reasons for making some slight changes, additions, and emendations.

- the beginning of our era to the end of the Reformation. There are forty

chapters in all and an index. The table of contents contains also & handy
summary of each chapter.

The arrangement of the material appeals to us. The attempt is made,
and successfully, we think, to acquaint the reader somewhat with the his-
tory of a period before showing him what the Church was doing during
that time. For example, before taking up the story of the Church during
the first three centuries, & “sketch of the Roman Empire to the conversion
of Constantine” is given. :

Again, the author tells the story of the progress of Christianity in
the West, without losing sight of the fact that there was also & Church
in the East, and the reader is able to follow the fortunes of the Eastern
Empire and Church down to the fall of Constantinople. Nor ars the
northern European nations left out of the picturé. Their conversion is
clearly and concisely described, as is also that of the Slavonic nations.

The concluding chapter, on the Reformation, is quite complete for
& volume of this kind. The reader is given a fair picture of the German
Reformation down to the settlement of Augsburg. Then follows an account
of the Swiss Reformation, the French, Swedish, Danish, Norwegian, Finnish,
and in conclusion, that of England and Scotland.

Dr. Cutts, a clergyman of the Anglican Communion, who was well
known in English circles for his historical and archeological writings some
thirty and more years ago, naturally reflects the Episcopalian viewpoint
in his Turning-points, as, for instance, when he is nt some pains to prove
the divine institution of the diocesan episcopate in chapter III. In general,
however, his sane, conservative historical method pleases us. W.G.E.

Growth in Religlon. An Introduction to Psychology for Teachers of
Religion. By Harold J. Sheridan. 192 pages, 5X7%. Price, 81.00.

(The Cokesbury Press.) Order from Concordia Publishing House.

This is one of the books of the Standard Training Series issued by ﬂl-l
Cokesbury Press, of which the publishers say that it is “a series of studiea
in the religious needs and capacities of persons of all ages and in ways of
dealing with those needs and capacities by means of an effective program
of religious education.” The author has been active in the field of religious
education for many years, collaborating also with G.C. White in a text-
book for teachers. The present book begins with a chapter on “The Scien-
tific Study of the Religious Life”” in which — fortunately — the word
scientific is not stressed in the sense attached to it by many modern pseudo-
educators and educationists. The author makes an honest and, on the
whole, successful attempt to apply the science of pedagogy to the field of
religion. He discusses the learning process, the question of environment,
physical growth and its meaning, the development of intelligence, emotions
and emotional maladjustments, interest and some major human interests,
and development in the religious life.— While it must be conceded from
the outset that certain factors of religious education are beyond the control
of the religious educator, it would be far from correct to make the claim
that the training of the teacher of religion is a useless procedure. This
book will give to the man who uses his own judgment a fine opportunity
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to study some of the fundamental principles of religious pedagogy and to
apply the knowledge which he possesses in the fleld in the most effective
manner. The poorest chapter in the book is that on “Original Nature”;
for the author denies the existence of original —or inherited —sin, or
the depravity of human nature, referring to it as “the old Calvinistic view.”
Page 53 is particularly objectionable. There is also a chiliastic strain in
the book; for the author makes the statement (p.175): “War is coming
to be regarded as o major sin, that may be tolerated no longer.” But apart
from statements of this nature there is really much excellent material in
the book, and all those interested in the fleld of religious education may
well place this book on their shelves. K.

Strength of Religion as Shown by Bcience, Facilitating also Har-
mony within, and Unity among, Various Faiths. By Charles
E. de M. Sajous, M. D., LL.. D. 252 pages, 614 X7%. Price, §2.50.
(F.A.Davis Co., Philadelphia.)

Dr. Sajous is Professor of Endocrinology in the University of Penn-
sylvania Graduate School of Medicine. His thesis in this volume is that
religion and science can well be harmonized if, on the one hand, the trans-
lation of the creation record in Genesis be divested of the errors of trans-
lators and if, on the other hand, from the theory of evolution the atheistic
elements be eliminated. Unfortunately the poetical and symbolical render-
ing of Genesis which the doctor proposes is entirely unacceptable to any
one who is willing to follow sound principles of hermenecutics. (To begin
with, for create he substitutes “made it out of something.”) On the other
hand, what this scientist says about evolutionism supplies some heavy
artillery to those who believe that the theory of evolution is not a fact of
science, but n dogma of the scientist. There has never been known a devel-
opment of species (p.62). Darwin’s theories have ended in disappointment
(p.64). The apes, one and all, are “totally different from the human family
from its earliest history” (p.66). The structural differences between man
and the higher apes are immense (p. 70). The age of man on earth is
an unsolved problem (p.168). At every turn we meet evidence of a divine
Mind in nature (p.155). The author’s reference to the Trilobite as a
“lowly marine organism” is surprising. The Trilobite stands midway in
the scheme of animal life. G.
