-At tho ■ynodlcal 
CODYIDtlOll at River l!'ornt tut year tho Engll■h Dl■trlet had called the 
attention of Synod to the de■irabllity of the publication of a ravl■ed 1ynod­
lcal catechl■m or an entirely new exposition of Dr. :Martin Luther's Small 
Catechi■m. On recommendation of the committee to which thl1 memorial 
had been aulgned, Synod pauecl tho following rC?10lutlon1: 1. Reao&vd, 
That Synod ln■truet it■ Ven. President to appoint a committee of eleven 
whleh 11 to make a thorougla study of our Sclawan Oatechi■m with a view 
to it■ eventual revi■lon u well u tho grading of the cateehl1m material; 
and be it furthermore 2. .Ruolt:ed, That tlao committee uk for, and con• 
llder, ■uae■tlon■ with regard to thi■ work and ■ubmlt it■ finding■, to­
gether with the propo■ed draft, to oll pa1ton' and teachers' conference■ and 
8\'eDtually to tho 35th synodical convention. Thi■ committee ha1 been ap­
pointed by Pre■ldent Pfotenhauer 11ml con1i1t1 of tlae follo"•ing men: Prof. 
R. C. Neitzel, Prof. E. Koehler, Prof. A. Keinath, Pa■tor1 W. H. Luke, 
E. Hoelter, E. F. Haertel, H. J. Bouman, School Superintendent■ A. C. Stell· 
hom, W. N. Nickel, 0. E. Schroeter, and the undersigned a1 chairman. 
The committee mot for tlao flr■t time on January O at River Forest Semi• 
n■ry. A number of preliminary que11tlon1 wore dlapolcd of, 1uch u the 
exact ■cope of tho work, tho manner in wltlc]a tlte work ■ltould be carried 
out, etc. While all tbo members of tho committee arc J1old to 1tud7 tho 
entire catechl■m with a ,•icw to on o,•outual rcviaion and grading, eaeh 
member was a11ignC<l a portion of tl10 catoclai■m for ■pecial 1tud;r and con• 
■lderatlon. In haler meeting, tho su1,rgo1tio111 of thcl!O members and all 
other ■uggcatlons rccch·ed from other sources will be carefully considered 
by tho entire commit.tee. We hope to be able to ■ubmit a tentative draft 
to tho ,·arious conferences 11t n date ufficiontly early to give them ample 
time for a careful study of tho proposed drnft nnd for Bending in their 
1uggcatlou1 t.o t.bo committee, and still to enable tl10 committee to submit 
the ftnnl draft to Synod nt its next convention in 1033.

Abo,·o all, we 111k you, dear 
brethren, to remember thi1 committee in your prayora, in,•oking with u■ 
the ble11ing of our Fn.tlaor in hen.,•011 upon thia important work. At the 
■amo time tho committee hopca tlaat 11,)) mcmbera of Synod will ■how their 
lntereet by acnding their suggcations to the claairman and eending them 
at a■ early: a dnto a■ po11iblc. We n■k you to give ua your candid view■ 
In tho matter. Tell u1 whether in your opinion the catecld1m ahould re­
main unchanged or, if It i■ to be rcviacd, according to which viewpoint■, to 
what extent, etc., a revision ia desirable, naming claangca, additions, etc., 
which you feel ought to be made. Kindly nl&O exprou your opinion u to 
tlie 11rutling of the catochi■m material, ite neccuity, its nature, BCOpc, etc. 
The more out■pokcn Synod's membcra will be, the better will tho com­
mittee be able to servo the beet interest■ of Synod. Evor;r 1ugeation will 
be thankfully received and duly con■idercd by the individual member■ and

Tho U. L. C. i11 not ready fuJly to cooperate with tho Jl'odoral CounelL 
Tho Li1,tlu:ra.n doolnrcd 011 December 13, 1028: "Tho Lutheran Church holda 
to tl10 com•iotion that there i11 a. fundamental difl'orence between u■ and the 
grou1> or <l011omina.tio1111 for which Cah-ln nnd Armlniua aro tho aourc:e■ of 
interpreting tho Now TOl!tnmont and co1111tltutlng tho CJ1urcl1 on earth •••• 
A clear tli&tinction n.ppcnrs not only in tho definition of tho mean■ of gr■ct, 
tha.t is, in tho recognition of tho Word nml tho Sacramente aa our Lord'■ 
inatrumont to genera.to nml continue B:ia kingdom on earth, but allO fn 
a. distrust of methods or cl1angi11g tl10 beliefs and acta or men by preuure 
from autJ1ority, by Sta.to-e11acted ln.wa nml by comJ>Ulaory efl'ort■.'' There­
fore "the prelll!nt connection of tho U11ited Lutl1eran Church with the 
Federal Council ia 'consultntivo' nnd not organic.'' And "tho Council in 
our juclgmont undertakes to function in aphores for which we deem lt 
lacking In authority. Into tho o 1pl1eres wo are not free to go along.'' So 
the U. L. C. will not nncl cannot esta.bliah organic relations with the 
Council. But tho .Lu,tlu;ran hastens to add: "TJ1ia partial member■hlp f■ 
not lndlca.t ivo or hostility to an idea. of interdc11omlnational cooperation.'' 
Ite reruaa.1 to unite with Reformed bodiC8 dooa not inoludo tho rofuaal to 
unite witl1 them in ina.uguro.ting o. 110.tion-wido celebration of Ponteco■t and 
a joint celebration wherovor feaail,le. Thero la nothing in tho communica­
tion publl&l1ed October 31, 1020, tending to foreato.Jl auch an oxten■lon of 
tho coopern.t:ion. The Lu,thcra,n dooa not tel1 ita rcadon that Lutheran& &114 
Reformed may, according to the principle& of tl10 U. L. C., join in prep■rlng 
■uch a celebration, but must not join in tho celebration itaclf. Will ZIOD

A Bight Verdict from a strange Source.-The Pre•b11teria• re­
ports a. three-cornered debate of more tl111n pa88ing interest, the contending 
partica being Humaniata, Moderniata, and Fm1dame11taliata. Dr. Henry 
Sloane Coffin, president of Union Theological Seminary and one of the 
protagonists in tho camp of l'Iodcrniam, aomo time ago expreaaed the view 
that Fundllmentn.liata and Modernfata ahould forget their dllrerencea aucl 
join hands in combo.ting Humnniam. TJ1e Fnnda.mentAliata did not take 
kindly to tl1e invitation, and tl10 Humnniata became inecnBCd, aa.ylng aome 
harsh things about tho l\t:oderniata, whicl1, howe,•er, aro true. Writing In 
the Chrilltian. Register, 11 certain William A. Marzolf, him11Glf evidently 
one of tho 10-callcd Humcmiata, makca tho atatcment tl1at, "wl1atc\•er the 
religion of tho Modorniata may be, it ia not tl10 Chrietlan religion." San• 
tayana, the famous erstwhile Harvard philoaoplacr a.ml 1nan or Jottcn, ia 
quoted with a.ppro,•al: "Aa to Modernism, it ie suicide. It ia the Ja■t of 
thoBC conccaaione to the spirit of tho world wldeJ1 J1alf-bcllcvera and double­
minded propl1eta ha,·c alwnya been making; but ft la n. morta.J CODCell8ion. 
It concedes e,·crytl1i11g; for it concedes tl10.t c,•crytl1ing In Chri1tianit.7, 
aa Christiana hold it, ia an illusion. The Modorniata in their hearta are 
not Chri■tiana, but dio.mctrica.lly oppolicd to the funda.menta.l faith and 
purpoao of Christianity." These worldly-minded men J1a,·c an acute enough 
intellect to pcrech•e that, whilo tho Modcrniata atlll cling to the lhell of 
Chriatinnity, tl1cy ha,•c gh•en up the kernel. A. 

Another State Supreme Court Decision against Bible Beading 
In Public Schools. -Tho State in quC11tion ia SoutJ1 Dakota., where tha 
rcapcctivo opinion was handed down on Juno 27, 1020. The Oo1111110R~ca, 
reports the easo which Jed to the decision aa follows: -

"Harvin Finger w111 a. pupil in tho public achoola of Meade County 
during the month of Fcbrua.ry, 1925, 11,t which time t.he achoo! board of 
Faith School District, the competent authority, directed that the Diblo 
be rca.d or the Lord's Pra.yer recited, without. sectarian comment, In all 
■choolrooma wl1cro public achoo! waa being comluctcd. Protest wu made 
by certain of tl1e Ca.tholic pupils, nnd for a. abort period tl1ercafter they 
were cxcuacd from attendance. Some dianrrangemcnt acema to have fol• 
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lowed thla amnption, whereupon tho board inatruetecl the 1uporintendent 
to 181 to it that no child miucd either Boripturo-rcadlng or the opening 
mrolae■ in the morning. That order wn, enforced, 1.nd :,oung Finger 
WU 1um11111rlly expelled and informed that be would not be taken back 
llllleu ha 1lgnecl a. written apology and proml8ecl to 'willingly a.nd chl!8r• 
full:, comply' with tho achoo) bonrd'a regulatio1111. HI■ la.ther ■ought, by 
an &etloo of mandamu1, to eompol tho aehool bonrd to readmit young 
lla.n•in and thereafter excuao hitn from attomlanco nt wbn.t tho fa.ther 
ealled rollglou1 BC?rvlect1. Tho 11c>ught-for relief wn1 denied by tho Meade 
County Court. On appeal t ho Stnto Supremo Court, by n. three-to-two 
l'Ote, re,•erlecl thi■ dcoi1io11, in conscquoni.'O nnnulllng 11CCtlon iOGO of the 
Sta.to Code, wl1lch provided that tl10 BilJlo might bo rend, witl1out aectariau 
comment, In tho Stnto IICl1ools." 

In 1upporti11g this ,•ordiet, t ho members of tbo Supremo Court who 
TOted for It pointed out thn.t this eountry wns aettled by people wl10 wished 
to ncapo poraeeutlon for their religious beliefs ; that thi■ i 11 mn.nifeat. from 
the guarantee■ put into tho Con titut.lon ; t11at t11l!IIO men were aware 
of tho dire eonaequeoeo of Stnto lnterforeneo with tho Church; tha.t the 
lfgitimato function of tho public scl1ool is to impart secular knowledge; 
that tho attempt to have tho Bible read in the public school11, even when 
all comment. 11 to be omitted, loads to difficulties, sineo our citizena a.re 
not agreed on tho version to be cm11Joycd, ote. -Tho reader will find thla 
in■trueti,·e art.ielo in tho Oom·momaca& of November 27, 1020. A.

Something Wrong with LourdesP-The Catholic theologian ud 
cliurch llistorian ProfesBOr Franz Xaver v. l!"unk, of Tueblqen, epoke before 
hie clau of "tl10 Lourtlea awindle," and Dr. E. Aigner, of Munich, who re, 
ported thia in 1010, n.lso called attention to tho fact that not a llngll 
miraculous cure recognized as such by J!'rencl1 biahopa hu received thl 
papal ap1>robation. But wo arc at preBCnt not concerned with thla phue 
of tho matter. In fact, we know that, if a po.pal commlulon thoroughly 
in,•estigated tho matter, it would find that supernatural CUl'C!II are dected 
at Lourdes. 2 TJ1eu. 2, 0 tella bow. 

Our prosent intention la to point out tl111t, if tho Catholic Oo111M011-
wcaZ of No,•ember 0, 1020, ia riglit, tho Lourdes bualneu la being woefallJ 
miamanaged. Tho article on "Lourdea" tl,erc au.ya: "An open track pe1 
down th.a atroet, pual1lng people up against tho front. of the 1hopa of 
religious aou,•cnirs. Laid o.croas it, aide by aide, arc ■tretchere. It 11 too 
hot to ha,•o mnny blanketa. You BOO a body without lcp; you 111!8 lfll 
swollen tl10 aizo of t-l1c body; you BOO the strange immobility of the headl, 
eyes ataring wide, oycs closed, in an nil-important and abaorblng intimacy 
with po.In. At tho corner the truck breaks through o. long proceulon of 
wJ1eoled stretchers brought down from tho hoapito.11 by volunteer atretcher­
beo.rers. • • • In Lourdea to-day there arc a thouaand incurable C8NI. 

Thero aro ten tl1ouaand pilgrims. • • • 'l'hi11 ceremony, then, coulet■ In 
prayer, immersion in water presumed to havo nilro.euloua curative virtue, 
and tho blcu ing of all the pilgrims by Him whom CathollCI conelder the 
Mo.atcr of all cxiatcncc. It is ob,·ioua thn.t tho only clement open to dl■-
cuBBion and which alwaya baa greatly been diae1188Cd, 11 tl10 human ele­
ment: How does tl10 pilgrim pray, and for wl111t prcciaely doe■ ho pray! ••• 
The fact, to wJ1lcl1 enough im1>0rto.ncc cn.nnot be given, is that tho ■uppll­
ca.tions aro a set form, and that form t he only one authorlled for use at 
Lourdca. Apart from tllia form and hymns tho only other prayer employed 
at Lourdes ia tho univcraal rite of tl,o Cntl1olie Church. What 11 thll 
form T Tho anawcr to this queation ia tl1c cxpl1mation of LourdC!L The 
supplications arc in ac,•cn BCCtlona. TJ1cy number forty-aix. The majorit, 
of them arc act s of belief, lo,•c, and eonfldencc in God. Sixteen of them 
arc addre88Cd to tho Mother of God and implore her prayere. She of them, 
and only alx, arc prayers for a bodily cure. All aix arc to.ken diredlJ 
from the Now TCRto.mcnt. All six, spoken by the able-bodied pilgrim, apply 
to the cure of the BOul. • • • Tl1crc arc only aix direct appeale for the 
uving of the body. It is divine and l1umo.n pity tl1at bring tbe nll'eriq 
body to LourdCB. And tho Churcl1 a.aka aix: tlmca that this, perhap■ the 
moat innocent and temporary form of aufI'ering, be averted. But the 
deadlier and eternal misery of tl10 aoul is its groat preoccupation aln11, 
and the prayers at Lourdea are first of all concerned with that ml■ery, ••• • 
Thia point ia atre88C4, too, in the editorial comment on the article: "Yet 
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the authorhecl form of prayera at Lourclu incluclee onl;y a ■mall proportion 
for bodil;y cure, and the■e, too, appl;y equall;y to cure of tho ■oul.'' So, 
then, the miraculous hC!lP.llnga of Lourde■ muat be, according to the intent 
of the Churcli, onl;y a minor conalcleratlon. But then there la ■omethlng 
wrong with tho Lourde■ management. What CathollCB tell u■ about. 
Lourclee cre&tA!■ tho lmpreulon that tho bocllly cure■ a.re tho chief attraction 
of Lourcle■• They certalnl;y mn.ko much of it at Lourdea. An exact record 
of the curee i■ kept. Tho DlLDllltl of the di■ealC!tl, tho tlmo of the healing, 
the number of the curlltl, aro ca.refully recorded, with proof, and te■tl• 
monlala added. Tho reports of the episcopal commi11ion are publlahed. 
Es:cunlona, that. i1, pilgrimn.gc1, a.re arranged on a. grand 1cale. There 11 
free tran1portatlon for the alck. Tho prcaeher boaldo tho grotto bu much 
to 1&7 on the grace and power of the Hol;y Virgin and the 11lgna and miracle■ 
here performed. Tho reporter for th..- Oommonteea& ma;y have miued It, 
but. other report.era arc impre11■ed with tho frequency and fervor of the 
cr;y chanted by tho priCBt.11 and repeated by the mult.it.udo: "Lord, heal 
our ■ick I" Porhn.p1 tho froquont. repetition of thi11 part. of tho liturgy ii 
unauthorized. Tho healing water 11 bottled and ex1>0rtcd to all point■ of 
the globe In great. qua.ntit.le1. Tho apostolic ,•!car Fenouille in Yun Nan 
reported that a few drops of the water aprinklcd on the Chriat.ian congre­
gation kept the plague a.way. It 11 not. cuatomary for the Catholic Church 
to keep the cure, elJ'cetcd at. it■ shrine, in tho background. A Catholic 
prie■t, for in■t.a.nce, told Iii• home pa.per in 1803: "Pilgrimapa to the 
Shrine of St. Anne do Beaupre, 16 miles down the St. Lawrence River from 
Quebec, are growing In conacquence. Thero were 10 of u■ from • • • , the 
number including. • • • Two unqucat.ionablc rellCB of the uint are at the 
ahrino, thoy being 11mall bone■, and tl1e efficacy of their veneration and of 
prayer to God baa been cat.a.bli■hcd beyond cavil. At. t.ho 11hrine are t.wo 
pyramid■ of crutehes, left there by tho■o whollO l1111 wero taken away by 
God through the intorCCB11ion of the u.int. I was a. witncu to a number 
of cure■ of a remarkable character and believe that God la doing a won• 
derful 11•ork at tho ■brine.'' It WILII not reported what the prie■t ■aid In 
hl1 pulpit. 

And what ha■ been going on lut year in Malden! The report 1&71: 
"Malden, llua., November 24. - Frce&ing temperature and a leaden lllq, 
together with a. biting wind, to-day failed to daunt the unending line of 
woo-atricken pilgrlm11 BCCklng relief in tl1e reputed mlraeulou1 quality of 
the grave of Rev. Patrick J. Power in Holy Crou Cemetery here. It wu 
the Jut day of the pilgrimage11. A ban which will close the cemet.er;y to 
the allict.ecl until t.he Church hu had opportunity to inve1tigat.e the mani­
fold ■torios of mira.culou11 curea was to become effective a.t midnight. Lut 
SUDda;y It wu estimated that 200,000 person■ had 11.tt.cndcd.'' A ■econd 
Lourdlltl in the makingl (It may be t.ha.t. Co.rdlnal O'Connell, of Bo1ton, 
doe■ not 11·ant Malden to become o. BCCOnd Lourdes. Condition■ in Lourdea 
are not what they ahould bo. Sec LeAro u. WeAre, 43, 64. But it ma.7 al■o 
be tha.t, if the rHult of the inve■t.ig&t.ion 11hould provo favorable, the pil­
grimage• wlll be rHumed. And the inveatiga.tion will without doubt ahow 
that remarkable cure11 ha,•o been elJ'cct.ed. Dr. CharlCI Mayo, of Roche1ter, 
llinn., la report.eel to have diagnosed the l\lalden alJ'air thua: "There will 
a1-71 be apparent cures of t.hi1 type, bccauae man;y per■on■ with UD.• 
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controlled emotions only think they ILJ'C! sick.'' But if ho were put Oil tlla 
oplBCOpnl commiuion, ho might find an occ:ulonal eue that ba8lel Jill 
dfagnosfa, that c:a.n be diagnosed only In tho light of 2 Th-. 2, 9. ADIi 
thCIIO remarkable caeca would mako of Ma.Iden a eccond Lourdea.) 

What ha.a been going on, then, in Malden and at the lhrlne of St. Amie 
de Beo.upro and in Lourdes and a thouaand other plac:a llhcnn that In 
tho Catholie mind tho bodlly cures play a, most prominent rOle. But the 
Commomacal contends that tho Church ia not thus minded. Then then 11 
aomothing wrong with Lourdca, and it should bo cloaod. Cannot the Pope 
bo prevailed upon to pronounce tho Inn u ,:11,tl&r:dra.r 

In diacueaing tho Lourdes problem, the Commo1Hocul dlaeloau a, point 
whlcll is tho rcnl "explanation of Lourdes." "Sixteen of tho 1upplleatiOD1 
aro addreued to tho liothcr of God and implore her prayer■• Six of 
them, and only six, aro pmyen for a bodily cure.'' That pre.at■ the 
aituation exactly. Tho bodily cures aro not the chief consideration after all. 
In tho mind of tl10 Catholic Church tho worabip of Mary 11 the chief 
comiidcra.tion. Tho bodily cures aro important only in their relation to 
this worahip. "Aro thoy not," aaya Father Gratia.n v. Linden, "a ■-1 
impl'OlllOCI by tho Almighty upon our adoration of, a.nd love for, the llother 
of God f Are they not in a \\'11.Y tho pearls and diamonds placed In the 
crown that cro\\"lled her who Mid: 'I am tho Immacul&te Coneeptlon•f• 
And that fa \\•hat ia wrong with Lourdca. And for that rcuon the Pope 
hlLl!I roluaed to closo Lourdes. E.
