In ■pito of l1i1 rovoronco for tho Holy Borlpturo■, tho aut.hor, 
wo regret to ■ay, baa proBOnted tho vo.riou■ phuca of tho Latter Da:,a 
and tho Advent under tho aapcct of modern Di1ponu.tlonali■m, e■peelall7 
u far 11■ tl10 events connccted 'With the IIC!COnd coming of Chri1t are con• 
eerncd. TThore are a thouaand yean during which Chri1t and Bi■ u.lnt■ 
will "ahopl1ordizo t.ho nat iona" ( p. 235), preceded by the fir1t and followed 
by tho IICC!Ond rcaurrcction. Tho Biblical "tlmea" are figured a■ equal to 
~00 year■ (on t bo baei■ of Lo,,. 20, 24, where "tlmea" certainly doe■ not 
bear thi1 interpretation); and the "time of the Gent.ilea" i■ held to be 
2,620 years, corresponding to tho image of Nebuchadnezzar, our preaent 
"t.lmo" corrl!llponding to tho feet of tho image (p. 48, VJ), tho upul■ion 
of tho Turke from Po.lostino by tho Britl■h being the preliminary Judg­
ment. ushering in tho 01010 of tho Gentile age (p.108). Gog and Magog 
o.ro ident.ifled with Ruasio. on tho familiar equation& of modern Chilium -
Roah (Ru11io.), Me1l1och (Moacow), and Tubal (Tobol■k) (p. 221).

The :l'alth That Bebela. By 1,rinoipai D. B. Oo,irn•, D. D. Doubleday, 
Doran a. Co., New York. 200 pages, 5¼X7¼, Price, f2.60. 

The 111btitle of this volume, "A Rccnmlnation of the Kiraclea al 
Jeana," explatna the aomewha.t ■tartllng title, which at flnt glance miglat 
lead the ca■ual reader astray. The book i■ really a. learned apolc,ptlc, 
the purpoee of which i■ to vindicate tho "rcaaonablcnc■■ of the miracl• 
of Je■u■." In a way, it i■ the ■cqucl to tl1e author'■ apologetic work t'A■ 
Beaaoulll1111c.. of the Olwiatia,i Faitll. Rejecting tho Modernl■t view of 
the miracle■ of Chri■t, which denie■ their reality, he endcavon to ■how 
that the "traditional view'' of our Lord'■ miracle■, according to whlda 
they are primarily "evidential portents, ■eah attached to the di'rim 
me■■ap, to authenticate it," adds to their cWllculty, and, in addltloll, 
~ not comport with the Scriptural view, which i■ neither that of tra· 
clltioDall■m nor that of lloderni■m. The author holds that the mlracla 
are rather "manife■tation■ of the Kingdom and that the;y are wrou,ll 
bi the Spirit of God through the ideal faith of the Founder aml ha re-
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• JKtn'le to the faith of thOIIC! who through Him enter Into the ltlagdam" 
h•• 07). "All 1uch they are anticipation■ and proleptlc manlfeatation■ of 

the Kingdom In It■ perfection when the reign of aln and cleath ■hall han 
1iecn flnally broken." The faith that dect■ th- miracle■ 11 a "creatln 
and rcbclllou11 faith, rcbellioua not agalnat the Supreme WIii, but qalut 
I.he intruding and tm1111icut evils of human life" (p.100). Around thla 
theory, which certainly contain, clementa of truth, tho author hu grouped 
the nine cl11i11tcr11 of hi■ book, wltlch 110rvo to elucidate and conftrm It, 
Neverthelcaa, the author's learned treatlllO dOC!I not fully convince. Bia 
theory doe1 not 1upplant the traditional view, but rather 1upplement■ It. 
.Doth vlow1 belong together. Tho mira.clea of Chrl1t were both a part of 
Bia mc11l!nge and n. confirmation of ' it. Thl11 11 clear from Bia worda: 
"The work, that I do in l\Iy Fatl1er'1 name, they bear witncu of :Me." 
.John 10, 25. TJaia fn.et must not he forgotten, a11 it 111 at.teated by the 
Su.vior Bimaclf. - Tho book HO\\' appear■ In It■ BCCOnd edition, which 
pro,·ea t1111t tho demand for it i1 wido and luting. To tho thoughtful 
student it aaordl! both ple111ure and profit, though ita perusal 111 rather 
dlfflcult nnd demn.nda eo.ro and dlacrimination. Dr. Cairn• is principal of 
the United l!'ree Church College in Aberdeen, Scotland.
