'l'he Chriatlan Way of Liberty. By JoAR A. W. 11aat, D. D., LL. D, 
2H pages, 5X7½, The United Lutheran Publication HOWie, Phlla· 
delphia, Pa. Price, $1.25. 

Dr. Haas 111 president of MuhlenbC!.rg College and has been the author 
of a number of volumes treating problem■ of pbllosophy and religion. 2'lc 
OArurtian Way of Liberty i■ in reality an apologetic for the Chriltlaa 
way of salvation. It presents the Lutberan doctrine u viewed from 
a ■tuclent of modern philosophy who ha11 not found it neccuary to dis· 
card tho belier, of hi11 chlldbood a■ 10 many outmoded categorle,, Dr. Hui 
makes some concc11lons to the critical viewpoint wben he admits the poi" 
slbWty of a figurative interpretation of tho Fall (p. 80), although he 
treats tho atory as authentic hi■tory. Ho does not agree with Luther'• 
OR tlle Bnala11t:a Will (p. 28), and hi■ prCBCntatlon of election I■ Jwdly 
adequate (p.102). But theae aro blemishes only upon a really nperior 
work of apologetics. It paues In review tho doctrine of creation, of mu'■ 
original condition, of the Fall, of the comequenco of aln, of Chrilt'• re­
deeming work, Chri1tian faith, and good works. TheN familiar toplcl 
are preaented wltbout conceuiOD.1, except aa noted above, the author up-
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llllldb,g arllfDa1 11D, the reality of tho clml, the -tlal deity af Chrilt, 
1114 llll'rlCUy atatlng the relation of jmWle&tiOD to penonal faith. We 
ftn g1acl to 110te OD pap 172 the remark: ''The Church le cmly now 
•1'Ulldng to the lnelllclent manner in which It hu encleavorecl to help 
U. lplrltuaI growth of tho child." A aane, wholeeome book, which IIUC­

mafull;y camblnee modern viewpoint■ with 1.ho prnentatiOD of ancient 
daetrbie.

Dr. Roan endeavor■ to teach by precept and example the proper method 
ol aa: lnetructton and 1uccccd11 in B11owing either how It mu■t not be done 
ar that lt cannot be done. He protnt■ again■t the prevailing reticence 
• the RX question, quoting with approval an editorial from the Ool1191b111 
Dle,-tol: "God in Hie wisdom made ■ex & part of man. Man, in hie 
lporanee, make■ it an unclean thing and eeeke to et.ill any voice that 
eris out in proteet" ( p. 324) • In hie own experience the author hu been 
1111 to believe "that ignorance regarding ■ex matter■ le the cau• of much 
UDDl'Clllaey 1dering, tho blight of many a promleing life, and a ■tum• 
bllng-block for parent■ and advi■cr11" ( p. 26). "When aociet;y, through 
1 balanced education, leavn off all tho low-down talk and thought OD aex 
matter■ and ri■ee up to a piano of higher thought concerning the God­
giTen bl•inp of happy nio.rital relation■, there w111 come into the live■ 
of many people a aolution of many of the evil■ of the day" (p. 113). The 
•utbor believe■ that tho Church hae been etrangely remi11 in it■ duty to 
in■truct e■pecially it■ adoleaccnt youth regarding sexual matter■• Be 
eompleine that there la 110 "plain talk" in any of tho treatment■ of the 
Bbth Commandment given in tho religloue toxt..booka. ''KCIIICI would be 
•l'Ollled to anger and would blush with shame if he could riee up from 
Ill■ rating-place and reviow tho varioue text-book■" ( pp. 2411. 27) • Eepe­
rilllly the parent■, however, come under the criticism of Dr. :Roan. Father■ 
do DOt. lnetruct their 10n11. "Tho pioue-minded father, a11 & general nile, 
diaui■aee tbe whole que■tion with a shudder and think■ of it only u 
■amething belonging to the realms of ein and wrong-doing" (p. 218). 
"Mother■ of all age■ havo wronged their children grOAly In anewerlng 
the que■tlon, 'Where do bablea come from, and how are they formed T' " 
(p.C7). But why be prudish! "Sex ie morbid only in the mind■ of people 
wlao make it ■o. A peraon can think in a wrong manner about any eub­
Jed under the ■un, and certainly thia la true of aex" (p. 205). The cure, 
Dr. Roan believe■, i■ to givo the young people "an exact knowledge of the 
a■entlal facta of married lifo and it■ problem■, which will enable them 
to enter into it with aomethlng of the eamo aort of confidence that men 
and women enter any otl1er eho■cn profeaeion or vocation" (p. 280). All 
of which eounde good, and we are informed that "aeven well-known Lu­
theran educator■ and church leaden read the manuacrlpt during it■ prep­
aration and gave to it their unquaillled approval." A Swedleh reviewer 
believe■ that the book lift■ the whole eex que■tion out of the ephere of 
"tabu or indirect etatement, above the level of curioeity, into the light 
of wholeeome round-table dl1CU11ion." Thie, we hold, le in the nature of 
the eue impo11ible. Sexual matter■ cannot be given a "round-table die-
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cuulon" like the proper method of planthlg potatoel or U.. a4'nlllllll 
of awect clover over alfalfa. It C&D't be done. If proof were ..W. It II 
aupplfed in Dr. Roan'• book. In order to prove that IB1l&1 mattarl aaK 
bo treated in & happy, frec•h&ndcd wa7, he quota from Uul Blbll. Ia 
fact, ho gathen together atoriea and precepta from the Bible ualbll wltJI 
tho phyaical aide of acxual lilo and prlnta them on eight aolld papa. We 
can thi11 a groa miauao of the Bible, - which Indeed CODtalu muJ nf• 
ercncct1 of thia nature, but IIO coordinates them with hlatorical u4 cloc­
trlnal matter that they do not make the grou appeal which la IUl&ftlidlllla 
when gathered in a mau on eight pagca. Other aectloua are clant.e4 to 
det11il11 of anatomy and phyaiology which, In a almllar praentatloa "7 
Mn. Bonnett, a. New York a.dvocato of birth control, eauaed charpl of 
publi11hing obaccne matter to bo ra.lacd by tho proeecutlng attomq. '1'111 
a.utl1or a.dvocatc11 birth control for married people (113, 191. 309. 111). 
H. G .Wclla, tho evolutionist and antagonist of Chrl1tlanlt7, up, 111, 
In hi11 Bcic,1ce of Lifo (p. 1404), our own opinion on thla whole matt.er 
of 110xual education: "We ma.;y prcacnt the fa.eta aa paulonlealJ u n 
like; but that will not prevent the growing individual of IIWWII a,... 
aonnl a.pplicatiou of them and feeling in duo time the increulDr ponr 
of dCllire."

a rellgiou11 leader in his day whOBO influence WILi felt not only In oar 
country, but al■o in England. He died January 23, 1803.

Here 11 a ,•olume which o,•ery lo,•er of Latin literature mn1t ,relc!ome 
with 1lncero joy, ■Ince up to this time no book, long or abort, u:iatecl In 
Engli■h that treated exelUBively of Latin Literature from the fourth to 
the ■evonteenth century of our era. In Gorman thero ii the 1taudard 
hi■tory of Martin Sehlnz, which 11 now being continued, a new volume, 
covering the tenth, eleventh, and twelfth centurlea, having appeared In 
1023, with another to follow. Tltere i11 In French the remarkable Iliatolrs 
Liltnairo do la. J"rance, which was begun by the Benedictine■ of St. Uaar 
In the olght~nth century and 111 now being carried forward by the In· 
■tltute. But to thl1 day not a. 11.ingle atandard work on later Latin Ht• 
erature exi1ted in English. Tho present volume therefore utl■fte■ • lonr­
felt need and 1hould be made acceulble to 1tudenta in high ■ehooll, 
eollegea, and unlvenltiea. The 11,•erage American 1tudent of Latin hu 
read little more than about three or four authon. Of Plaut111 ud 
Terence he baa heard only rumon, and when ho left the college, authon 
like Juvenal, Martial, Taeitlll, Suetoni111, and othen of equal fame nn 
not more than mere names to him. The worka of Tertullian, CJprilD, 
Lactantiu1, the great Auguatine, Oro■illl, Boeth1111, the Venerable Bede, 
and all the others down the line to the time of the Reformation wen 
"unknown region■" to him. The ,·olume before u■ endeaY01'11 to brelJc 
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dnn Ulla wall of Ignorance and to give the 1tudente of Latin fuclnatlng 
sllmpaea of Latin literature beyond the claulc age. It deals with a 1arp 
11111,llet in a brief ■pace; of ncceulty it mu■t therefore omit much that 
-■ might look for. But the reader receive■ 1uch graphic de■criptlonl 
ol U. later Latin writer■ and of the time■ during which they wrote that 
II■ cannot help but do ■omo private reading in the great field opened to 
lum by thi1 book.
