The Eastern Color of the Bible. By George II. Scherer, 8. T. M.
Fleming H. Revell Company, New York. 122 pages, 4% X7%.
Price, $1.25.

The Bible is an Oriental book. While its message and appeal is
universal, its background is largely Palestinian. For the better under-
standing of the Seriptures, then, a wider and deeper appreciation of the
land and its people will prove invaluable. The author, the General Sec-
retary of the Bible Lands Sunday-school Union for Christian Education,
has endeavored to present a popular summary of such background facts
with which the average Bible-reader is not familiar. Occasionally the
author goes too far. The Lord’s Supper docs mot have the significance
of a blood covenant, as this term is technically understood by the author,
following in the footsteps of Robertson Smith. His explanation of Oriental
exaggeration is dangerous and leads him to explain the light that shone
from heaven on the Damascus road at midday as the summer glare of the
Oriental sun at noon. This is typical of the procedure in other sections.

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Bocial Progress and Christian Ideals. Edited by Wm.P. King. Cokes-
bury Press, Nashville. 300 pages, 6X8. Price, $2.25.
This book consists of four parts: I. The Perspective of Social

by James Myers, Industrial Secretary of the Federal Council of Churches;
II. Obstacles to Progress, by Alva W. Taylor, professor in Vanderbilt Uni-
versity; III. Conditions of Social Progress, by William P. King, Book
Editor of the Methodist Episcopal Church South; IV. A Forecast of
Social Progress, by Howard E. Jensen, professor in Duke University. There
is a good deal of factual information in this volume, and one will be grate-
ful for this much. But the fundamental weakness of this book is its failure
to define correctly the concept of the Kingdom. It is, in every one of its
parts, a pacan of praise to present-worldliness. Statements like the follow-
ing are characteristic of the book: “In His great picture of the Judgment
Day, Jesus again makes it clear that those are saved who live brotherly
lives. Brotherly living is salvation.” (P. 30.) “Women have gained
higher status wherever Christianity has spread, although many of the
ecclesinstical bodies at home have not vet acknowledged the equality of
woman or her right to minister or hold office in the Church itself.”
(P.109.) A large section of one part of the book is based upon the social
creed of the Federal Council of Churches!!

The Philosophy of Religion. By Rudolf Otto. Translated by E. B.
Dicker, M.A. 231 pages, 5% X8%. Richard R. Smith, Inc., New
York., Price: $§2.50.

The author is professor in the University of Marburg and has written
carlier volumes notable for their polemics against prevailing mechanical
conceptions of life, especially of human life. In this volume he treats the
philosophy of religion on the basis of Kant and Fries, with consideration
also of De Wette and Tholuck. The volume requires an understanding
of Kant’s system. While this revival of Fries indicates how far the pen-
dulum has swung away from materialism, there is no approach to the
traditional faith of Christendom. Tir. GRAEBNER.

Josephus and the Jews. By F.J. Foakes Jackson, M. A., D.D. Richard
R. Smith Ine., 1930. XVI and 299 pages, 534 X8%. Price, $3.00.
Under this title the well-known and widely read author, professor of
Christian Institutions at Union Theological Seminary, now in his seventy-
second year, offers a semipopular discussion of Josephus and the period of
church history on which his writings throw such helpful light.

It may be said that Foakes Jackson presents a much-needed antidote
to the biography of Josephus by Bentwich, issued before the World War
by the Jewish Publication Society of America, in which the almost in-
stinctively Jewish disparagement brands the famous recorder as “pusillan-
imous and subservient,” “vain and obsequious, servile and spiteful, pro-
fessing candor and practising adulation, prolix and prosaic,” with “few
qualities either literary or personal and many that repel.” The present
historical appraisal of Josephus, the contemporancous religion, and the
history of the Jews as he explained it in his four well-known books is
treated sympathetically and yet, on the whole, with strict objectivity.

_Of course, the theological background is modern and liberal. One of
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his theses maintains that, by studying the sources and literary composi-
tions of Josephus, we can come to a decper insight into the literary
methods and sources of the gospels and the Acts.

We noticed several inaccuracies. Yor instance, on p. 23 we are told
that but for Josephus, Berosus (misspelled for Berossus) “would to all
appearance have entircly perished.” This position quite overlooks the de-
tailed statements of Eusebius concerning Berossus (who probably received
his Berossus fragments through the medium of Alexander Polyhistor and
Apollodorus). Neither is it true that without Berossus we would never
have known about the Babylonian legends of Xisuthrus and the Flood;
for it has been recognized that in the mutilated cognomen of Deucalion we
have the survival of the original Hellenized Xisuthrus.

One is naturally interested in the eminent anthor’s opinion of ﬂlﬂ
Testimonium Flavianum; but nothing new is offered. The Slavonie edi-
tions are printed in an appendix, practically without comment. His state-
ment, concordant with the cautious skepticism of our day, is to the effect
“that Josephus would naturally be expected to say nothing about Jesus;
but that he might well have inserted the ZTestimonium in the awkward
form in which it appears in the Amntiquities to oblige some friend or
patron who was interested in Christianity.” (p. 279.) W. A. Maign.

Will America Become CatholicP Jokn F.Moore. Harper & Brothers,
Publishers. New York and London, MCMXXXI. X and 252 pages.
Price, $2.00.

An interesting and uscful book. The author, who calls himself
“a reasonable Protestant,” for many years a sccretary of the Y.M.C. A,
answers the question of the title in the negative. In spite of “a good deal
of exaggerated hope on the Roman Catholic side and of exaggerated alarm
among Protestants” the United States is not “in process of a gradual, but
certain conversion to the Roman Catholic Church.” Correctly he estimates
the results of such an eventuality: “The Catholic cannot accept equality
with other citizens. . . . If Roman Catholics are in a majority, they must
dominate society.” In reaching his verdict, the author quotes from forty-
six Catholic periodicals, usually late issues, and so offers in this book
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a wealth of information that makes it valuable even nside from the main
issue under discussion. We find the answer to questions like these: Are
Catholic statistics reliable? What happens when a hapless Catholic priest
falls? How much is the Catholic Church gaining from, and losing to,
other denominations? Does the Roman Church control 50 per cent. of the
hospitals in the United States? Is the Roman Catholic Church, though
a minority, establishing & dominance over American culture and institu-
tions? In this connection it is interesting to note that there are 20,000,000
Catholics in the United States and just above 3,000,000 Masons; but 304
members of the House of Representatives are Masons and only 35 Catholics;
65 Senators are Mnsons against 6 Catholics; of the 48 Governors 30 are
Masons, none Catholics; there are two Masons on the Supreme Court and
only one Catholic. While, then, the danger threatening from Rome must
not be overlooked as negligible, — that would be a false consolation to draw
from this book, — yet there are other factors, perhaps even more dangerous.
— The book closes with a strange paragraph: “The evidence as a whole
seems to indicate that Protestantism will be scriously mistaken if i? leaves
the future of religion to the Roman Catholie Church. With all its zeal
that Church is not covering and apparently cannot cover the field.” Is that
the danger that Protestants are surrendering the field to the Roman
Church?

Lessons in the Small Catechism of Dr. Martin Luther. By Geo. Me=-
ger, D.D. Third Edition, slightly revised by the Rer. “.". . Luke.

The Nameless Longing. Twenty-four Sermons by Hubert L. Simpson,
Minister of Westminster Church, London. Harper & Brothers, New
York. 305 pages, 5X7%. Price, $2.00.

In this volume we have the modern Reformed sermon at its best. The
author is a master of English style, and several of the sermons offered here
are literary gems. In form and language they are distinctly modern. They
are characterized by gracefulness and case, simple, but elegant language,
telling epigrams, and gripping applications. Some of the conclusions take
the reader by surprise,—not a bad feature in conclusions. The content
of these sermons is not really doctrinal; but we may say that the preacher
deals with the practical problems of faith and life on the basis of a fairly
well-defined doctrinal foundation and that he, with a few exceptions, makes
legitimate use of his texts in doing this. Unfortunately, the doctrine of
justification is kept in the background too much. Nevertheless the preacher
who desires to improve his sermons will find much pleasure, inspiration,
and guidance in this littlé volume. Among other things, he will be im-
Pressed with the fact that the clegance and the dignity which should
distinguish our pulpit utterances can best be attained by the simultaneous
cultivation of depth of thought and simplicity of presentation.
