around quickly provided. by & few deft 1trokea of the bru■h. Withoat 
atrivlng to be eloquent, the author'■ enthuala■m for the great 111bject 
which he la dealing with often make■ hf1 ■entencc1 vibrate with rare ~ 
and beAuty. Aa an expo■itor of the Holy Scripture• ho uhlblt■ deep ac­
quaintance with the holy writing■ In general and an acute penetration 
Into the meaning of the particular text he i1 explaining. He dou not me 
the ucred Word u a peg on which to hang hi• own idl!IUI and theorle■; 
he actually expound■• Whatever the lino of thought may be which he 
pur■uea, whether ho touchl!I what we eon.alder to be of chief import&Dce 
ID a puuge or not, hi1 romarb are alway■ 11t.imulating.

Ho aaid: That bread, broken, 
la the 1ymbol of My body. Eat it, partnko of it. That fruit of the vine 
In that cup 11 the 1ymbol of My blood poured out. Drink of it. I wonder 
If they remembered aomcthing He had 111id to them before, that, cscept 
they lhould cat HI■ fle■h and drink Hie blood, there wa1 no life in them.

jealoully, etc. ''It llves by faith and worka by lovo and 11 not undar Law, 
bat under grace." (P. 78.) Tbeao portion■ contain much mat.erlal for prof­
itable ltudy. Bo al■o the accond section, dealing with church unity. It 
W'lael the point that DO particular form of eeeleslutieal eon■tltutlon 
ud admlni1tration ia nCCC!881Lry for unity, rejecting and conel111ively re­
futing the hierarchical claims in their nrious form■ and defining church 
Wlity u the inner unity of faith.

be tolerance which react.a from the po■ 0&slon in common of undeniable 
roligiou1 truth. It 11 not tho flabby, 1entiment.nl toleranco of Ignorance 
and lack of convietlon1. It is equally remote from tho objoetive of u:­
pedfeney and t.rut.h-ob1curing 1chemc1 to 'lnerea■e power.''
