are thlrt:,-elght putor■ and profeuor■ in active llel'Vlcc and fourteen re­
tlred or without callL Bixt:,-fivo organized congregation, and aeveral 
mll■lon-statl1111■ are now being aerved b:, our paatora, a. junior eollege 
uul high ■ebool la maintained, and there are more Cl1ri1tlan day-achool■ 
■ltablilbed than at any time in tho hiatory of the 11ynocl. Wl1en wo con• 
alder thae figure■, there la no l'ClUIOn to feel de1pondent with regn.rd to 
the progreu mado and to forget tho blc11lng11 which Goel baa beatowed 
upon our Church alnce lta reorganization." All thla mu11t be very hearten• 
Ing to thoeo who would liko to 11CO con■crv11tlvo L11therani11m proaper. 

Atheism. ln College■ and "D"Dlvenltle■• - In tho Jul:, luue of the 
Aa1tiaa11 Tl&cologlca& Rcolt:10 we find tho following remarkable charae­
terlatlon of tho young men and women of our collegea and univeraitlea 
In an article written by Theodore Otto Wedel, entitled "College Studente 
and Gocl":-

"Koat young men and women of our eollegce atill come, to be 1ure, 
from Chriltlan home■• They have gone to Sunday-achool and bring with 
thtm rwllmentery churchgoing habite. But all thi1 mean, •ery little. The 
deeta of ■ecular education have at Jut eomo full circle, and rcligiou■ 
culture, while not totally ab■ent, belongs In thoao dim caYcrna of memory 
wliere are 1tored thing■ heard, but heeded not. The Ignorance of even 
the lntelllpnt eollege atudent regarding the hl1torlc documents and 1:,m• 
bole of religion la almpl:, amazing. Bia cultural Ignorance ia utoni■hlng 
in all lleld■, no doubt, in our dlly of chaotic lllgh-achool curricula, where 
no field of knowledge can be eafcly a1111med for all atudenta except per• 
h■p1 an echo of 2'ho Lady of tho Lako and .Tuliu, Oaoaar. Yet even lgno• 
ranee can be cllmactle, and It ia 10 when It cornea to the Bible or Chri■• 
tlau doctrine. Be may eaail:, know moro of tho Punic ware tha.n of the 
ldap of I■rael, moro of tho goapcl according to Lenin than of the Gmpel 
■eeordlng to St. John. The former is atudled aomewhero in a clauroom 
IDlder dlaclpllne, and with the reapcct accorded to object.ivo learning. The 
latter belong■ to the outgrown world of tho Sunday-achool and of piety, 
wlalcb the ■tudent would not be found reading for fear of shame and a aolf­
eoucloa■ blu■h. It ma:, readily happen that a student can give you a a:,m· 
patbtUo aecount of totemlam or of the Koran, atudled In a courae in an• 
tbropolCIIJ or history, :,et be totally Ignorant of the algnlflcanee for religion 
of the C.tholle Jiau and have never heard of tho Epl■tle to the Bebre,n. 
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Among the more widel7 read or among ■tuclenta coming fram faN■ 
tall■t homu, allu■lon■ to Chrl■tlan doctrlna like that of orlglml ■la • 
the atonement or the Incarnation wlll not meet with an lgnorallt atue1 
but even b7 them they are often either dl■mluad with a ■hnl • ■-
remain In an untouchable hol7 of holle■• Ignorance l■ th■ prnallm, ■tafil 
with tho large majority. Liberal preAcher■ In the college chapel 111■.J' ■WI 
try to win appJau■e by fighting tho theoJogfeal battle■ of a put ....­
tlon and thunder ngalnat a. religion of dogma. or appeal for the nccmcllla­
tlon of religion and 1eie11ee; but for the moat part their eloqueace I■ 
wasted. llodern youth knows no religious dogmu, and the c:ru.-der for 
liberty ia apenklng of a prlaon-hou■e moat of them have never known. Ia 
tho world of their morn) thinking atudenta are likewlae without rull ar 
guide. They know a few of tJ1e Ten Commandment■ and all the rule■ ..,. 
cording to the college denn. They nro aJ1eJtered by the habit■ of :,oatJa 
acquired in still deeoroua .Americnn homes. They have behind them, ■ftar 
all, two thousand years or Christion clvllimtlon, with an It■ lon,-rootad 
fear of aln nod nurturing or things that are pure and of Rood report. 
Their 11ophiatlc11tion la uaualJy 11 pret.ty thin veneer. Yet an the lnhlltl• 
tlona, e,•en where they nrc 1t1Jl operative, are Jnrgely unconaelOIII u4 
can v1111i1h o,•ernight in tho at.reBB or temptation. They are DO lcmpr 
part of n fixed view or lire. They are not anchored, aa were the older 
moral J11w11, in nn institution whicl1 comm11nd11 obedience and reYerene■• 
They belong to a. morality without myaticnJ aanctlona." (Pp. 200-IOI-) 

The author 1111ggeata a. w11y out or thia chno11. Snd to uy, hla way 
wiJl lend only the deeper into unbelief 1111d only tho farther away rrom 
tho knowledge or tho true Goel nncl enlvn.tion. We read on pap 2131 
"While this wild, Jiving world of oura ia hungry for dogma, for • ftnd 
and 11utl1orit11tive view or lire act.ting bou11d1 to cho.oa, the YerJ word 
dogma Ima become nn11the11111. UBC it cnrelessly onrc, 11.11d you ho.Ye Jal& 
your J1enri11g. Appenl to tho Bible or to Mother Church, to print or 
prophet or c,•en @nlnt, nnd you nre talking into the ea.at wind. The aioclel'II 

spirit will bow before no nuthorit.y except It.a own experience. We mmt 
he poait.iviata or nothing. We must tr1u•el over ngo.ln, In a world oat­
wardly how ehnnged, the rood which led U.e early Church to iii dogma, 
to it, Nicene Creed, and it, formuln. of Cluilcedon. .And thi■ 11 • great 
venture of faith, a. ,•ent.ure t.he necct11ity for which tho Church hu u 
yet, I think, ■cnrcely rc11li1.ed. Yet if, na I nm firmly convinced from mJ 
own ad,•enturinga, auch 11 voynge or rediscovery will bring ua to the ,ame 
doctrine of the l11enm11tion as t.hnt witlt which hialorico.1 Chrl■tianlty eoa­
quered the pngn11 world, the vent.lll'e of fnlth will be worth all It co■&. 
I believe tho.t tho wo.y for many a. modern lntellcctuo.1 to the Cbriatlu 
faith Ilea by wa.y of Pinto and of Buddha. Both of them were free ob­
acrver■ of life, bound by no book or in■titution; yet they found the pace 
which pa■■etlt understanding; and ho.d they Jh·ed to heo.r tho good nen 
of tho G011>el, they might have been tho fint to come forward with th■ 
cry 'My Lord and my God.'

It I■ eer­
tala Uaat the earl7 Church did not arrive at the Nleene Creed bJ traveling 
t11■ road of It■ own esperlenee or that of phllo■oph7. It followed the Scrip• 
tan■• In which It reeoplzed God'■ revelation to mankind ■plrltuall7 dead 
and lporant of all matter■ pertaining to It■ ulvatlon. And to thl11 da7 
GD17 b■ who I■ bound b7 the Bible can find that peace which ■urpu■e■ 
■II under■taudlug, which neither Plato nor an7 other man can by hi■ own 
nuoa know or de■lro or find. Tho only way out of tho chaoa of doubt 
and unbelief I■ to return to the authority of the mo■t high God, to Bl■

The prlnclpal fawn 
l■ a aerie■ of eight dloramu containing llfe-■lze re■toratlon■ of the JIN" 
hl■torlc an'ccatora of the human race, with 110ttlnp reproduelng tM CS'fllt 
roclu1 ■heltere, lake dwelling■, and other primitive habltatlom tlaey ma 
occupied.

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u4 l"&C& Tac$ and 41plomaq -.a to be &bleat from hla i-r-allt-7. 
Ila II wen uld to h&Ye qaarrelecl with tbe original 1-.der ol the Chan:Ja 
ID u. Antioch ltreet. Yet nm•Chrl.Rl&u muat form their lmp--1om 
of oar faith from 1uch1• 

Tbe final aectton of the report. cleala with tha bulc p~ of t.he a...,. ml•lmary:-
"To-4&7 we are menaced by tho poaalblllt1 of barbarian lanai.on and 

unlle uprlalnp. A lower-clue movement for Communlam la growing. 
And wtead of realatlng thla rcvolutlona.ry tt."lldency, ma.ny of tl1C110 mla-
1lonarlea teach the JIOIIC!lllon of all t11inp In common. And two 1111ccin• 
eall1, Matthew and Brother Jamee, Jaa.ve written documents W"Ou1ing clan 
hatred a.nd manlfl!lltlng anything but Jove for tlae rich. An uphea.va.J in 
the IOClal 1truet.uro would destroy tl10 efficient, pro1pcrou11, and liberal 
bmevoll!llce-givlng church of Laocllcea and all other churchl.'8 which rcprc­
Nllt modern t.bought and tho pcoplo to wlaom God In Bl■ infinit:o wi■dom 
bu given the rlchca of the worid. 

''To pl'CICn•o modem ■ociotJ from Communiate, radical plebeian a.ad 
agrarian demagogs requires a. united front. We •1aowlrl dian:gard. wo11-
cae11tial• awd w:all.: togctlicr in love. Jew11 and Mitlaraitce, PyU1a,.norean1 
and Stoica, all who belic,•e in mny fonn of religion, mu11t 11tand together 
agaln1t tho red tldo of irrcligion. 

"Instead of cooperation, thougl1, wo find thet10 ml11lonarics sUII l1arping 
on Jct1u11 as tho :111!81!iah, Bia death, Bia rCBurrccUon, and similar concepts, 
wlaleh, even If hiatorlcal, arc unimportant. By insisting on Bi11 impOBBihlo 
etl1le1, when not libomlly interpreted by achuhm1 of the scientific mind set, 
they arc doing notlaing to aid tho CAUBB of 11nh•er11al religion. 

"If thMO Chri1tiana of tlaia typo do not join in n. syncrotlstic move­
ment. to 11haro with all otl1cr religions and fight with them tho common foe 
of matcrial11m, we, prodict tlac, Christian movement will <lie out in a ccntuey. 

''Facing the, futuro bravely, wo, on rethinking tlae whole subject of 
miuloos. ln1lst tl1B Clmrch must continue to support. mia11ioru1, but with 
radically changed peno>111cl, progrnm, and purpose, and keep 118 its goal 
the brotherhood of all faiths and all creeds.

''Wo wi■h to cxpre■■ our en.meat dcelre that frll!lld■ of mllllaa■ at.

which thi■ 'Apprab!al' repJ'C!IC!nte tho rank and ftle of tl1e Chrl■Uan ll,JIDIB 
of Amorica, tJ10 proportion of churche■ and mi111ionari• in China Imme­
diately related to tho ■urvey, and the rellgiou■ viewpoint of the majorltf 
of tho member■ of both the Inquiry and Appraianl commi11iona. Al & help 
to thi■ dilCC!mment wo would en.II attention to the following facta: -

"l. Only three of tho fUtccn mcmbcril of the Apprai■al Commlulaa 
could bo claued as buainC!!III and contributing ln.ymen in the popal■rlJ 
understood acnao of tl1at word, the re11t being minister■, phllo■opben, 
women, etc. It i moreover uncertain wl1at translation will be giffll to 
tho tem1 layman in Chinese. If it ia 'ordinary believer' (piflg bi11•l•J 
or 'American ehurcb-member' (Mci•ku.o ol1iao-11u), a decidedly untrue CGD· 
ccption wi]] be conveyed to tJ1e Chinet10 Chri1tian of tJ1c kind of people 
who ha,•c made tJ10 survey and promulgated their findings.

"3. It migl1t bo ■uppOIIC(l that tho 11copo of tho inquiry and apprai•l 
would be conftno<I to tl10 miulon-work under tho purview of the ■effll 
board■ announced a■ ■ponaoring tho comml111ione. But the gener■l Im• 
pre■■ion that tl10 'entire cntorpri110' Wll8 being weighed la given not aalJ 
In the apprai■a] itlll'lf, but by the, ncw111mpcr publicity, the i■lue of the 
report u tlle 'religious book of tho month,' ti10 arrangement made bJ the 
com111IB11ion for tl10 iuuo of o. largo edition and tran■Jatlon of R4lllirdri•I 
Jfiuiox. at a. very cl1cnp prico ti1rough the commercial pre■■ of Chin■, 
ud the evident intent to secure the brondl!lt ■ort of ■tudy of tho appralal. 
Thia la obviou1Jy unfair to tJ10 majority of churcl1-bodies intere■U'll In 
mtulon-work in China, whicl1 bad no rcl11tion1hip to the wl1ole afrair. 
It would 11ecm to be 11 fact that only nbout one-■ixtb of tbo mi11ioaarle■ 
In China are connected with tho ■c,•en board& llllid to ha~'C ■pon.ored 
the appral■al. 

"4. There were few, if any, of tl10 members of either commiaion that 
were 1ymp11thetlcnlly fotcrcated in tho aim■ and evangeli■tic emphn■l1 of 
the di■tlnctively con■crv11ti,•o church groups and miuion■ and or tbe con• 
■ervative majority elemcnte in ■omo of U10 denomination■ ■ponaoring the 
apprai■al. The concluaion■ of ■uch o. commiuion could not therefore in 
any real IICD■e be regarded n■ imp11rtial appraiMII even of tbe mu■IGDI 
111ppo■ed to havo been studied. A notablo Indication of t.be p■rtiaan ■tti• 
tude referred to I■ tl1e IICllnt reference to the conlll'"ative cvangell■tic

Tho 11plrlt of tbl11 acctlon 
Jll'nadc!I the whole appml111l; and It 111 cepccially 11lgniftcant tJ1at It i1 
thll which ha, brought fortJ1 tJ1e ■c,•erct1t critlci&m from mlulon boa.rd 
olllclal1 and church and ml811ion orgnni1111.tlon1. 

"The publilhed report not only propoac1 a clr111tlc revolution in nti1• 
■ioaary m'1.11odll, but i1 11li,o an open rejection of tho Go1pcl-111es111ge it.&clf 
u let. forth In tJ10 New Tc■tament. It dispnruges tho Go1pcl wbich ha1 
hem proclaimed from tl10 beginning of miRBlons 111 eommluloncd by our 
Lord Jl'IUI, •• no longer suited to the world'■ need . It clearly implll!tl 
that the Spiritual 1tatement that the Lord Jesus Chriet is the only Way 
,of l&lvatlon mu1t now bo considered 1111 obaolcto (pp. 8. 35) nud advocatc11 
U111t Chrl■tian mi1.<11ionaric1 should now unite with 111:atlum rcligionlats 
in 'a common qul!llt for the truth' (p. 31). We wish to affirm our un1linken 
and, by God's gnu.oe, unshakable conviction that tl1erc ia but one 'unknown 
God' 11•hom we are to make known to those who ignorantly wonhip and 
that the ' foolhilmcu of preaching' ao dia11nrnged by this rc1JOrt is tho 
God-appointed methotl which alone is imlispcnsablc, whatever be the typo 
or mill'llouary 11en•icc. 

"We de11iro to reaffinn the truth that tho Christian miBillonary'a mes• 
l!l(,'1! l11 not indl!l'Cl ofter man, neither wn1 it rccch•cd from man. It is 
euenllally Ood'a own 111ce1111gc, to which mon cun ndtl nothing and from 
11'hlch lie may take nothing nwny We would rccmplmsize tho fact tha.t 
the OOi\pel or God la set forth in tl1e Now Te tament in lnn(,'llngo of un­
miltAkahle clcnrncu. It is given under tJ1e authority of the Son of God 
Bimlll:11, and rojcction of It carries with it n. rejection of Bis authority. 
To 111lwtltutc for it 'another' IIICIIIR{;O only pervert■ U10 divine utterance 
and ll!ll,•e• U1e ■Inner under tho power or J1ia sin. Thia G0&pcl of God, 
'onee for nil dclh·crcd to tl10 sninte,' hlll ,luring tbc paat century been 
pffllcl1cd throughout the whole world, 1md wiUL what blessed rc11ult■ may 
be known to every one who sincerely dcaires to know. Christian mi11ion1 
ea.n and do fl!ArlCtlily cl1nllcngo an ho11c11t appmisnl of these result■• From 
India, China, Japan, Koren, Africa, New Gulncn, tho islands of tJ1e P11ciftc, 
and other cuunlrics 11 111088 of incontcstnblo ovidc.nco la available to prove 
the power of the Gospel to deliver men from t ho power of sin, to purif7 
their lh·ca, and to bring in its tr11in iuenlculnble ble111ing■ upon ■ocicty 
by the reform of evil cu11toms and cruel prnctisea. \Ve deny tJ1e implica,.

Protestant circles tl1roughout tl10 worhl aro thla year oblerring the em• 
tennial of the founding of the famous dcaconeu mother hOUIO at Xal_. 
wcrth on tho Rhino by Thoodore Fllcclncr. Dom In 1800, l1'Jleduer in 1811 
and 1824 had mado trips to Holland and England and there had Nm 
aometlung of tl10 work done by women for tho unfortuna.te. in h111pltall 
and pri10n1, What ho ob&ervcd tl1cro mado IL deep lmprculon on him. 
Ho realized. tl111.t 11•ork of that nature waa very much needed in Germany, 
where cepecially tl10 priaon& prCt!Cntcd IL moat deplor&blo alght. Ha'riq 
vl■ltcd tho countries mentionccl ago.in in Ja.ter yean, he wa■ coalrmed la 
tho convletlon tl1a.t remcclial &oclctica and in&titution11 wore needed. On 
September 10, 1833, in IL gnrde11-J1ou e, he foumlcd Jil11 Refuge for Dl■-
eha.rgecl Female Convicts. In ordo.r to do il10 work nmong tho oute■■ta 
of soclet.y properly, trained workor11, he anw, wore needed, and IO hi 
conceived tl1e idco. of n!C&tnbllah.ing tho dincona.to wl1ich exlated In the 
early Chriatlnn Church. By entering on tl1i1 work, ho laid tho foundatlcm 
for our IIChoola of dcaconcsaes nnd tl10 &plendld acrvico which theJ' an 
rendering our Churcl1. An article in tho Ltdhcron. polnta out that tbere 
are now nine motberboull'S of 1lcncone11 in thla country within the 
hound&rica of tl1e Lutheran Church. In thi11 connection it might be mm• 
tloned tlui.t tl10 Rnuho Haus of Hnmbttrg, founded by Wichern, ia Jlkewlle 
thla yca.r observing tl10 hundrcdtlL annlvcl'81try of ita founding. A.
