A Greek Translation of Luther’s Small Catechism.

The question whether and when Luther’s Small Catechism was trans-
lated into Greek has been the subject of much discussion. In his excellent
work entitled Doctor Martin Luthcr’s Small Catechism Dr. Reu makes this
statement (p. 102): “The same missionary spirit inspired Valentin
Wagner, the coworker of Honter in Kronstadt, to write a catechism in
Greek, which upon Melanchthon’s suggestion he sent to the Patriarch of
Constantinople. (Teutsch, Geschichte, I, p.334.) Whether this was &
translation of Luther’s Catechism or an independent work we do not know.”
In Meusel's Handlexikon we find several references to this topie. Of
Dolcius we are told that he translated the Augsburg Confession into Greek.
This translation, so we are informed, was sent to Joseph (Joasaph II),
who in 1555 became Patriarch of Constantinople. The statement interests
us here because in the article on the Greck Church Meusel's reference
work says: “Young Greeks studied in Wittenberg. The Augsburg Con-
fession and Luther’s Catechism were translated into Greek and were sent
to Joasaph II” We are furthermore told that the translation of the
Augsburg Confession into Greek by Doleius was published in several edi-
tions and that it was Melanchthon who sent it to the Patriarch Joasaph
in Constantinople. While a number of matters remain undecided when
merely the above data are considered, one fact that is absolutely certain
is that a Greek catechism was published in 1558. The Rev. Oscar Klll!f
of Milwaukee, Wis., is the possessor of a translation of Luther's Catechism
into Greek which appeared in the year just named. The title-page rends
thus: KATHXHXIS MAPTEINOY AOYOEPOY ij xalovuivy puxgd,
idnpixolarivy. “Catcchesis Martini Lutheri Parva, Gracco-Lating. Acces:
serunt et alin quaedam varia, argumenti pii, utilis et iucundi, unde et
pietatem et linguam Graecam adolescentes discere possunt. Omnia-&
Michaele Neandro Sorauiensi edita. Basileae per Ioannem Oporinum.”
On the last page of the book (p.243) a note is inserted which once more
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gives the name of the publisher and the place of publication and adds
the date: “Basilenc, ex officinn Toannis Oporini, anno salutis humanae
MDLVIII. Mense Septembri.” The book, which, by the way, is a neat
little volume of 3146 inches, is dedicated to Dr. Thomas Stange, abbot
in Tifeldt. In Iifeldt (or Ihlefeldt), as Meusel’s Handlexikon informs us,
there had been a convent, which Abbot Stange in 1544 changed into
& pacdagogium. DMichnel Neander, the editor of the catechism, was a
teacher at this school and is recogmized as having been a prominent
pedagog of the sixteenth century. In the Latin preface he states that
the Greck translation of the catechism was made by o young pupil of
this school in Ilfeldt, Toannes Mylius, “adolescens pius et modestus, sum-
maeque spel ingenio pracditus.”” He adds that he himself corrected the
translation and took pains “ut et phrasis esset Gracea, pura atque facilis,
et cum verbis ac sententia Lutheri quantum omnino fieri posset, conveniret.”
To the Greek translation, he says, he added the Latin version “in omnibus
scholis hactenus receptam.” There were added furthermore Bible-passages
on the chief heads of Christian doctrine, next the Nicene and Athanasian
creeds and the “symbolum sive cantio beati Ambrosii et Augustini”; and
finally there are appended excerpts from the works of Suidas, Eusebius,
Theodoretus, Sozomenos, Nicephorus, Josephus, Philo, Epiphanius, Clement
of Alexandria, and Gregory Nazianzen, of whose writings Neander says
that their perusal is far more profitable than that of the works of Lucian
and other blasphemers. The insertion of this material accounts for the
large number of pages in the book. The work was intended as n schoolbook
which would help n student both in obtaining some knowledge of the
Greek language and advoncing him in religious understanding. To give
& sample, we append the Greek version of the Fifth Commandment,
modernizing the seript, which is vexingly antique: Ob govsdoes. Ti voiro
déiyery dovi; "Ogqeliopsy viv Dedv oripyaiy 12 xai gofielodar, dave od pi) 1@
vod xlyaiov Piy xai odyuan nocay mapacxevdler, pundé attoy xaxois &u-
Billew dlé adréy dgedeiv, xai apodipws Pondely adrp v nidos xgds Tov
Piov dvayxalioss.

The Utopian Society of America.

This society was organized early in 1034, in California, Los Angeles
being the headquarters. A recent inquiry addressed to the office of the
organization brought a form letter and a “Key-note Address.” Some of
the aims of the society are: “Unlimited education will be provided for
all. —Few hours of easy work are required of only a portion of the
citizenry, and that in the field of their own choosing. — Bounteous pro-
vision is made for all overaged, sick, or incapacitated, without charity or
humilintion. — Crime and criminal institutions will be ninety per cent.
eliminated, along with all the ugliness of present-day efforts at control. —
There are no taxes, no mortgages, no debts. There cannot be. — All will
be dealt with justly and fairly.”

This surely sounds “utopian” enough and is certainly not in harmony
with Biblical economics. But what is more doubtful about the society is
the statement: “Certain portions of the work of this society are conducted
in secrecy, and if you would become a member, you will be asked to take
an cath not to reveal to any one any of its sccret rituals.”
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The secrecy and the rituals arouse our suspicions at once. Why have
features of this kind if the purposes of the organization are merely raising
the standards of living and providing for the economic security of the
American family? The matter at once savors of lodgery.

Tho Literary Digest of October 27, 1034, had the following paragraph
on the society: “The Utopians are o sccret society, and consequently it
is difficult to learn all their objectives. It is said, however, that they
swear allegiance to the Constitution and propose to change it by orderly,
legal methods until they have established an economic system on the
principle of production for use rather than for profit. Their lundlﬂlfﬂll
ideal is economic security for every one. Evidently they would tax private
wealth out of existence and set up an ‘Effort Money’ currency system based
on human labor. Every able-bodied person would work between the ages
of twenty-five and forty-five and thercafter retire. No one eould hoard his
‘effort money’ or transfer it except for goods and services. The poor would
be rich, say enthusiastic Utopians, and the rich richer.” P.E.K.

Epistolae Obscurorum Virorum.

With reference to the short summary on Reuchlin in the Concordia
Cyclopedia, to which attention was called in a book review which appeared
in Lehre und Wehre, July, 1927, the following note will prove of interest.
In a recent Goldschmidt (London) catalog on the literature and history
of the Middle Ages an ancient copy of the Epistolac Obscurorum Virorum
is deseribed: “Tho Epistolac Obscurorum Virorum, one of the imperishable
masterpieces of satiric literature, form part of the Reuchlin-Pfefferkorn
quarrel. In 1514 Reuchlin’s partisans had published a collection of testi-
monial letters to their leader: Clarorum Virorum ad Jo. Reuchlin
Epistolac. A few months after, came this parodistic counterpart: the
letters of the obscuri viri to Ortuinus Gratius, a professor of poetry at
Cologne, the unfortunate vietim of this excellent joke. The ignorance,
narrow-mindedness, stupidity, and malice of the theologastri, Pfefferkorn’s
adherents, were cruelly portrayed in a scries of fictitious letters in in-
credibly bad and vastly amusing dog-Latin.” Concerning the authors of
these letters Mcusel says: “Es unterliegt nach acusseren und inneren
Gruenden kaum ecinem Zweifel, dass wir in den Epistolis Obscurorum
Virorum das Machwerk verschiedener Verfasser vor uns haben. Crotus
Rubianus und Ulrich von Hutten sind, jener der Urheber des Ganzen und
hauptsacchlichste Verfasser der ersten Briefsammlung, dieser dagegen der
Fortsetzer der Idee in den weiteren Briefen, an denen vermutlich auch der
Koelner Domherr Hermann Graf von Neuenahr, Hermann van dem Busche,
Petrejus Eberbach und Eoban Hesse beteiligt sind.” P.E.K.
